“The importance of attending chapel 
is a truth so apparent and practical, 
that it is often entirely overlooked 
and slighted by those who should oh-

that Nature lias played m  American 
Literature, how the love and appre­
ciation ot it have developed in our 
writers, and how this love and appre­
ciation have reacted on the readers, 
and helped iu the general movement 
which has brought man to nature and 
nature to man. and how througu one 
the other has been given new visions 
and truths of the (lod of both.
You should not expect great out­

pourings on such a subject among 
those straight-laced colonists who 
sought a home in the ‘‘midst of the 
forest primeval” and ‘beneath the 
m..rmuring pines and the hemlocks;' 
for they were fully occupied with har­
sher interpretations o! divinity, and 
an undue contemplation of the lieauties 
of nature might have disturbed the 
severe theological How of their ti oaght. 
Tm re was in that day one who dared 
lilt qp in r \wiCi in verso— and that 
line was a woman .Mistress Anne 
Bradslreet. She sang of the nightin­
gale in America woods. There were 
iivi nigtittngales in Aineri‘*an woods, 
hut Chancer and all his followers in 
England had sung of nightingales and 
whai else could you expect of one who 
signed herself “ The Tenth Muse 
Lately Sprung up in America'”
And so it was not just because the 

people were too sanctimonious to 
write of the lieauties of the outdoors.
It was because they were not obser­
vant. not original enough to see that 
in our country was grandeur worth 
of being written ol in prose and 
verse. There really was no one who 
dared to find the beauties in this des­
olate pioneer country of ours, so tar i 
separated trom ttio civilization and 
the land whore literature had been i 
written.
Cooper made a start with his indues 

in American woods. Irving wrote 
legends of the Catskills, charming, it 
is true, as is all the expression from 
the pen of that genial retlector of hu­
mor and pathos. But Irving left the 
Catskills and the Hudson for castles 
in Spain and Yule-log scenes in Eng­
lish mead-halls, and while we would 
not for worlds lose that part of our 
literature, we have lost what he might 
have given us that would have inter-

istie of our American woods were quite 
as good as the daisies and primroses 
that bloomed by English riversides.
But Thoreau was probably the first 

and greatest prophet of nature that 
our country has had. Someone said 
of him that "lie talked about Nature 
as if she had been horn and brought 
up in Concord. ” He was a poet and 
a naturalist, though he wrote neither 
poetry nor natural history. Ho was 
a queer man.— the queerest yet that 
lias made a name in our annals of the 
peq. Ho never married a wife and he 
didn't have to stav at borne with one. 
and i am sure no woman would have 
put up with that wretched little hut 
in the woods that his admirers give , 
such tacinating accounts of. But he 
made a name for himself without in­
tending to perhaps, and his life in that 
same hut on the edge of Emerson's 
land and built with the axe borrowed 
from Alcott, was the means of bring­
ing men real love of nature and knowl­
edge of nature to Americans tlnm 
any other force h, lore or since. I do! 
not see it would he possible for one. 
to live closer to nature than he did.
