— Rousing Time Promised
• — ■ ----
At the January ineetim; of the 

Gratiot County Teachers’ association 
the subject of school athletics was 
given considerable attention and a 
suggestion was made that some hind 
of an organization be formed for the 
purpose of fostering the right athletic 
spirit in the schools of the county. The 
matter was left in the hands of the 
committe composed of ten superin­
tendents end principals.
This committee met last Saturday in 

Commissioner C. F. Pike’s office 
and decided to hold a Held day for 
the schools of the county on Davis Held 
Alma, May 2A. '
There are ’.to lie two classes of con­

tests at that time, one open to pupils 
in high school grades in schoolshaving 
more than two teachers, the other 
open to pupils of rural schools and 
pupils in grades below the high schools. 
The Hst of events*for the former class 
is as follows: 50 yard dash, 100 yard 
dash, 2*>0 yard dash, 440 yard dash, ^  
mile dash, 1 mile dash, mile relay, 
120 yard high hurdle, 220 yard low 
hurdle, pole Vault, high jump, broad 
jump, 12 pound shot. 12 pound hammer 
and discus. The list of events for the 
second class is the same as the fore­
going except there is no high hurdle 
and the low hurdle is 120 yards in­
stead of 220 yards.
It was decided to give flrst, second 

and third prizes for each event in 
each class, the first prize to be a medal 
and the second and third prizes to be 
ribbons.
3 It was suggested by one member of 
the committee that this day could be 
made doubly eventful by adding to 
the athletic contests regular eighth 
grade graduation exercises, at which 
time the pupils who have finished the 
work of the eighth grade in’, the dis­
trict school should assemble, listen 
to an address by some educator and 
receive their diplomas. Commissioner 
Pike seemed much interested in this 
suggestion and if it is possible to do 
so he will arrange to have such an 
eighth grade graduation at the time 
of Held day. By means of such a 
doubly imporant occasion the young 
people would be encouraged to re­
main in school until they should re­
ceive at least a high school education.
Supt. F. E. Ellsworth, of Alma, was 

chosen to prepare a constitution and 
by-laws and to present them at the 
next meeting of the association which 
will be held March 21.
So many valuable suggestions were 

offored by, Prof. J. C. Harper, ath­
letic trainer in Alma Collage, that 
he was chosen member of the com­
mittee.

Ireland is no longer favorable to the growth of dissatisfac­
tion. Nothing in the daily life of the Irishman of to-day can sup­
ply provocation. T h e  m e m o r y  of past wrongs is gradually dis­
appearing and the greatest boon that could be bestowed is a 
draught of Lethe deep enough to efface even the m e m o r y  of all 
former disturbances.

But if w e  must turn our eyes backward let us avert them 
from the dark and dreary days with which none of us claim kin­
ship and take refuge in that later period w h e n  first the ideas of 
right and wrong began to influence the relation between those two 
countries— England and Ireland. This period coincides with the 
appearance of a remarkable m a n — take him all in all— the most 
remarkable m a n  that Ireland ever produced. His genius and en­
ergy shaped the course of events; his actions determined the his­
tory of Ireland. That m a n  remarkable and versatile, that H e r ­
cules a m o n g  orators, was Daniel O ’Connell.

T h e  m a n  and the opportunity are both needed to produce 
great events. Glance at the ninety years w h e n  England held 
sway in the Emerald Isle and you will then understand O ’C o n ­
nell’s opportunity. For three gymr'dions Ireland lay crushed un­
der the penal laws, the dreams of resistance forgotten, the ideas 
of a free and unrestricted state almost lost. Picture her, in 
that age so huma ne and enlightened, an island soaked in the blood 
of countless rebellions, an island divided by factions and sunk in 
despair— Ireland, fettered and manacled, held in the iron grasp 
of the English aristocracy— Ireland, plundered and beggared, 
groaning under the burdens of foreign government and foreign 
lords. This was the political condition w h e n  at Carbarn O ’Co n­
nell was born.

A  gloomy period of twenty years succeeded. Tyranny scarce­
ly feared resistance. Poverty and destitution had m a d e  their 
homes in the land. Turbulance was abroad. Wealth and learn­
ing lost their independent attitude and twined their sickly parasitic 
tendrils about the pillars of state. T h e  people had the bearing of 
slaves. If a hope had arisen in a patriot’s heart it would have 
been crushed by a glance at England, whose garrisons and navies 
encircled the globe.

