It is Dr. Hrusk's sermons ami the 
activity ot the "Man behind the Ser­
mons'' that Alma College must thank 
the most for her increased prosperity. 
Many plans for her future have been 
lid and a goodly percentage of them 
have matured. Some have failed. So,. 
while continually planning, the Dolor 
realizes Unit all the plans cannot 
materialize.
In a sermon Sunday, Nov. S, the 

plans for Alma, which are hoped will 
be matured by 11)12, were discussed. 
In 1!»12 the twent\-tilth anniversary 
of the College will be held. The four 
years between now and then are to 

busy ones. If ev|»e tat ions are real­
ised, and if every one interested in 
Alma does his share these expecta­
tions will be realized.
In brief there are four general im­

provements which Dr. Bruske has good 
reason to believe will be accomplished 
by 1912. First, the total endowment 
must be inerea-ed from $300,000 to 
half a million. Second, $5000 must be 
raised for the purpose of beautifying 
the campus. It is hoped the citizens 
of Alma will look after this. Third, 
the number of free scholarships must 
be increised from ST the present num 
her. to 200. Fourth, a Memorial Hall 
Is to be built by the sons and daugh­
ters of those who first created the en­
dowment for Alma College. This Hall 
would serve various purposes, chiefly 
however, to he used as tin auditorium.
