1 he student volunteer movement, 
for a number of years identified 
with the Christian w'ork ot the col­
lege, received a strong impetus 
toward .1 more earnest endeavor in 
the \ isit of Miss Flora Robinson, 
the traveling secretary of the 
national student volunteer move­
ment. Miss Robinson’s whole time 
has been at the disposal of the 
students and she has talked per­
sonally with many of the students 
regarding missionary work as a 
life calling. Sunday afternoon she 
addressed a union meeting of the 
Y. M. and V. \Y. C. A., taking as 
her text the words of Saul of 
Tarsus, "Lord, what wouki’st thou 
have me to do Her address was 
inspiring and to the point, chief 
stress being laid upon the fact that 
if we once face the question 
squarely, “Lord whatwould’st I hou 
have me to do ?” the battle would 
be half won. She said in part.

"I ife is not merely judged by 
the positive actions of good, but 
more probably by the negative 
good in it; not so much what we 
actually do but more what we 
might have done. The best actions 
are often left undone and for these 
things we will have to give an 
account, because we have set at 
naught our life’s design. If we 
would honestly face the question 
of tlie text it would not only save 
us from a negative life but would

lead us into a life of positive ac­
tivity.

Taking up the life of Keeth 
Faulkner as an illustration Miss 
Robinson clearly showed that "As 
long as heathen continents lay in 
darkness the burden of proof lies 
upon us” and that we must accept 
the responsibility ot the “evanga- 
lization of the world in this genera­
tion.” She said, “The measure of 
a life is not it  ̂ length, that life is 
longest lived that serves the highest 
purposes. I he organization of the 
student volunteer movement was 
the outgrowth of the influence of 
the life «»f Kei th Faulkner, after he 
had long jiassed away. We do not 
measure 0111 lite by what we might 
do but by what we are doing. 
Our religeous life naturally tails 
under two heads, first subjective 
(due toour dispositions, inclinations, 
talents, family advantages, etc.) 
and second the objective, or better, 
location of our religeous activity. 
Our vocation, that is our subjective 
life, is decided lor us by these same 
inclinations, dispositions and tal­
ents but the location of our activi­
ties we can decide tor our selves.”

Dwelling for some length upon 
the needs of the foreign field Miss 

j Robinson |made this the subject 
of a strong appeal for more workers, 
stating that "if four out of every 
one hundred Christians would enlist 
the demands of the board for
