When fall came the idea had con-
verted the rest of the family, and
August Bruske with a crock of but-
ter under one arm and some of
mothers bread under the other,
landed in the college of Adrian.

First he
was aconsummate economist, that
is to say he knew how to cut down
expenses.  Why he studied the
thing and made a science of it
Saturday was feast day. On that
day he permitted himself & in-
dulge in a baked potato.

Time and pelf
forbid too much luxury. And be-
cause of this the young man
grew, and waxed strong inmind
and body.
