is Kev. Vr. Crain. C o m i n g  so well 
r e c o m m e n d e d  a m o u n t s  to nothing 
c o m p a r e d  with the impression he 
has already made. Mr. Crain is 
not so far r e m o v e d  from his o w n  
college days to be unsympathetic 
with college life.
