America o w e s  a great debt of 

gratitude to Italy. A n  Italian dis­
covered our country; Italy has 
given us an d  the world s o m e  of the 
greatest writers, artists and musi­
cians of all time. Unfortunately 
the conditions existing in that conn 
try at present are not productive 
of wealth or sturdy citizenship* 
Cons equ en tl y thousands of able 
bodied Italians are flocking to this 
country every year. At present 
there are three million ot them 
within our country an d  forty thou­
sand of these are in Michigan.

T h a t  the local people m a y  k n o w  
w h a t  is being done to m a k e  faith­
ful citizens out of the Italians Rev. 
Pasquale R. I)e Carlo, of Detroit, is 
spending a fe w days in t o w n  tell­
ing us in a mo st interesting manner 
w h a t  he an d his helpers are a c c o m ­
plishing in Detroit.

H e  said in part: T h e  Italians in 
America are good or bad accorning 
to the opportunities w e  give them. 
T h e y  are not of lower mental ca­
pacity, but, on the contrary, they 
c o m e  of sturdy, peasant stock. 
T h e y  look to us for help and w e  
are not true to the best interests of 
our fatherland, or to ourselves as 
m e n  an d  w o m e n ,  if w e  refuse to 
aid them.

Italy is no longer a R o m a n  C a t h ­
olic country. It is only so in n a m e  
Seventy five percent of the inhab­
itants are no longer under the s w a y  
of the Catholic church, and they 
are rapidly turning to infidelity be­
cause of the lack of proper religious 
teaching. History s h o w s  plainly 
the good stock from which the 
Italian comes.

In Detroit the w o r k  being done 
for the uplifting of the Italians in­
cludes kindergartens, sewing clubs 
for the girls, mothers’ meetings, li­
braries, reading rooms an d  night 
schools. T h e r e  is a staff of fifteen 
teachers w h o s e  w o r k  it is to instruct 
t h e m  in the principles of the E n g ­
lish language a n d  of the Christian 
religion.

J. Q. A d a m s ,  holder of the chair of 
English speech, is sponsor for the 
foward m o v e m e n t .  H e  offers the 
students of A l m a  a n e w  course in 
elocution. This is the first s e m e s ­
ter that the student body has ha d  
an opportunity to elect a course 
in w h a t  w e  m a y  desigonate as 
practical elocution.

B y  practical w e  m e a n  the " p u t  
ing into use or practice the f o un da­
tion of elocution as set fourth in 
Fulton’s an d  Trueblood’s “ Practical 
Elocution*. ’ I he drill acquired 
in F r e s h m a n  eloention and S o p h o ­
