It’s al w a y s  good weather w h e n  
old A l m a  m e n  get together a n d  it 
seems there are very few places of 
importance in this who l e  country, 
or very f e w  countries on the globe, 
in which an A l m a  student cannot 
be found. O n e  of the most impor­
tant centers of A l m a  College’s con­
stituency is Chicago. Ove r  one 
hundred former students are living 
within a radius of fifty miles of that 
city and the potentialities for good 
to the college that lie in this group 
of active friends can hardly be over 
stated. In an effort to realise t h e m  
the A l m a  College Association of the 
Northwest w a s  formed som e  years 
ago and has since been holding a n ­
nual meetings in the m o n t h  of F e b ­
ruary. This year the meeting w a s  
held in Chicago, at Field’s T e a  
R o o m ,  on Saturday, F e b n a r y  26, 
at one o ’clock P  JV\. O w i n g  to the 
unfavorable weather the attend­
ance w a s  only moderate, but the 
interest s h o w n  in the college b\ all 
w a s  very gratifying. A m b r o s e  B. 
Wight, ’96, presided with his usual 
geniality, a n d  called upo n  those 
present to report upon their activi­
ties in various lines since the last 
meeting. T h e  responses were 
interesting a n d  indicated that Alma> 
students are doing well their share 
of the world’s work.

After Prof. J, T. Ewin g, w h o  w a s  
present as the college representa­
tive, had given at s o m e  length a 
statement of the present status and 
prospects of the college, the associ­
ation discussed plans for future ac­
tion in behalf of their A l m a  Mater 
which, it is confidently expected, 
will a s s u m e  tangible form in the 
near future.

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THE BE \ CON-LIGHT FOR MEN
(The Oration which H u r d  Ally,, Drake, Alma-, contestant, will 

deliver at M, A. C. Friday, M a r c h  4, in the Inter-Collegiate 
Oratorical Contest.)

I h o c  (|uesiions which a fleet the nobler ideals of a people 
eanimt long be restrieted to a single field of thought. T h e y

b e c o m e  universal problems. Suc h  a question I propose 
tonight, one which appeals primarily to the lofty ideals of 
ethics and religion, one that vitally affects the welfare of every 
m a n  and nation, one no longer confined to the a r g u m e n t s  of 
theologians, hut a problem discussed at our universities, in our 
press, and. most important of all. at the fireside. T h a t  dis- 
cn s M o n  is nothing less than " W h a t  is the purpose of the 
Bible?”

I he centers of interest arc o u r  colleges a n d  universities. 
In an address delivered to the students of our stale university, 
P.Miop Williams of the Protestant Episcopal diocese of Mic h i ­
gan advocated the development of the study of comparative 
religions at the university, saying that without it that insti- 
intiim cannot claim to give its students "an encvelopedic view 
• •I the field nf hitman knowledge.” O n  the other hand. Doct or 
Uiarles \\ illiani Eliot has given expression to w h a t  he bc- 
licvo will be the ideal religion of the n e w  century,— a religion 
without miracles and largely without authority. T h e s e  t w o  
“ re not alone in expressing their opinions. Professor Earp, of 
Syracuse, Professor Patten of the University of Pennsylvania, 
Professor (iiddings of Columbia. Professor Burton a n d  Pro­
fessor M a t h e w s  of the l Diversity of Chicago, President Scluir- 
m a n  of Cornell, Professor V a n  D y k e  of Princeton, a n d  Presi­
dent Hadley of N ale,— all these are endeavoring to solve this 
great present-day problem. Equally interested are the stu­
dents of our educational institutions. N e v e r  since the Refor­
mation has there been such interest a m o n g  scholars in m a t ­
ters of ethics and religion. Moreover, the secular press again 
a n d  again refers to the > a m e  theme. T h e  articles in T h e  A m ­
erican Magazine, Current Literature. T h e  Literary Digest. 
T h e  Independent. T h e  Cosmopolitan, a n d  T h e  North A m e r i c a n  
Review, not to mention others, w o u l d  alone stir the mental 
activity of even the most apathetic. A n d  as for the fireside,—  
w h o  will dare to den y  that the subject of conversation in 
every intelligent h o m e  is w h a t  our great m e n  a n d  our m a g a ­
zines furnish us? T h e  universal m i n d  of the country is 
wrestling with the problem.

