Topic of tho Meeting Is a Recent Conference
at Edinburgh, Scotland

Everyone who attended the mis-
sionary prayer meeting Wednesday
evening declared it one of the most
interesting held this semester. The
leader. Miss Hahn, took as her sub-
jeit  lhe World"s Missionary Con-
ference at Edinburgh.” and succeeded
m impressing her audience with the
fact this conference marked a new era
in Christendom outlook on the whole
of the race; that this assembly draws
a red line across the calendar: that
toward this date much modern history
has been converging and from ftmany
coming events will be dated.

It is difficult to make an audience,
familiar with the religious conferences
of America, realize how utterly dif-
ferent this gathering was. The sort
of speeches which are customary in
America upon great missionary occa-
sions were scarcely heard at all. There
was no sentimentality, no hysteria.
The scientific state of mind dominated.
Readiness to deal with facts and real-
ities was the mood and former mis-
sionary attitudes were abandoned with
a completeness and courage rather
dazing.

In this “parliament of man” five
continents were represented. Europe.
America. Africa. Asia. Australia. Eng-
h-h bishops, Scotch presbyterians,
Swis pastors, Japanese, American
clergymen. Chinese in costume, Kor-
fan> in European dress, Germans, Fins
and Danes, ami among all these dele-
gates- many celebrities from Lord
Roscherry to Charles Alexander
moved without being noticed. Every-
body was somebody and every some-
body enjoyed the novelty of being no-
body. Authors, orators, scholars, were
a« thick as strawberries in a Jersey
patch.

Miss Hahn reviewed briefly some of
the problems. “How to best Develop
the "Native Church and Native Work-
er. "The Place of Education in Mis-
si°ns,” “Advantages of Intellectual
Training of Natives,” “The Essential
Message to be Carried in Spreading
the Gospel,” “Problems of Missions
and Governments.” All of which
showed the thorough and systematic
way 1in which missions arc being stu-
died by the world’ greatest men and
the sanity with which the problem of
world evangelization is being under-
taken.

There have been no parallels of thC
unique conference on the historic hill
where Scotlands kings once reigned.
In representative character, in magni-
tude of issues involved, this world’s
conference is without a peer.

This, in brief, was that the
classes should close at 4:15 Friday, Do-
cember 10, in lead of Wednesday at 4 :15,
and that they should be resumed on
Tuesday, January ;i, instead of Wednes-

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day, January 4. This wculd provide for
all the wishes of the students asset forth
hereinbefore, and at thesame time would
mean the addition of but one day to the
regular alloted vacation. The Tuesday
previously, President Hruske had an-
nounced that the vacation would begin
on Wednesday as given in the catalogue
and would he ended one day later than
announced in the catalogue. Ruthe did
not know of tho petition at that time.

At their regular meeting Friday after-
noon the faculty decided to accede to
the request of the students. The stu-
dents were hilarious Friday evening Q1
account of the adoption of the proposed
arrangement.

The chief dramatic event of the sca-
son as far as the college is concerned
will occur tomorrow evening in the
Realty Opera House, when Frob J. Q.

It seems
that some time before the action be-
gin-. old Aegeon (Blaske) has been
caught in a shipwreck from which lie
saved himself but lost his wife and
two twin sons and their servants who
wire also twins. Now lie conics to
Ephesus and gets into some financial
trouble which causes the Duke of
Ephesus (Misenar) to condemn him
to death. Then the comedial elements
begin their work The two Antipho-
liises, one from Ephesus (Kolvoord)
and the other from Syracuse (Drake)
happening into the city at the same
time together with thcii respective
servants, Dromio of Ephesus (Brchm)
ami Dromio of Syracuse (Adams), get
all mixed up over a gold chain which
a merchant sells to one Antipholus,
later wanting the other one to pay for
it. and a sum of money which one An-
tipholus entrusts to his own servant
and tries to get back from the wrong
man. After the threads of the plot
have been tangled a-plenty to suit the
humor of the mischievous Shakes-
peare, with a few deft touches he
quickly ravels them again, leaving his
audience in a merry mood.

One of the sneering remarks some,
times made bv men not in sympathy
with college education is that the college
man is afraid of manual labor, or of
hard work of any kind. Then again, in
some schools the man who must earn his
way through school either wholly or in
part is looked down upon; not that his
fellow classmates really think any the
less of him, but with their expensive
esfrats” it is impossible for the poor man
to become a part of the real college life.
In the smaller denominational school,
thank heaven, such isnot the case.

Taking our own school for an example
it is surprising to note that a large ma-
jority of the men are paying all or part
of their expenses by working outside of
school hours.
