The great prizes of the year, for the
aspiring college senior or graduate, are
coming to be the State College Fellow-
ships estabiished, three years ago by
the Board of Regents of the University,
and therefore we take pleasure in lay-
ing before our readers in some detail
facts as to the conditions and value of
the grant! By its terms the faculty of
Alma college, as well as that of each of
nine other colleges of the state, is
authorized to nominate a member of its
senior class or one of its graduates, of
not more than four years” standing, as
a candidate for a State College Fellow-
ship with a monitory value of $300 for
the next college year. The candidate,
when appointed by the Board of Regents,
isplacedon the same footing inGraduate
Department asa Univerity Fellow. He
isrequired to pursue his studies under
the direction of the professors of the
department of graduate work 1in which
he elects his subjects, and is liable to
render service to the University to the
extent of not over.four hours per week
throughout the year covered by his ap-
pointment

No action of the Board of Regente in
recent years has been more productive
of better feeling toward the University
on the part of colleges than this. Ithas
lead to closer co-operation with the in-
stitution in matters of common interest
and has furnished a strong stimulus in
the direction of the maintainance of
high standards of collegiate work.

The first Alma college student to re-

ceive this honorwas Harlow W. Whitte-
more, of the class of 1909, who spent
the session of 1912-13 in study in the
department of landscape design and
who isnow an assistant in that depart-
ment The present holder of the Fel-
lowship 1s Claud W. Satterlee, 713,
whose work 1s in Mathematics a subject
for which he showed special aptitude
while in college.

Faith M. Welton, the nominee for the
next academic year, was graduated
from the Grand Rapids High school
with the class of 1911, classical course.
She entered Alma college in the fall of
that year with advanced creditinGreek,
which with a somewhat larger amount
ofwork than theaverage, will enable her
to finish her college course with credit
in thrde years. The Almanian joins
with all her collegemates in congratu-
lating Miss Welton on receiving a de-
served honor, which we are sure she
will wear in such a way as to bring high
credit to her Alma Mater.

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Herbert Willett of Chicago
University Gave Fire Lecture

FRIDAY EVENING

At Realty Opera House-0ne of the
Most Interesting Lectures Ever
Given in Alma

Those who heard Dr. Herbert Willit.
Friday night came away with the satis-
faction of feeling that their time and
money were well spent

Dr. Willett is professor of Semitic
Languages and Literatures in the Uni-
versity of Chicago and pastor of the
Memorial Church of Christ He iscon-
sidered America’s most attractive and
scholarly lecturer on the literature and
biography of the Bible.

The Lecturer was introduced by Eh.
J. T. Ewing under whom he had studied *
Latin earlier in his career. Mr. Willett
replied with a nice tribute to Dr. Ewing
and his people as leaders in their com-
munity.

The lecture was intoduced by incidents
of great men who were awakened to
the responsibility of their lives by quo-
tations from the scriptures. St Au-
gustine, Dante, Savonarola and others
were stimulated by such passages as;
“The night is far spent the day Isat
hand, letus therefore castoff the works
of darkness, and letus put on the ar-
mour of light” or “Awake thou that
steepest and arise from the dead, and
Christ shall give thee light”

Dr. Willett quoted Walter Scott as
saying on his death bed that "there was
only one book; and Queen Victoria
as considering the Bible as the secret
of England’s greatness

He went on to say that the Bible can
be had at a nominal price inany known
language. The Bible or parts of it are
usually the first translations intoanew-
ly discovered language. It has with-
stood the attacks of the critic, the in-
fidel and the would-be surpressor. It is
not only foremost in Theology but fore-
most inliterature,history and biography.
The Bible is in itself its own proof of
inspiration. It is a nation-builder and
an educator. Itwas the education of
John Ruskin and Charles Dickens.

The Bible is the most neglected book.
People could not keep house without a
Bible but they never read it They be-
lieve it from cover to cover, but they
do not know it or understand it The
American youth isbeing reared without
the Bible. It has been castout of the
public schools. It isnot taught in the
higher institutions of learning of the
state. In the Sunday schools twenty
minutes a week are set aside for Bible
study. Young people get very little
knowledge of the book in the church
services and few young people attend
church. While the study of the Bible
around the family alter is becoming to
be looked upon as a religious rite of our
grandfathers.

Dr. Willett gave instances of a college
class that were tested for their knowl-

edge of the Bible and itwas found that

His subject was “Education for Leader-
ship.”
