Imagine if you can, a great mass 
meeting of five thousand students who  
are full of the enthusiasm one has be­
fore the greatest g a m e  of the season. 
Then temper that enthusiasm with rev. 
erence and solemnity, and with the earn­
estness that comes w h e n  m e n  and w o m e n  
are engaged in considering the great 
questions of life and reality and the ex­
tension of the Kingdon of God, then 
you m a y  be able to catch a glimpse, at 
least of the spirit which prevaded that 
great Convention Hall in Kansas City, 
at this largest of student gatherings 
which the world has ever seen. Begin­
ning the day before N e w  Year at that 
time whe n  old things are passing away 
and the hearts and minds of m e n  are 
reaching out into the new, and closing 
the following Sunday, w h e n  already the 
opportunities of the N e w  Year were at 
hand, even the time was a fitting one in 
which to catch n ew  inspirations and 
new visions of the future of the King­
d om  of God.
O n  the opening day came addresses 

by such m e n  as Dr. Mott, known 
all over the world as the or­
ganizer and president of the Student 
Volunteer Movement, w h o  w as  also 
Chairman of the Convention; by Dr. 
Horton of London, England, an inter­
national authority on the subject of 
missions, and by Robert E. Speer, once 
a star football m a n  of Princeton, now 
secretary of the Presbyterian Board of 
Foreign Missions. With such a begin­
ning as this— followed up on succeding 
days by William Gennings Bryan, Sec­
retary of State; by George Sherwood 
Eddy w h o  has spent fifteen years work­
ing a m o n g  the educated classed in India; 
by Dr. Samuel M. Z w e m e r  of Cairo, 
Egypt w h o  is an authority on the Islam 
world; by J. Campbell White and Harlan 
P. Beach whose names are familiar to 
all, it is no wonder that this seventh In­
ternational Student Convention is to 
touch all parts of the world through the 
power and inspiration of five wonderful 
days at Kansas City.
Above all else the results of the con­

vention must mea n  an increase in mis­
sion study throughout the the colleges 
and universities, an increase in Bible 
study and a deepening of prayer life 
among students, an increase in mission­
giving, and an answering of the call to 
“Go  into all the World" in order that 
the watchword of the Student Volunteer 
Movement "The Evangelization of the 
World in this Generation" m a y  be ac­
complished. Every student should face 
the question "Wh er e  can I invest m y  
life in order to secure the greatest 
profits for G od  and His Kingdom?

B E G I N N I N G  O F
Second Term— Ail Present Gained 

Much to Help Them Begin the 
New Years’ Work

A  splendid address was given at the 
cljapel by Rev. Hurd Allen Drake last 
Tuesday morning, the beginning of the 
second college term. This address 
showed that Rev. Drake had given it 
careful thought in preparation.

After relating some of his experiences 
when in college here Rev. Drake said 
that as he had been requested to choose 
some religious subject, he had selected 
the subject "Christianity Supplying the 
World’s Need.”

H e  took the audience in imagination 
to R o m e  and then drew a vivid word 
picture of Paul the Apostle a prisoner 
in the quarters of the Praetorium guard. 
Here he pictured Paul, n ow  aged and 
not far from death, writing the epistle 
to the Phillippians and in spite of his 
appearantly hopless state he was writ­
ing these words " M y  God shall supply 
every need of yours according to his 
in glory in Christ Jesus. ” These words 
express in terms of personal experience 
an idea immediately suggestive of the 
general proposition— That Christianity 
is inherently capable of supplying the 
spiritual needs of men.

Rev. Drake asked, 4 ‘Has Christianity 
thus far supplied the spiritual needs of 
men.” H e  then took his listeners back 
for a short sketch of the conditions of 
the life of the people of the ancient 
world at the time of the birth of Christ 
H e  pointed out the low standard of m o r ­
als which the Jews had at that time, and 
h ow  they lived a selfish, careless, lux­
urious life of sin and vice, although they 
had a longing for something better and 
more satisfying. Then came the relig­
ion of Jesus Christ which was to them a 
religion of redemption which supplied 
their every need.

H e  next spoke of the middle ages and 
its relation to Christianity. H e  told of 
Monks and their secluded livps, and of 
the Pilgrims and their long and weary 
pilgrameges. H e  brought out that 
much w e  owed to the Monks who, in 
their lives of seclusion, toiled laborious­
ly over the old manuscripts and trans­
lated them that the world in m o d e m  
times might have them. They also be­
gan to discuss questions pretaining to 
Theology and thus learned to think for 
themselves. This freethinking led such 
m e n  as Matin, Luther and others to be­
come wide awake to the needs of the 
times, and h ow  Christianity could sup­
ply these needs. Thus began the Great 
Reformation Period.
Next he spoke of m o d e m  times and 

ts needs and h ow  Christianity would 
supply them. H e  plainly brought out 
that m o d e m  people realized th^t relig­
ion was a religion to heal the soul. H e

spoke of the great healing power of 
Jesus Christ when here on earth and of 
how this work was continueing today 
through the great Christian hospitals 
and by instution founded by our great 
Christian government. H e  further 
spoke of the great work being done by 
the schools for the blind and homes for 
feeble minded, and pointed out that it 
was Christianity that met these need?.

H e  them spoke of the great work be­
ing done for the betterment of mankind 
by the Rescue Missions, Missionaries at 
hom e  and abroad, Y. M. and Y. W .  C. 
A ’s. and the great Christian workers in 
shops. Too of what the great chistian 
church was doing to meet the needs of 
the people in the country and cities and 
of its great aid to imigrants coming to 
this country.

Rev. Drake next discussed the spirit­
ual needs of m e n  and said they greatly 
needed knowledge about spiritual things, 
about God and His great love for them, 
about m a n  and their spiritual relation ' 
to Him; about sin and w h y  they should 
scorn it; about duty and h o w  G od  was 
not a God to drive one to things, but 
gently led them, and, too, about destiny 
and h ow  Christianity supplies this knowl­
edge in a very superior way.

H e  then very forcibly brought out 
that the source of this supply was, 
“ Riches in Glory in Jesus Christ;”  that 
Jesus Christ being a universal Savior 
could meet all needs..

H e  concluded this excellent address 
by saying, “ Since the personal experi-! 
ence of so cosmopolitan a character as 
Paul, the testimony of history, and the 
very nature of christainity itself all 
point toward the fact that Christianity 
is inherently capable of supplying the 
spiritual needs of men, shall w e  not, 
each of us for himself turn again from 
the general to the personal saying in 
confident faith; ‘M y  God shall supply 
every need of mine from the source of 
the riches in glory in Jesus Christ ’ ”
All w h o  had the pleasure of hearing 

this instructive address feels himself 
better equipped to meet the problems 
of life, hnowing that Jesus Christ will 
be a constant source of supply to him 
if he calls on Him.
