CLASSICAL 
CLUB LECTURE

Dr. Albert R. Crittenden, professor 
of Latin at the University of Michigan, • 
gave an illustrated lecture on “The 
Civic Center of Ancient Rome,” in the
chapel last Friday evening at 8 o’clock. 
This lecture was of very great in­
terest to those w ho  are acquainted with 
the history of Ancient R o m e  and would 
be entertaining to anyone w h o  had never 
heard of Rome. Dr. Crittenden flashed 
upon the screen, pictures of the ruinn of 
R o m e  as they are seen today, busts of 
the great m en  and w o m e n  of that inter­
esting age and many pictures of modern 
artists w h o  have put upon canvas their 
ideas of the life of that time, influenced 
by history and the now exisiting ruins.
Those w ho  attended cam e  away with 

a new idea of the architecture of that 
age. The massive form, the strong 
masonery and the delicate sculpture of 
the buildings of the For um  were pic­
tured in detail both on the canvas and 
in the talk. Some conception of the 
genuineness of those buildings can be 
obtained from the fact that they have 
withstood the attacts of eresive nature 
for these centuries.

Som e  of the emperors of the R o m a n  
age were endowed with great talents, 
but their ambitions or their grosser sins 
made them objects of terror and disgust. 
Most of them h ow  ever are interesting 
objects of study. Sluety -the young 
m a y  learn from these facts of history 
important lessons for the government of 
their o w n  lives.

It is of great value to obtain an early 
facility in forming reflections in history 
as to the effects they have produced on 
the virtue and happiness of mankind. 
It is a habit that cannot be too soon in­
culcated on young people and which m a y  
be made extremly attractive to them­
selves.

The Classical Club, under whose 
auspices Mr. Crittenden came, deserves 
mention for the securing of such talent 
and for the higher and aesthetic things 
of life. Classical students should avail 
themselves of the opportunity of be­
longing to such an organization.
