Philadelphia, Nov. 7.— It is a curi­
ous coincidence that on the very day 
there arrived in this country the news 
that the Australians had captured the 
colonies of G e r m a n y  in the Bismarck 
Archipelago and had taken the island 
of N e u  P o m  m e m  by storm, there 
should have been issued by the Un i ­
versity M u s e u m  a work on h u m a n  
skulls in N e u  P o m m e r n  by Dr. George 
Grant MacCurdy, of Yale. It seems 
that w h e n  the last general w o r k  on 
general craniology w a s  issued it con- 
tained accounts of practically all the 
skulls of the h u m a n  race except those 
from N e u  P o m m e r n ,  or N e w  Britain, 
as it once wa s  called, and one was 
known to be in civilization. It turned 
out that the University M u s e u m  had 
a dozen of these skulls and they were 
considered so important to science 
that Dr. M a c C u r d y  wrote the m o n o ­
graph in question.
