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REVIEW OF 1914 FOOTBALL SEASON
T o  review last fall’s football sea­

son is not the easiest thinp in the 
world to do. It’s all ri^ht to rehash 
the gridiron season if your team has 
been successful in a majority of the 
games, but when you win two games, 
lose five and tie one it becomes quite 
difficult to find m u c h  of interest to 
write about. Perhaps if w e  had had 
several m e n  placed on the All M. I. A. 
A. teams w e  might feel differently 
about it, but once again w e  are up 
against it— so to speak— for but one 
A l m a  m a n  was picked for the first 
team— ex-Capt. W o o d  having the hon­
or or being our lone representative on 
the dream eleven.

The only, and unquestionably, the 
brightest ray of light, from last sea­
son’s hurricane is the number of men 
developed for the 1915 eleven. There 
is no dodging the fact that muc h  valu­
able material was uncovered in the 
1914 games, and for this w e  should 
be truly thankful. Of  the twenty-one 
m e n  to receive “A ”s the past fall six­
teen will be eligible to play next fall. 
O f  these some will probably leave or 
go to some other school, but regard­
less of this there should be enough old 
m e n  back, together with the n e w  m a ­
terial that is certain to enter next 
fall, to assure Captain-Elect Mark 
Spinney of a great team.

During the past year A l m a  scored 
but eighty points to her opponents’ 
two hundred and one, but please bear 
in mind that the locals played Notre 
Dame, M. A. C., and U. of M. All- 
Fresh, undoubtedly three of the 
strongest machines in the west. East­
ern high school of B ay  City, a fairly 
strong team, was defeated in the open­
ing g a m e  44 to 0. Every m a n  on the 
squad was given a chance in this 
game. The following Saturday the 
team was defeated by Notre Dame, 56 
to 0. A l m a  played one of her very 
best games of the year in this contest. 
M.  A. C., conquerers of Penn State, 
defeated us 60 to 0, but w e  were not 
disappointed in this large score k n o w ­
ing as w e  did that w e  were against 
one of the best teams in the country. 
Playing in a sea of m u d  A l m a  and 
Ypailanti battled four quarters to a 
scoreless tie. This g a m e  brought out 
the strength of our defense and prov­
ed that our offense was a thing of 
fancy. W e  underestimated the 
strength of the Michigan All-Fresh,

usual brain coverings or substitutes 
would not do in this particular case.
A n  entirely new experiment wasadopt- 
ed by the surgeon. He  opened the ab­
domen of the young m a n  and removed 
the necessary amount of intestinal tis­
sues to carry out the operation. The 
tissue was placed directly over the 
brain and a n ew  silver plate placed 
over it.

Brown is gradually recovering and 
since that time has not had tbe slight­
est symptom of an epileptic fit.

M e n  or w o m e n  w h o  
were paying the whole or part of their 
w a y  thru college drew wages to the 
amount of $152,173. Other students 
w h o  were aided to permanent posi­
tions in the same period earned $57,- 
885. Eight hundred and eighty-six 
min, and 137 w o m e n  were employed 
at jobs found by the college employ­
ment agency. The highest pay w as  
that m a d e  by student tutors. Forty- 
five men, and 23 w o i m n  earned an 
! average of $1.25 an hour at this 
work. Thirty-four athletes, posing as 
models, m a d e  $1,121. Other students 
worked as chauffeurs, barbers, day and 
night clerks in hotels, motor men, 
guards on the elevated railroads, 
cooks, carpenters, paper hangers, wait- 
' ers. ‘ranslators, and interpreters.
