Believing that our readers would
like a sort of synopsis of this great
cantata we publish it below:

Clement Francious Dubois, the com-
poser of this great cantata, was born
in Rosnay, France, 1837. He studied
at the Paris Conservatory gaining the

prizes in Harmony and Fuge. Imter
he won the “Prize of Rome,” under
Ambroisee Thomas in 18<cl. He later

became professor of Harmony in the
Conservatory and finally in T89H was
given the directorship. His success
was gradual and only came through
long and patient endeavor. His “Sept
Paroles du Christ” was first perform-
ed on Good Friday at a Conservatory
concert.

(1) “Father forgive them for they
know what they do; (2) See, Oh, wo-
man! here behold thy Son beloved;
(@) God my Father, why hast thou
forsake nme?

AN OLD PROFESSOR GONE
Dr. H. E. Butler Died Recently at His
Home 1in Chicago
Students of the eighties® and early
nineties will be interested as well as
saddened to learn of the death of Dr.
H. E. Butler, professor of Philosophy

at Alma from 1888 to 1894.

Dr. Butler was one of the very
extraordinary group of people that
constituted Alma s early faculty.
Though professor of Philosophy his
work reached outside of that depart-
ment. And many will remember with
special interest and pleasure his class
jin Rhetoric. In Philosophy he often
led his students into realms quite
beyond their ken, (hough he was gift-

with unusual ability in making dif-
ficult things clear; but in rhetoric all
could appreciate, to a degree at least
his keen thought, his clear analysis
and his transcendent powers of ex-
pression. Hardly a vehicle passed
on the street but furnished a pat and

often humorous illustration. (He occu-

pied the room now used for the pres-l1

idenfs office) The grove opposite and
the apple orchard, where Wright Hall

uow stands, often furnished materials
for spontaneous bits of description
that were at once the delight and hte
despair of sophomores struggling with
Genungs Rhetoric.

But it was the active personal in-
terest of Dr. Butler in all the con-
cerns of students that endeared him to
them. No effort on his part was too
great and no student interest too small
to challenge his attention. The con-

stitutions of both Zeta Sigma and Al

pha Theta, the two pioneer societies
of the college, bear the mraks of his
hand, and the forms of initiation of
both societies are entirely his.

Of course i1twas in his home where
Dr. Butler and his incomparable wife
came closest to the students. They
built the house where Dr. and Mrs.
Oizbe now live; and as entertainers
they were unexcelled.
tality and refinement, together with
their two delightful daughters,
bined to make their home not merely
enjoyable,
culture that was as beneficial
was pleasant.

Dr. Butlers final illness was short
as he would have wished it to he. At
the funeral service Rev. George A.
Hill, 1900, is said to have spoken most
appropriately and beautifully, and Mr.
Ambrose Wright, 95, a friend of the
family while in college and ever since,
sang “Home of the Soul” and “Lead
Kindly Light.”
