Last Tuesday evening Dr. Notestein 
gave his illustrated lecture on “The 
Moon.” to his astronomy class and a 
few of their friends. In order to 
more plainly illustrate some of the 
forces operative in the m o o n ’s evolu­
tion he used fifty lantern slides.

Dr. Notestein traced the history of 
the moo n  from the time it was a self- 
luminous body to the present. By  the 
aid of lantern slides he clearly d e m o n ­
strated the result of the forces wor k ­
ing upon the moon. After learning 
that the moon is devoid of an appre­
ciable atmosphere the class s aw  a 
number of views illustrating some of 
the physical elements and phenomena 
of the moon, showing the irregular 
character of the surface which ap­
pears to be more or less volcanic in 
its nature. By  means of a number 
of theoretical slides he discussed the 
probable cause and formation of the 
lunar volcanoes. After comparing the 
lunar Appcnnines with the Alps the 
doctor stated that the mountain 
scenery on the moon excelled that on 
the earth, the mountains of he moon 
being proportionately higher and more 
fugged. He closed by showing how 
the earth would appear to an observer 
on the moon.

By means of lantern slides Dr. Not­
estein graphically illustrated some of 
the principles which the class hav« 
considered in their regular work.

'I he 1915 football season will linger 
l°ng in the minds of Alm a  football 
fans and players, as one year in which 
A l m a  lost not one Michigan Intercol­
legiate football game, yet while the- 
ortically tied for the title as c h a m ­
pions, cannot morally, from a stand­
point of good sportsmanship, claim 
that tie.

Truly the w a y  of the transgessor is 
bard. A l m a  over reached in that Al­
bion game. Following that establish­
ed custom of believing that the walk 
out on a football field and going 
through the motions of playing will 
bring a victory over Albion College is 
where the 1915 team transgressed.
The team went through the motions_
but A l m a  faced a different Albion 
team— a team that could and did play 
hard against Alma, without a sign of 
a letup, until tin* final whistle blew. 
A l m a  had her chance to defeat Albion 
— a poorly played g a m ? — -a tie score- 
Albion defeated Olivet— and the title 
is Albion’s.

Alm a  stalled the season like a 
whirlwind. Notre D a m e  was held to 
a good score, :\2 to 0, M. *A. (’., was 
given a scare at the start of the M. 
A. (’.-— A l m a  game, when A l m a  scored 
twice by the touchdown route in as 
m a n y  minutes. Li this g a m e  Alm a  
scored their first touchdown ever made 
on M. A. (’. from a kickoff.

These two games out of the way, 
A l m a  started her M. I. A. A. schedule, 
and startled everyone with the ease 
•with which she toppled the Hillsdale 
veterans, favorite up to that time 
for the 1915 honors. The defeat hit 
Hillsdale so hard that she went from 
bad to worse, making a miserable 
showing the rest of the year. Then 
the Kazoo Normals— the less said the 
better in regard to that defeat in 
which A l m a  was out of her class. The 
Albion g a m e  found Alm a  in poor 
shape, and playing poor football, and 
as it was after proven, A l m a  passed 
up her chance for an undisputed 
championship, being able to get only 
an even break with the Methodists, 
each getting a touchdown. A l m a ’s 
cam e  through a 95 yard run by AI 
French.

From then on for two weeks the 
Olivet g a m e  held the interest of every­
one, and so m a n y  expressed their in­
tentions of going that a special car 
was chartered to m a k e  .the trip to 
the Crimson stronghold. Olivet 7, 
A l m a  7, the score said, but it failed 
to in any w a y  show the great possibil­
ities in the Alm a  eleven. Olivet 
scored the second play in the final 
quarter. It looked like a sure de­
feat, and the Olivet fans were wild 
with delight. The hundred odd Alm a  
fans still clung to the shred of hope 
that was left. The kickoff, a new 
team on the field for Alma; the same 
men, hut a rejuvinated eleven. Olivet 
could not stand before the smashes of 
the Alm a  attack. Her defenses went 
to pieces, the Crimson making first 
dow n  hut once before the g a m e  ended. 
A l m a  hail the hall, punting could not 
the hall; tore through them when 
A l m a  had the ball, pitting could not 
save the Olivet goal. Eleven men, 
wild with determination and fighting 
like a machine shoved the ball over. 
The goal followed, and the feat was 
accomplished. A l m a  had not gone to 
defeat before Olivet on the Olivet field 
for the first time in over fifteen years.

N o  single m a n  can be picked out for 
his work during the season. Every 
m a n  deserves and should get great 
credit for his work in bringing Alm a  
back to the top of th M. I. A. A. in 
football, after a year in the basement 
with its stagent atmosphere. Also 
there is a coach around somewhere, 
Bleu master.

While the team displayed the best 
kind of work at times, it really should 
be said that at times poor work was 
shown. Never, however, that which is

The opera was written in IK-41 and 
has met the approval of each gencu- 
tion to the present time. N o w  it’s 
popularity is growing marvelously 
tast. One noted composer said that 
the “Messiah” comes as near being 
::uhlimc as the work of m a n  can come.

The work is divided into three parts. 
The first includes the fortclling of the 
Messiah by the Prophets, the an­
nouncements heralding his birth, and 
the reception of the ‘tidings of great 
joy’ by the Shepherds. The second 
part begins with Christ’s appearance 
on earth as Savior of mankind, and 
treats of his passion, death and ex­
altation. The third part makes a de­
claration of the truth of Christianity, 
and the surety of eternal happincs.; 
after ihj resurrection of the body.

