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President Crooks Gives Interesting
Talk on “Development of
Personalltyn

The first chapel service after vaca-
tion was held Tuesday morning at
8:46. President Crooks gave a very
interesting and beneficial address on
the subject “Development of Person-
ality.”

In the few minutes available, Presi-
dent Crooks clearly outlined what we
are to understand by the word “per-
sonality.” Further he explained the
chief factors in the development and
growth of personality. By means of
numerous examples and an interwoven
thread of humor he succeeded in close-
ly holding the attention of his
audience and in clearly conveying his
conception of the subject.

He opened his address by picturing
examples of men who have risen in
the world, men who have succeeded
and won some of earth’s honors, not
by any particular outstanding physi-
cal or mental trait hut rather by a
certain intangible and yet highly ap-
parent quality which seemed to rad-
iate from the inner life, thereby at-
tracting the good in the world and
dispelling the evil. This quality which
at once is so intangible and powerful
in lifting a man iswhat we call per-
sonality. From the examples of the
lives of many men we were lead to
conclude that personality is after all
the most potent force in success. We
were lead to believe that as Lyman
Abbott says, “The greatest and most
vital power in influencing life is per-
sonality. It is greater than law, in-
struction or example."

But if this be true what are we to
understand constitutes that which we
call personality and where and how
may itbe secured? In the first place
is personality the direct product of
the physical. In answering this ques-
tion he pointed our attention to the
men to whom the world has given
great honors and who have made ita
“little better or worse by their ex-
istence.” We recall from our history
that Alexander, Napoleon. Louis XIV.
and Caesar were men of uniformly
small stature. And further they were
men who often were subject to sick-
ness. W'e are told that Paul suffered
during most of his life from a “thorn
in the flesh,” that Caesar and Napo-
leon were often hindered in their work
by epilepsy. Down thru the ages the
men who have accomplished most have
been men who were nearly always of
small stature and of only fair physi-
que. Further we were lead to consider
physical attractiveness. Is this the re-
quisite that we are searching for?
Again come to our minds the images
of people such as Cleopatra, Lincoln,
Alexander, Stevens. Modern histor-
ians confirm the fact that Cleopatra®s
<*harm was not due to physical beauty.
In the case of Lincoln and Stevens we
may well say that their success was
not due to their ugliness or lack of
stature. Coming down to modern
times we realize that the biggest,
strongest, most virile personality of
American life today, Theodore Roose-
velt, would not adorn the fashion
plates of men* furnishings. This
man, politician, hunter, soldier, presi-
dent, author and explorer 1is not at-
tractive physically. Nor can we
truthfully say that Woodrow Wilson
is an example of masculine attractive-
ness. Again we are forced to the
conclusion that physical attractiveness
is not an essential of supreme per-
sonality.

Further he inquired whether health
is that essential which we seek after.
Undoubtedly health ismuch more of a
requisite than either stature or at-
tractiveness. But when we realize
that Caesar, Alexander and Paul were
epileptics that Mrs. Browning was
unable to do physical work and that
Stevenson was compelled to write in

The Christmas vacation trip of the
Alma College baskethall team through
the southeastern part of Michigan and
back through Bay City, where the trip
closed Monday night, was anything
but a big success, la grippe hitting the
team hard, and defeats being chalked
up twice as fast as were the victories.

In all, the locals played six games
and returned with only two victories
to their credit and with four defeats,
but considering the fact that the Al-
maites were playing for the most part
far out of their class there is reason
for the defeats. The 1illness from
which various members of the quintet
suffered possibly also aided in their
being defeated, but in all probability
this only had a result in the sizes of
the various scores that the Maroon
and Cream five rolled up.

The first game, with the Lansing
Reos, was won *24 to 0, and on the
following night in Lansing the locals
dropped the first game of the four
losses, the Lansing Y. M. C. A. taking
them into camp by a score of 29 to 23.

On Wednesday night against the
Flint Vehics in Flint, Alma met her
second defeat, tumbling before the
Auto Makers by a score of 48 to 29,
in a hot and fast game. Malconm
Smith appeared in the star role for
Alma in this game, as in every other
game of the trip. He appeared so fast
at times that the rest of the team
appeared slow beside him. By the
time of the Flint game that elusive
malady, la grippe, had struck a few
of the Alma players and their work
was greatly off color.

Thursday night against the Bur-
roughs of Detroit, Alma fell hard,
being taken into camp by a score of
SI- to 18. Reports say that three of
the men were unable to play in this
game. At the end of the first half the
Adders had rolled up a count of 33
to 5, and itappeared that Alma was to
take an “awful” defeat, but in the
second half, Malcom Smith secured his
bearings and played basketball in sen-
sational style, being the one big noise
that the Alma team had. His efforts
counted all of the thirteen points that
Alma made the second half, and also
in the first half.

First Intercollegiate Game
of Season

In the first Michigan Intercollegiate
game of the 1916 season the Alma
college basketball team triumphed
over the Downstaters in great style,
surpassing all expectations of the
fans, and bringing a victory to the
Maroon and Cream by a score of 31 to
16.

The lads from Adrian came to Alma
confident that victory would perch on
their banner, in that they had a vet-
eran basketball team, which had seen
one year’ campaign with all of the
same men in the lineup, and another
season with a greater portion of them
playing under the colors of Adrian.

(Crippled by La Grippe, from which
nearly every man on the Alma teanm
was suffering, the locals seemed to
have very little show of being able
to carry off the victory in the colleg-
iate game, but Alma fight came to the
front and fighting as only Alma teanms
cun tight, Adrian found a nut that was
far too hard to be cracked, by the men
on which she was pinning her hopes
to get a flying start in the race for
the first official championship to be
awarded by the Michigan Intercol-
legiate Athletic Association in basket-
ball.

