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W e  wonder if President Crooks’ 
chapel talk some time ago con­
cerning cheating started any think­
ing. It seems reasonable that anyone 
w h o  is capable of concealing dishon­
esty from the eyes of a watchful in­
structor ought to be wise enough to 
understand which w a y  the wind is be­
ginning to blow. It might be well for 
som e  to “hunt for civer,” to crawl into 
their shell as it were.

Although cheating is far from la*- 
m g  the custom in any classes in A l m a  
College yet w e  must all admit that in 
some instances cheating has become 
more nearly the rule than the ex­
ception to that rule. This is a habit 
that although not especially bad in 
its incipiency has grown to the point 
that unless it is soon checked must be 
detrimental to the best int .-rest > of 
the institution. W e  lielieve also that 
the growth of cheating hits not been 
entirely due to the students. Accord­
ing to various rumors certain of those 
in authority have for a time taken an 
attitude toward cheating as only an ir­
ritating nuisance. Under these condi­
tions is it right that students w h o  
have no scruples concerning cheating, 
no developed sense of honesty should 
i»e able to write examinations from 
«>pen texts, should receive help from 
a “friend” in such a manner that 
the entire class is disturbed or should 
be tempted to dishonesty by the ab ­
sence of instructors from class rooms 
and then receive honors from an 
institution whose aim is to develop 
character? In a word is it right 
that a premium be put upon dishon­
esty by an institution whose very pur­
pose is to strengthen manhood and 
w o m a n h o o d ?  Surely it is wrong, but 
just as certainly is it unfair to lay 
the blame entirely upon the students. 
It is too bad that conditions of this 
kind exist, but under the present cir­
cumstances all that can be done is to 
attempt to remedy the situation.

In m a n y  colleges such a system of 
honor exists a m o n g  the students that 
it is practically impossible for a per­
son to cheat and still preserve his 
standing a m o n g  his fellows. A n  honor 
system in such an atmosphere is ob­
viously successful but until popular 
college opinion puts its ban upon dis­
honest assistance in class rooms an 
honor system can be nothing but the 
laughing stock of sensible m e n  and 
women. First, then, it seems to us 
that such an attitude should In* 
created. The creation of such an 
atmosphere is largely dependent upon 
the attitude of the individual student 
and professor toward dishonesty. 
W h a t  does this m e a n  to You, Student? 
It can mea n  only one thing if you are 
a loyal A l m a  supporter. It means 
that everyone must individually re­
fuse to give or receive help. W e  must 
put a ban on this disgraceful practice 
n o w  and forever. Ix*t us Ik* loyal to 
our college and ourselves. A s  soon 
then as all the professors and a large 
majority of the students of the col­
lege determine to put a ban on this 
thing, as soon as the majority of the 
students determine to individually re­
fuse to give or receive help in class 
rooms, such an atmosphere will Ik* en ­
gendered in college that cheating will 
automatically be stifled.

But until that time comes wi* wish 
to state that w e  heartily agree with 
President Crooks’ advanced stand on 
this matter. Providing the penalty 
for cheating is generally understood 
w e  believe that anyone caught cheat­
ing ought to at once receive a dis­
honorable dismissal. A  college can 
not afford to put u question mar k  aft­
er its reputation for character build­
ing. A  college has no business sign­
ing the diploma of one w h o  has not 
yet learned the rudiments of good 
sense, let alone fair play and honesty.

T H E  U S E  O F  T H E  L I B R A R Y  
T he  obstacles which seem to loom 

up before the prospective library

user are numerous but by no means 
as serious as they appear. The 
classified position of the books m a y  
be puzzling at first but a little at­
tention to the general plan and a 
greater familiarity with the stack 
will eliminate this difficulty. The 
card catalog comes in too for its share 
of mystery, but it is an easily solved 
one.

Let us dispose of these as well as 
we  m a y  by explanation of some of 
the machinery of the library.

Several years ago Melvil Dewey, aft­
er a number of months spent in study 
of library economy and visits to over 
fifty libraries, developed a system 
which has become a standard of 
classification for American libraries. 
In short it means that all knowledge 
is grouped and numbered with figure 
used decimally. The following is a 
rough sketch of the system with 
some of the chief headings. It 
would be impossible in so short a 
space to give any of the numerous 
sub-headings.

\.\th .he help of the printed cards 
o.t the stacks, very little trouble will 
be encountered in finding books de­
sired.

Pi using the card catalog several 
suggestions might be made. It is to 
be consulted like a dictionary or en­
cyclopedia as authors, subjects and 
titles are in one alphabetical ar­
rangement. If the author’s n a m e  is 
kno wn  look for that. If his n a m e  
i.. not known to you look for the sub­
ject. If the book is a work of fiction 
or if the title is a striking one look 
for the title. A no ny mo us  books will 
be found under the first word of the 
title not an article.

M a n y  of the cards have letters 
printed above the call number. The> 
arc used in this case to designuti 
special collections of books. Below 
is a list of the letters and their m e a n ­
ing:

A  verj valuable help in the u.c of 

the magazine* is the Reader's Guide 
to Periodical Literature. The *.ib-

date. Thase guides serve the same 
purpose for the use of the magazines 
as the card catalog docs for the books. 
Because of their up-to-dateness they 
;.re very helpful library tools.

A n  for reference Imoks one might 
any that the list begins with the dic­
tionary and extends almost endlessly 
including encyclopedias, quotation 
books, reader’s hundliooks, govern­
ment reports and above all that ‘great­
est mine of miscellaneous informa­
tion,” the World Almanac. It is the 
plan of libraries to place these ref­
erence books especially the dictionar­
ies and encyclopedias with in easy 
reach of the library user either on 
shelves together or ut least in the 
same room. Sometimes however lack 
of space prevents this and suitable 
places have to be arranged elsewhere.

In regard to the use of the library 
what more fitting sentiment could be 
used than this: “The ability to use
oooks is not a gift it is earned by 
thoughtful practice and wise usage.”
