These expla tations are offered in 
answer to the criticisms of s o m e  w h o  
have felt that the Michigan Inter­
collegiate i' deteriorating in its ath­
letic policy.

N o w  as to the arguments both for 
and against the measure. In the first 
place it w a s  found that out of the 
score of wilful violations of the old 
rule, that had been k n o w n  to exist 
during the last six years, only three 
m e n  had been disqualified. T w o  of 
these were thrown out of athletic 
participation because o f  conscientious 
scruples. N u m e r o u s  cases were cited 
where it wa- learned that students 
had travelled to distant parts of the 
country w h e r e  they m a d e  baseball a 
business.

-pring athletics. T h e  rule w hich pro- 
luhit- S u n d a y  baseball wa- left intact.

H a v i n g  taken tins action which ap­
pears radical, the M. I. A  \ board 
m a y  be subject to harsh criticism. 
Hut it wa -  only after careful testing 
of the sentiment of the different col­
leges, both faculty and Ttudent bodies, 
that thi- m o v e  w a s  made. T h e  final 
vite of the board was nine to three 
lor the elimination ,,f the strict a m a ­
teur rule.

Such w as the action of the Board 
of Directors of the M .  I. A. A. at the 
special meeting held on January !»(), 
at Albion. I he decisions which w  ere 
reached at meeting, and which were 
fully explained b y  Mr. I\ R. Hurst 
in the above article, meet the approv- 
al of the entire student body a n d  fac­
ulty. Such action if followed out to 
the letter can not help but raise the 
scholarship of our colleges a n d  also 
'ift Michigan Intercollegiate athletic 
standards higher.

In regard to the rules in question.
