Burns, The Poet
Local Team (Joes Down to Defeat 

— Olivet, Friday and Al­
bion, Saturday

The crippled A l m a  college baseball 
team furnished the Crimson of Olivet 
with a dainty lunch, last Friday, and 
the downstrters helped themselves to 
the extent of a rive to three victory 
over the Maroon and Cream forces. 
This game wa s  A l m a ’s first Michigan 
Intercollegiate defeat.

The locals played a good game, and 
from the start of the contest until the 
eighth inning it seemed as though 
A l m a  would pull a victory out of the 
fire, but the Jinx came to life again, 
in the form of one and it was all 
off. Olivet had tucked the g ame 
away.

T o  start the g ame Hebert got a life 
on an error, but the next three expired 
in order. For Olivet, after two were 
d o w n  Reilly cracked out a triple, but 
was stranded, when Myers, a brother 
of A l m a ’s former famous “Blondy,” 
grounded out.

In the second Fitch was safe on an 
error. D e p e w  sacrificed him along, 
but Ardis struckout and Peters 
grounded out. bor Olivet two died, 
before Hollister got a base on balls 
and he was left on the sacks when 
W e n d t  grounded out.

In the third Hebert connected for a 
single. French was safe at first on 
an attempted fielder’s choice. Spinney 
slammed out a two sacker, scoring 
both. Spinney was nailed on the sacks 
and the next two died easy. Olivet 
came back and tied the count. Loomis 
cracked out a bingle for a single. 
Watson was hit. Miller laid one 
d own and beat it out and the sacks 
were crowded. Reilly flied out, but 
Myers came through with a double 
that scored two. Cunningham flied 
to Johnston and then the A lma twirler 
struckout Johnson.

In the fourth Ardis was presented 
with a free ticket to first, but no as­
sistance was given and he died there. 
For Olivet three died easily. Alma 
took a lead in the fifth when a counter 
was added. Hebert connected for his 
second hit. French sacrificed him 
along. Spinney struckout, but Eddie 
Johnston, drove out a double in the 
endeavor to win his o w n  g a m e  and 
Hebert scored. Fitch walked, and 
was nailed at second when Depew 
knocked one to short. Only thiee 
Crimson players faced Johnston.

In the sixth Loomis was the big 
show all by himself. He struckout 
all three A l m a  men, Ardis, Peters and 
Robinson. Olivet likewise failed to 
see first in the sixth.

In the seventh Hebert grounded out 
and Loomis twisted his benders a 
few, and French and Spinney struck­
out. For Olivet Hollister was hit by 
a pitched ball, stole second, but was 
nailed stealing third. Wendt struck­
out. Loomis lifted a fly to left.

Johnston opened the eighth for 
A l m a  with a double to left, bitch 
looked over three, but could not con­
nect. D e p e w  tried hard to rescue his 
fellow twirler, but his best was a 
fly to the outfield. Ardis struckout. 
Olivet had things pretty m uch her 
o w n  w a y  in the eighth and shoved 
over three runs, putting the g a m e  on 
ice. Watson opened with a four base 
drive. Miller doubled, and French 
then took the mound, Johnston going 
to first in his place. Spinney fussed 
Reilly’s blow and he was safe, Miller 
scoring, and Reilly going around to 
third, from where he scored on an 
infield out.

The mid-week prayer meeting was 
led last week by our Ex-Bible Profes- 
or. Dr. Clizby. H e  chose for his sub­
ject, “Jesus, the Teacher.”

“Of all th* great teachers that 
this world has produced, Jesus is un­
questionably the greatest. H e  was 
not a great preacher, for a preacher 
is one wh o  can get up and sway great 
throngs of people to take this course 
or that, and at this work, our Master 
was not singularly successful. But 
where Jesus was great was in his 
wonderful teaching. W hat is a teach­
er? A  teacher is one who stimulates 
study. - A n d  this is what Jesus did. 
H e  made people think. He m ade peo­
ple ask questions.

“In the present day, and thru all 
ages there have been very few preach­
ers. The Luther, Wesley, Moody and 
Sunday are not types of m e n  to be 
found on every hand, so then the 
word “preacher” is not used in its 
most correct meaning when w e  call 
every m a n  w h o  proclaims the gospel 
"a preacher." Ministers arc teach­
ers. Another thing, teaching is vast­
ly more important than preaching, for 
m e n  can not be prepared to receive 
preaching until they have been prop­
erly instructed in the w a y  of religion.

“ Now, in Jesus school there were 
three distinct classes. The first was 
m a d e  up of those w h o  went to school 
cut of curiosity. The second were 
those w h o  were helped, thru His 
goodness to them. And the third 
was that small hand of followers, His 
Apostles. In this school the great 
and all-important subject of the M a s ­
ter was, h o w  to live, ho w  to make life 
fine, and ho w  to get the most out of 
life.

“It seems to m e  that the idea of be­
coming a Christian today is vastly 
different to that in the days of Christ. 
Today, people think that they board 
a train when they become converted, 
and all that they have to do n o w  is to 
sit on a seat and look out onto the

O n  Friday morning last. Dr. St«rfc 
of Saginaw, gave a splendid a n d  in­
structive lecture on Robert H u m s *  
the great Scottish poet. The lectimr 
held the close attention of his listen­
ers all thru the discourse, and evesty 
one says that if was a great talk o n  u 
great man.