But h o w  mysterious and inscrutible are the ways of Provi­
dence! T h e  season of intense gloom into which O ’Connell was 
born was the period that preceded the d a w n  of Irish Liberty. N o  
matter h o w  extensive the empire or hcv* vast the armies and 
navies of England, Ireland was to be freed and by the influence 
of a single statesman. T h e  voice of this young Demosthenes went 
forth a m o n g  his humble, heart-broken countrymen like the har­
binger of happier homes and days of freedom. H e  was to raise 
this hapless isle from its helpless suppliant condition; he was to 
lift his cr m t r y m e n  from the mire of slavery and teach them to 
assume tne rights of free men.

Nature herself had framed h i m for this mission in life. H e  
was almost six feet high, of burly figure and c o m m a n d i n g  pres­
ence, of giant strength and exhaustless energy; he possessed a 
voice that rose high above the uproar of the crowd— a voice, soft 
or gentle, overwhelming or terrible, the breathing of the flute or 
the roaring of thunder. But it w a s  not with his voice alone that 
he spoke; his hand, his eye, his mouth, his foot, each and all 
was a language of insinuation, coercion and persuasion. His ap­
prehension w a s  quick, his wit keen, his scowl terrible, his look 
withering, his revenge crushing. There w a s  not a chord of feel­
ing that he could not strike with power. A t  one m o m e n t  he 
melted his hearers by his pathos, at another convulsed t h e m  by

his h u m o r ; lie first held them at the heights of imagination, then 
bound them by the chains of logic. H e  controlled at will the 
wildest emotions of an Irish m o b  and passed with the ease of a 
master from bursts of passion to the tenderest pathos. There 
was no rhetorical trickery. H e  never strove like Shiel to strike 
and dazzle, to create a sensation and be admired. Ilis bursts of 
passion displayed that genuineness and freshness which art so 
seldom can counterfeit. His speeches are the masterful utter­
ances of a great man, haughty and arrogant at times no doubt, 
but haughty and arrogant because the speaker’in the pride of his 
integrity scorned from the depths of his soul all meanness and 
baseness. “F e w  are the men,” it is said, “w h o  have such power 
over the multitude, w h o  so thoroughly rule the people about 
them, or w h o  have so completely within their grasp the reins of 
the political Pegasus.” :j‘|ip tribunes of old had no greater in­
fluence over the Romans. T h e  Gracchi, Rjenzi, Mirabeau could 
not have surpassed him. M e  was a magnificent orator, trenchent, 
versatile, self-possessed, sincere in all his denunciations, ready in 
unstudied and effective retort— an orator, native, natural, persua­
sive, resourceful and unsurpassed. ' ̂  ~ ..l . ’ j

Moreover, he w a s  a constructive statesman. W h a t  the present 
generation knows of him and remembers is that he found the 
Irish ( atholics in a state of great political degradation, that lie 
freed them, that he began the conflict against the most tremend­
ous odds w h en he wa s still a young m a n  and that he had w o n  
he day before he wa s fifty; though in doing it he had to attack 
the most stolid, self-satisfied and imperious race in the world, 
and in their dearest and most deeply-rooted prejudice. Never 
vet in the history of a peaceful agitation has one m a n  done so 
much, for O  Connell 7vas the Catholic movement. If he had been 
removed then, emancipation would have come, if ever, from the 
slow development of the English conscience, rather than in the 
better and nobler w a y  from the struggle of the Catholics them­
selves. Ireland wa s to he secured for the Irish; peace was to 
be theirs; union was to he theirs; social, political and religious 

\ rights were to he theirs; a constitutional government and univer­
sal freedom, all were to he theirs. Justly could O ’Connell say,

1 ‘ Grattan sat by the cradle of his country and followed her hearse; 
it was left for m e  to sound the resurrection-trumpet and to s h ow 
she was not dead, but sleeping.”

It is from this standpoint that O ’Connell not only ranks with 
m e n  w h o  revolutionized their times like Kossuth, Luther, Maz- 
zini, Voltaire and Rousseau hut with founders of states like Alex­
ander, Caesar, Bismarck, Augustus, Napoleon and Washington.