In the heat of the conflict m a n y  assaults have been m a d e  
on the Bible. That this Treasure of our M o t h e r s  should he 
considered an ethical guide is ridiculed; that it should he c o n ­
sidered divinely revealed is scorned. In the < )etobcr n u m b e r  
of the Biblical World, the editor calls attention to the "diffi­
culties'' to he encountered in using the Bible "as a c o m p e n ­
d i u m  of moral precepts.” " H o w  shall we." he asks, "account 
for the fact that O l d  Test ament heroes indulged in p o l y g a m v  
forbidden b y  our m o d e r n  laws? H o w  can w e  teach total 
abstinence from a Bible whi c h  represents Jesus as partaking 
of win e  at feasts, and which even tells h o w  he miraculously 
produced wine from water o n  one occasion w h e n  the supply 
fell short? H o w  can a Christian gain an intelligent u n d e r ­
standing of the issues at stake in the m o d e r n  conflict b e t w e e n  
capital and labor, if he simply confine himself to a reading of 
the Bible? H o w  can he gain defensible moral convictions 
concerning the ethics of child labor if he confine his attention 
t" a literature which never d r e a m e d  of the possibility of m o d ­
e m  factories a n d  machinery?" S u c h  questions fairly repre­
sent the attacks upon the ethical value of the Bible, while as­
saults mi its claim to inspiration find expression in such state­
men t s  as these: "It is unscientific a n d  absurd to imagine that 
(ind ever turned stone-mason, and chiseled c o m m a n d m e n t s  
on a rock;" and, "The re can be n o  such thing o n  earth as a  
h ook written b y  God.” Let us consider these objections in 
their order. In the first place, w e  maintain that the Scriptures 
are still the safe guide of moral conduct, for the Bible is a h o o k  
of great principles, broad as h u m a n  experience, deep as the 
seas of the soul,— vital principles enduring through ever- 
changing m a n n e r s  and customs. In failing to realize this, lie 
the difficulties, so-called, of the critical editor of the Biblical 
World. W e  rightly .cvere the m e m o r y  of that exem pterv 
patriot, that skilful general, that wise President. G e o r g e  W a s h ­
ington. and w e  d r a w  inspiration from his life notwithstanding 
the fact that the Lather of his C o u n t r y  held slaves, a practice 
which, in hut two-thirds of a century, h a d  b e c o m e  not only 
morally reprehensible hut also positively illegal. A n d  yet

Tail to supply lofty 
ethical standards for the solution i*f the child labor problem? 
This “ h a n d b o o k  of right living" everywhere contains vital 
principles that are directly applicable to the moral a n d  social 
conduct of today.

But if the great principles of the Bible are ample proof of 
its ethical worth, h o w  m u c h  m o r e  w e  arc convinced that it K  
the W o r d  of G o d  w h e n  w e  consider the necessity for such a 
revelation, and the records, past and present, which tell of 
its spiritual worth.

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yet, even to the wisest, the b o o k  of nature never clearly re­
vealed the all-pervading Divinity. T h e  most ignorant Indian 
a n d  the m o s t  learned M a g i a n  priest w ere alike incapable of 
passing "fr o m  nature u p  to nature’s G o d . ” Failing to find the 
divine in nature, m a n  next turned to the deductions of phil­
osophy, and every step brought a clearer vision of the Great 

t J d g h t  of Truth. Nevertheless. Socrates concluded. " Y o u  m a y  
ci "iv f despair T d ’Bndttig'rmt a sufficient expedienttor this 

purpose, if G o d .  in llis providence, d o  not send y o u  s o m e  
• .» other instruction.” a n d  Plato s u m m a r i z e d  his w h o l e  efforts in 

the words, “T h e  truth is. to determine or establish anything 
certain in these matters * * is the w o r k  of G o d  only.” 
A n d  after centuries of seeking, after Socrates a n d  Plato a n d  
Aristotle h a d  illumined the world, the most exalted h u m a n  
philosophy inscribed o n  an altar in the capital of learning the 
sad confession, “ T o  the unknown G o d . ”

If. then, the light of nature is too uncertain, a n d  the light of 
reason too d i m  to guide m e n  to a true k n o w l e d g e  of God, it is 
evident that a revelation is necessary. This great essential is 
found in the llihle. There, t h o u g h  dimly at first, progressive 
revelation b e a m s  on, increasing in brilliancy as it dispels the 
mists of ignorance a n d  misconception until both Test a m e n t s  
c o m b i n e  to point m e n  to God. " W  hence,” w e  ask with the 
poet.