Splendid talent has been obtained 
for this solo work.

Mr. Hug h  Dickerson, of Chicago, 
will again appear in the bass role. 
Since Mr. Dickerson left A l m a  as a 
m e m b e r  of the faculty of the College 
School of Music, he has been in study 
at the American Conservatory of 
Music in Chicago.

The tenor role will be taken by one 
w h o  is not an entire stranger to Alma 
music lovers. Mr. Knapp, n o w  head 
of the department of music at the 
Central State Normal has licon pro- 
curred for this important part.

Chicago furnishes us one other 
soloist in the person of Miss Llora 
Withers, w h o  is leading soloist in 
the First Congregational church of 
Evanston, III.

Miss Gladys Bradner of Oakland, 
Cal., and a student in the college will 
sing the contralto. She has appeared 
on several occasions since she has 
been in the city and those w h o  have 
heard her appreciate the voice she 
possesses.

After reading selections from M a t ­
thew and Luke the leader pointed out 
that for every considerable undertak­
ing financial budgets are made. 
I he probable expenditure is always 
planned out to a nicety. In efficient 
business organization every dollar ir 
assigned to its particular work, h; 
given its specified task to perform. 
But although w e  are quick to ap­
preciate the value of systematic ex­
penditure yet when it comes to the 
use and expenditure of our time we  
are dangerously prodigal. W e  forget 
that the hours and clays are golden 
grain., of sand slipping thru the hour 
glass of eternity. W e  forget thujt the 
minutes have a definite cash value and 
should therefore be accounted for in 
our daily expenditure of time.

Admitting then that our time in in­
valuable and in fact represents a posi­
tive monetary value should we  not 
organize its expenditure, in a word, 
should we not m a k e  time budgets? 
Every m a n  has twenty-four hours in 
each day. One m a n  wastes these 
moments, another recognizing the 
value of time, saves them. W h a t  is 
the result? O n e  earns a fortune in 
some form, the other is left in very 
mediocre circumstances. W h a t  con­
clusion must w e  arrive at? Just this 
that it is h o w  the twenty-four hours 
are disposed of that counts; not the 
time that w e  have, but what w e  put 
into that time.

To properly organize and dispose of 
our time is therefore one of the big­
gest problems for the college student 
to solve.

The great majority of successful 
people are second-rate people.

The line of demarcration between 
the genius and tho fool has never been 
genius and the fool has never been 
determined.

The big permanent achievements Of 
the world are not mad e  in a single J 
spurt. T h  y are accomplished by 
slow, arduous, painstaking, contin- j 
uou , paticat, persi teat effort. Th? : 
toadstool grows in a single night; i 
but the oak grows a century.

“(j?niu:»,M said Edison, “is ninety j 
per cent, perspiration and ten per 
cent, inspiration,”

The fact is that it is hard work, and 
net n w a v e  of the wan.! of genius, that 
produces the wonders of the cunning 
brain and the skilled hand.

Lincoln wrote the famous address 
on a scrap of brown wrapping paper 
while on his w a y  to the great battle- 
fiield. But his preparation to write 
that speech was a life of muc h  sorrow, 
hard work and hardships, all faced 
with a loving heart which was 
chastened and sweetened by the bit­
terness it experienced.

Lincoln's speech at Gettysburg was 
not the product of genius. It was 
greater than genius. It was the ex­
pression of a life.

The brilliant two-hour speech of 
genius, delivered on the same occasion 
by the word-fame orator, Edward 
Everett, w ho  preceded Lincoln, has 
long since been forgotten and only a 
lew k n o w  that he even spoke there.

T he  words of Lincoln are of the 
warp and woof of life. As long as 
life continues his words will thrill and 
inspire the hearts of men.

That which genius produces is often 
fantastic and amazing; hut it lacks 
the stability to stand the test of time.

Endurance is a mater of slow de­
velopment, a hardening, toughening,
. oiuiuying process.

N o  great invention or discovery has 
been produced by a flash of genius 
G  ent inventions, like other great 
achievements, require not the blinding 
flashlight of genius so much as the 
.ess brilliant hut longer and steadier 
light of thought and reason to wrench 
from the warkness of the unsolved the 
secrets that must he discovered and 
combined to produce the invention.

Alfred Russell Wallace and Charles 
Darwin were both great scientists,

Wallace had a touch of geni\is that 
enabled him to mak e  most apt ex­
planations of things before he had 
conclusive proof of their correctness.

Charles Darwin was a plodder, a 
collator of scientific data.

H e  spent thirty years collecting 
data, comparing facts, investigating 
phenomena, before he formulated the 
L a w  of Evolution.

Alfred Russell Wallace had observed 
some striking incidences which led him 
to believe that there was in the pro­
cess of things a gradual hut certain 
evolution from one form to another, a 
graduation of lower types into higher 
ones, a combination of simple cell:; 
and forma into complex forms.

H e  and Darwin were trustworthy 
friends, so Wallace wrote Darwin of 
his conclusions. Darwin replied that 
there w a s  no question of the principle 
of evolution. H e  sent Wallace the re­
sults of his thirty years' work which 
hud convinced him of the fact of evolu­
tion.

Wallace’s genius could give the cor­
rect explanation; hut it was the tire­
less and unfaltering perseverance of 
Darwin which mad e  it possible for 
that brilliant constellation of scien­
tists, Darwin, Wallace, Huxley and 
Spencer, to establish the fact of evolu­
tion beyond a doubt.

Perseverance overcomes all ob­
stacles.