The Maroon and Cream failed to dis-
play the same grade of teamwork that
the Adrianites did, due to the locals
having no veterans on the team, but
what was lacking in polished team-
work, and endurance, owing to sick-
ness, was made up for with the Alma
lighting spirit. Seven men were used
in all by Bleamaster, and each man
played his hardest, and aided in bring-
ing the laurels to the Maroon and
(Creanm.

Spinney and Malcom Smith, holding
down the forward positions on the
quintet, each played a fine game. Dur-
ing the first half Spinney failed to
secure a field basket, although on sev-
eral occasions, the hall rolled around
the rim of the basket only to fall out-
sidr into the playing area. Smith se-
eured two field baskets in this period.
In the second half, Smith failed to
get a basket from the field, and Spin-
ney upheld the honor of the forwards
with three from the field.

Richards, at right guard, pulled sev-
eral surprises in the basket shooting.
Once in the first half, he dropped a
ball squarely into the counting station
and in the second half landed three
more. His efforts during the game
netted Alma eight points. Foote at
the other guard, during the first half,
landed one field basket.

On defense the work of Eddie Johns-
ton was noticahle, as was that of
Richards and Foote.

HENRY E. PORTER.

Perhaps the thing most easily re-
membered about Harry E. Porter, 9,
in the old days was a lank, seedy
fellow, well toward six feet tall, with
clothes and shoes bearing the marks
of many mendings, winding his way
with bicycle and laundry basket about
the avenues of Alma near the college.
But not many knew the reasons for
this seediness, nor of some other things
which an inside View might have re-
vealed. Not many students enter upon
an eight year™ course in college and
university with the magnificient sum
of $31 with which to pay his ex-
penses hesides supporting a wife and
baby, for Porter was a married man
before entering college. Those were

not the days of scholarships, so he
paid his tuition in full; not all of it
just then, but every penny of it has
long since been paid, and some of it
with interest at six per cent. Besides
that the Board of Education was not
supposed to give married students the
friendly boost of a hundred or more
dollars a year in those days.

After graduating at Alma the big
city of Cincinnati gave this raw coun-
try boy some much needed training as
to the ways of the world while taking
his course at Lane Theological Sem-
inary. Finances went some better
there, though once at least he com-
pared accounts with a fellow student
when they found they owned a cent
apiece. That night a strange en-
velope brought a five dollar bill; but
he does not know to this day where
itcame from. Here however he found

We are in receipt of a letter from
Mrs. Florence Hood Von Thurn, ’IH,
sending us excerpts from a letter that
William Sutherland, a former student
of the college sent them from China.

Sutherland, better known as “Bill”
came to Alma in 06 and left in T8.
From Alma he went to Oberlin where
he graduated in 1911. That fall he
went to Japan to teach English in
one of the government schools. He
remained there two years and then
started to tour the continent. When
the war broke out he was in inland
China, so secured a position under Vice
President General Li as teacher of
fifty boys of the upper class, many
of them aspirants for the presidency.
The letter which we have jJust re-
ceived thru Mrs. Von Thurn is from
the same place and the following isan
extract from the letter.

"Wuchang. Hupeh, China.
Nov. 1, 1915.
Dear (KL Friends:-

You have every reason to think that
1 have forgotten you hut I have not
and do not intend to all the years that
are to come. | enjoyed most thank-
fully your good letter written so many
months ago, and fully intended to
write promptly, but a week after it
arrived | was 1in a terrible Chinese
mob and got bruised up considerably
and for two or three months was so
shattered in nerves that I could write
to no one. Then 1 went away for
three months wup iIn the mountains
where the nearest postoffice is about
twenty miles away, however, now |
have returned to this horrible city
again, just to show these people that
I am not so frightened that I have to
go home whenever they think that is

conditions better, and with the help of
a couple of good preaching points, he
was enabled to cut down his college
debts to $300. A few years later he
paid everything off to the last dol-
lar.

Because it was the motto of his
class Porter first took a small mission
work; this was at Parkersburg, W.
Va., where he remained until 1900.
Then he was called to Beverly, Ohio,
where a former Cumberland Preshy-
terian and a Presbyterian church de-
sired to unite, and needed a man to
guide them I>etween the rocks to a
full civil and ecclesiastical union,
Here he remained until 1910 complet-
ing this work and fully reorganizing
the church, besides serving as Stated
Clerk of the Preshytery most of this

to Brighton Presbyterian church,
Zanesville, Ohio, which had then a
membership of 148 and a Sunday
school of about 65. Zanesville is an

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PROFESSOR WEST WHITES.

Prof. P. E. West, head of the Chem-
istry department at Alma and now on
a year"s leave of absence writes to
the Almanian.

“Berkeley is a little city of about
45,000 population, located across the
bay from San Francisco and almost
directly opposite the Golden Gate.
The campus of the University of Cal-
ifornia lies at the base of the
mountains and fronts toward the bay
of San Francisco. It is on a rise of
ground near the mountains that they
have the rather well known Greek
Theatre. The buildings of the univer-
sity are of various forms of
jarchitecture and constructed of gran-
lite, wood, or brick. Most of the older
jbuildings are covered with Boston ivy
and inmany places the campus is also
covered for rods. The campus is laid
out with many beautiful walks and
these are shaded by palms, coffee,
eucalyptus, acacia, and other trees.
There arc many hdeges of roses and
geraniums.

The enrollment of the university is
about 7,500 or about 1,200 more than
that of the Universly of Michigan.
This number includes the College of
Agriculture, however, which in Michi-
gan is a separate institution.