“Burns is one of m y  favorite [raxA*, 
and 1 have learned to like him nsacb 
more since 1 have had the great frieKS- 
ure of visiting the very places wfeore 
this great m a n  spent m uch of kin 
time, and m a n y  of the facts whick I  
shall give you, will be the s a m e  m  
those which I received from the fuutA 
of his only living granddaughter'.

“N o  m a n  is thoroughly cducaAod 
without poetry, for this lifts h i m  q p  
to those things which are unseen juttf 
eternal. The m a n  is carried itumit- 
all his natural powers and is 
into the realms of the wonderful.

“Now, what is poetry? There 
several definitions of this form of Ht- 
crature. One is, it is an indirect <*- 
pressio;i of that which cannot la*, di ­
rectly expressed.

“The era in which Burns lived veus 
a good one. It was at the hegimiifrtr 
of a new one. Pope had just, pr*fci*5d- 
ed him as the leader of the C'»iiv*?m - 
tional Period and Burns c a m e  iir ajs u 
herald of a ne w  age. The poetry «if 
Burns is that of sentiment and p**- 
sion.

"Before w e  go into the- poetry df 
this great man, let us just take* a  
glance at his life. Burns was b a m  is 
obscurity and poverty, l>eing tfc*. <mi 
of a Highland farmer. The father «q k  
very desirous of giving his chiidran 
the very best education within fais 
means, which at best did not a m u u d l  
to much, namely, a few months of Ckr 
year in school and a private tlitsir 
once in a while. Burns, (rxjtv. ktv 
early childhood, was filled witfii a m ­
bition, and was always longing: t«» kr 
a p« et of some kind. W h e n  he w k k v  
l>o\ great theological discussions weta 
ta.ting place in his country, especLdfer 
K t w e e n  the Calvinists and the Anti- 
Calvinists. Then in a political life. 
Burns was living in the midst o f  m  
very democratic people, and this kail 
a great liearing on his life. Tfa* fsen- 
ernl wonldly influence wa s  on Che 
whole by no means a good one, for it 
was filled with scepticism.

“Burns is one of nature’s greatest 
gifts to mankind and the world. W e  
must not judge him by the prea»rtt 
times, as too m a n y  of us are apt to 
do, but we must judge him by the 
times in which he lived.

"Burns was a lyric poet, a poet «T 
songs. Someone has said that U k 
songs have been unsurpassed a n d  m m  
unsurpassable. W h y ?  Because they 
came from the heart. H e  took os h*v 
pictures scenes from everyday life. 
The heroes and heroines of his Karffp; 
and his poems were everyday people, 
so that this made them intensly g r a ­
phic. He painted his pictures as a c ­
curately and perfectly as any artist 
with the finest brush. H o w  tfieae 
poems touched the very fibers of t h e  
peoples hearts. W h a t  mirth, w kal 
melancholy, what piety, what pasKum.

A  marvelous combination of nature’s 
i a rest giiU. All thru w e  see the ab­
solute absence of effort.- Again this 
fact is made moie plain and yet more 
wonderful when w e  rea’ize that some 
of his greatest poem., were written 
in less than an hour. ‘T a m  O ’Shanter’ 
is said to have been writt »n in a single 
dry. A  wonderful piece of work.

“There are some great m e n  in thin 
world of w h o m  w e  read and w e  can’t 
love. But with such a ;nun as Burns 
we do get to love him more and more. 
He is like Peter. A m a n  whose life 
i filled with poverty and passion yet 
we love him because of his earnest 
struggle with it all thru life. His 
message was a message to the world, 
concerning the h u m a n  needs and the 
dependence of the h u m a n  being up- 
o.i the unseen. Vet some critics dare 
to tell us that this great m a n  was not 
a Christian. D o  not tell m e  that the 
m a n  w h o  vviote '( otter’s Saturday 
Night’ did not have any religion. The 
m a n  w h o  could write such noble works 
as Burns wrote, could never have 
done them il he had not religion.

“Then he had great reverence for 
t: nth. All thru his works, we read 
of reverence, profound reverence. 
Above all he despised hypocrisy. Time 
and again he refers to this sin, and 
time and again he abhors it. Then he 
had great reverence for nature. The 
reason for this was because he lived in 
the open. While following the plough 
or working on the harvest; while tak­
ing a walk his mind seemed to be busy 
thinking a poem about the beautiful 
scenery which was about him.

“Above all, he had great reverence 
for man. His one desire was to 
the day of universal brothehood of 
man.

“The closing days of Robert Burns 
are indeed sad ones. H e  didn’t need 
to write a tragedy, he lived one. Death 
faced him in great poverty on the 21st 
of July, 179(1. He passed out, not 
softly, but quietly, where hail-storm 
and fire shall never be, and where the 
heavy-bidden lay down their burdens. 
Burns, the hero poet of Scotland, as 
Bruce was the hero soldier, is dead in 
body, but his works will never die."