Alexander diffused the language and civilization of Greece 
wherever victory led him, hut he did it through blood and op­
pression. His marvellous successes also dazzled his judgment 
and inflamed Ins passion. Caesar, styled “The Father of his 
Country,” was ruled by military successes. His policy, like that 
of Augustus, was to concentrate in his o w n  person the chief offi­
ces of state and thus establish a single rule. This lie did but only 
by means of the sword. Ambition, cold an d heartless, found him 
later prostrate at the foot of P o m p e y ’s statue. Bismarck was the 
guiding spirit of Germany, its “ Peace-Maker and Peace-Keep­
er. ’ Austria, Prussia and France were humbled at his feet. But 
he wa s also the " m an of blood and iron” holding in his military 
despotism the whole G e r m a n  Empire. Napoleon, Emperor of 
France, ran the most fool-hardy risks in the hope of obtaining 
results which would dazzle the world, ever regulating his policy 
in accordance with his o w n  ambitious schemes. At the zenith 
of his glory he was arbiter of Europe, the paramount head of a 
confederacy of princes but lie obtained his glory through force 
of arms. A n d  that same arbiter of events led him to his Waterloo 
and to St. Helena. O ’Connell wa s the “ Monarch of Ireland.” 
H e  was a king without sacredotal unction, royal descent, election 
or usurpation— a king without crown, court or guards— a king of 
seven millions by consent of clergy and laity— a king with power 
to levy armies, to maintain war and conclude peace— a king w h o

Washington’s glorious victories at Trenton and Princeton, 
at C h a d ’s Ford and Germantown, his privations at Valley Forge, 
all are hallowed in the m e m o r y  of man. H e  it was w h o  changed 
the ideals of political greatness, established American government 
and reared the columns of American Liberty. But there is one 
w h o  revolutionized the whole social system of Ireland; w h o  re­
modelled its representative, educational and ecclesiastical insti­
tutions ; w h o  gave Liberty of Conscience, not to one country only,
m u  lu an m i  rope; ana w u u  u\ m s  o w n  niu!'.’it!'-121 efforts instigat­
ed ( niversal Freedom. This was the glory of O ’Connell. H e  it 
was u ^° maintained a national conflict— the conflict of resistance 
against force, freedom against oppression and right against 
usurpation: w h o  banished the Penal Code and severed the alli­
ance with E n g l a n d ; yet w h o  maintaincil that her deliverance 
should not be hazarded by a single crime or lost by the sacrifice 
of a single life. Civil and religious liberty for Ireland but lib­
erty without war, insurrection or reb,,ron.

H e  left his mighty enterprise unfinished. So did the Found­
er of the H e b r e w  State, so did H a mp den , so did E m m e t  and 
Fitzgerald. But has he not done enough for fame? W h o  ever 
accomplished so m u c h  for freedom with means so simple? W h o  
hut he subverted tyranny, saved the oppressed, yet spared the op­
pressor? W h o  but he ever raised seven millions of people from 
the debasement of ages to the dignity of freemen without exact­
ing an ounce of gold or a drop of h u m a n  blood? W h o s e  voice 
like O ’Connell’s lingers in the ears of slaves awakening new 
hopes of freedom? W h o  but O ’Connell brought Catholics and 
Protestants to friendly terms of peace? Liberty and Christianity 
are not estranged. T h e  work he did, the power he wielded and 
the influence he has left behind him pronounce his fame and 
crown his m e m o r y  with the blessings of humanity, not of Ireland 
only, but of the world.

His m e m o r y  remains, his bright example remains, the fruit 
of his wise counsel remains. Marble statues m a y  preserve his 
image but the humblest sod of independent Ireland, gilded with 
the dews of night and the light of dawn, is a prouder mausoleum 
than kings and conquerors can boast. Th e country is his m o n u ­
ment; its independence, his epitaph. Th e Irish race m a y  pass 
away, the fabric of its freedom be crumbled into dust but the 
cause for which O ’Connell strove is immortal. A n d  with the 
cause must ever remain the m e m o r y  of this ardent champion of 
revolutions, this lover of liberty, this hero of independence, The 
Irish Liberator— Daniel O ’Connell.