“ W  hence but f rom H e a v e n  could m e n ,  unskilled in arts, 
In several ages born, in several parts,
W  eave such agreeing truths? or h o w  or w h y  
Should all conspire to cheat us with a lie?”

A n d  yet the critics say tliat there is n o  such tiring as a b o o k  
written b y  God .  and laugh to scorn the idea that the T e n  C o m ­
m a n d m e n t s  are from G od. Theirs is a negative philosophy. 
It leaves their o w n  questions u n an swered, and fails to furnish 
a n y  solution for the life-problems of others.

The preservation of this guiding light is another valuable 
attestation of its divine source. In spite of the dang er of 
subtle changes through repeated translations, a n d  in spite of 
the assaults of persecution, w e  still have the W o r d  of God. 
F o r  the llihle. though read in h u n d r e d s  of tongues, produces 
the s a m e  spiritual results a m o n g  all peoples,— an indisputable 
proof that the especial care of Providence guards the lleacon- 
light which H e  has set u p  for the spiritual guidance of m a n .  
N o r  are the attacks of the present b y  any m e a n s  unique. 
Twenty-five centuries hav e  passed since Jehoiakim, K i n g  of 
Judah, pricked to the heart b y  the m e s s a g e  of Jeremiah, cut 
u p  the roll with the knife at his girdle a n d  cast it into the fire. 
A n d  his direct descendants include P orp hyry in the third 
century; Julian in the fourth; M o h a m m e d  the A r a b  in the 
seventh; the materialistic Hobb es, a n d  Spinoza the pantheist, 
in the seventeenth; the versatile Voltaire and the u n c o m ­
promising T h o m a s  Paine imthe eighteenth; and the eloquent 
Robert Ingersoll in the nineteenth. Hut in spite of their 
shafts of argument, ridicule, sarcasm, coarse invective, and 
polished periods, the H o o k  stiP stands unique in its triumph 
o ’er its foes.

'Pile greatest proof, however, t! at the llihle is the W o r d  of 
G o d  is found in its marv elous ire 'mess a n d  adaptability. For 
that light, w h e t h e r  shining in o h  cure chapels or in magnifi­
cent metropolitan churches, has t cr directed the earnest seek­
er after truth to the source of the ighest good. It is adapted 
to h i m  w h o  m o u r n s  and h i m  whu: • heart is full of joy; to the 
d o w n - t r o d d e n  a n d  oppressed anr those that are free; to the 
waif in the alley and the ndlr • maire in his palace; to the 
outcast of society and the m o t  he in the h o m e ;  to the farmer 
at the plow, the mech anic at ti e bench, the bank er in the 
counting-room, the scientist in his laboratory, a n d  the phil­
osopher in his study. Its resu t: m a y  be seen in the reclaim­
ed lives of individuals a n d  in the ministrations of our great 
philanthropic institutions,— m u t e  witnesses of its p o w e r  to 
inspire to social service.

Na t u r e  and reason, as in ages past, still fail to m a k e  clear 
the w a y  to God. Hut the Hible, reinterpreted in m i n o r  details 
t h o u g h  it m a y  be, yet revitalized b y  being rethought, c o n ­
tinues to be w h a t  for so m a n y  ages it has been,— the Heacon- 
light of men. T h a t  Hook, inculcating universal principles 
w h i c h  solve the mos t  vital p rob lems of the prophetic a n d  the 
Messianic days and also of the twentieth century, inspired
from the throne of G o d  a n d  revealing his love to m a n ,_ that
H o o k  of H o o k s  m u s t  endure, the p e r m a n e n t  e n d o w m e n t  of the
