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“A Square Deal, or Number One 
is the Subject of Interest­

ing Discourse.

Rev. J. W. Benn, head of the H o m e  
Missionary w o rk of the Presbyterian 
( hurch in the state of Michigan, de­
livered the opening address in the 
College chapel, Wednesday morning. 
His subject w a s  “A  Square Deal or 
No. 1.”

Rev. Mr. Benn came to Michigan 
with a wealth of experience, from the 
Student H o m e  Missionary field of the 
state of Texas.

T h e  excellent advise given the stu­
dents of A l m a  college showed a wide 
fellowship with students.

Th e discourse assumed the form of 
a heart to heart discussion, the speak- 
e* driving h o m e  his points with ex­
traordinary illustrations.

T o  be a good loser is an imperative 
need a m o n g  students today. W h e n  w e  
can only play to win, w e  lose all the 
pleasure if w e  lose. Enter the g a m e  
with keen competition, do your very 
best, and leave the rest to the Higher 
Power; then w e  can have pleasure in 
every game. The same principle ap­
plies all thru life. Th e student w h o  
uses a “pony” in translating a Latin 
lesson, fails to master his prob^ji. 
The m a n  w h o  succeeds in the /reat 
problems learned early in life to m a s ­
ter the small ones.

Are students playing fair w h en they 
line the diamond and rattle the pitcher, 
or w h e n  they yell so hard that the 
lootball team cannot hear the quarter­
back’s signals? G a m e s  of k̂ill should
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be w o n  on merit, if not equal to the 
task, learn to take defeat graciously.

‘G o  lose if you must, win if you 
can, in all, pray to God, be a gentle- 
n an.” Have good wholesome fun, and 
keep up gentlemanly qualities.

Rev. Mr. Benn emphasized the i m ­
portance of learning to use time syste­
matically. The average student “m o n k ­
eys” a w a y  too m u c h  time. W o r k  with 
all,your might, play with all your 
might. Have a systematic w a y  of do­
ing your work.

Then the speaker spoke of A m o s  R. 
Wells, probably the greatest devotion­
al writer in America. A  marvel for 
what he has accomplished. H e  has a 
schedule, a time for doing everything, 
even the daily ride on the street car is 
used for constructive thought. His 
evenings are spent in the fellowship 
of his home. O n  Sunday he gives all 
his time to Sunday school and church.

Students m a y  pile up a great store 
of poetical knowledge, psalms, etc., by 
using the little space of time while 
dressing or shaving. A s  President 
Patton of Princetown used to say, 
“Pray without ceasing, and shave 
everyday.”

Students need to spend more time 
with their newspaper. The average 
student is not well informed on the 
history-making events of the present 
day. W e  are living in a time like the 
French Revolution. Read a good daily 
paper, a good weekly, and a good 
monthly magazine, and be master of 
the events of today. Read Arnold 
Bennett’s book, H o w  to live on twenty- 
four hours a day.

N o w  is the time to form your habits, 
m a y  they be industrious habits of 
wide reading and deep thought 

Finally, will you take all your tal­
ents and equipment and lay them at 
the feet of your Master, eager to 
k n o w  His will for your life; and then 
do it? This is the heighth of widom:
A  life in ha rm ony with Divine pur­
pose. There is a w a y  of finding G o d ’s 
will and wisdom. The m e n  w h o  find 
it accomplish great things for God. 
Read Prof. H. Wright’s book, ‘Will of 
God and M a n ’s Life Work.”

The “ Y ” annual “ Stag Party” was 
celebrated Saturday evening last. For 
m e n  this is the night of heavy, robust, 
social action. A  call for fellowship 
was not necessary, for it was the at­
mosphere of the evening.

The program of the evening con­
sisted of various stunts, into which 
everyone heartily entered. A  black­
board was used as a ready means for 
Retting acquainted. A s  each m a n  
marched forth to write his name, the 
place from which he hailed, and his 
nick-name, he wa s greeted into the 
fellowship of the evening by merry 
voices and clever aphorisms. The 
most joyful g a m e  of the evening was 
well adapted to “plow hands” and the 
resisting abutment quality of an ele­
phant. M a n y  anatomies, after the 
bobmardment looked like late intro­
ductions of cubic art. Refreshments 
served to enliven the spirits of all 
present.

of the great loyalty which ia being 
exhibited on the battlefields of the 
w a r  today. This w a r has called forth 
such loyalty as has ever been before 
seen or heard of. Let us look at 
France, for instance. It has been ad­
mitted by great French men, that 
their country’s youth wa s worse than 
it had ever been. They did not think 
about the best and noblest things of 
life but rather took things as light as 
the air. However, there has c o m e  in 
France a complete change. M e n  are 
flocking to the colors and are facing 
dangers u n k n o w n  for the honor of 
their home-land.

“But Christianity puts a person at 
its center. It is not a country such 
as England, G e r m a n y  or France, but is 
the great Son of God, Jesus Christ. 
H e  will be the means of uniting the 
lands of friendship which have been 
severed by this terrible war. C a n  this 
Christianity d e m a n d  of you loyalty?

“Second, C O U R A G E .  Courage is an 
active force. It has been said that the 
m e n  w h o  enter the trenches are filled 
with fear, and are drugged on to do 
Ihe deeds which they do. This, h o w ­
ever, is not the case, for this w a r  has 
produced m e n  w h o  have shown equal 
and even greater courage than that 
shown by those of the olden days.

Then the speaker pictured for us 
the battle of C h a m p a n g e  and its re­
sults, giving great praise to the splen­
did Canadian troops.

“Courage is a moral necessity. One 
must learn to face the things of life 
without fear. There are as m a n y  
dangers in the city for a young m a n  
or w o m a n  as there are for the young 
m a n  on the battle-field. Th e most 
courageous thing which a m a n  can 
do, is to be a Christian.

The third thing which w a r produces 
is D I S C I P L I N E .  W h a t  is discipline? 
Discipline is self-control, both from 
within and without It is a fine thing 
for a m a n  to carry himself erect but 
do you k n o w  that it is a m u c h  finer 
thing for a m a n  to carry his soul 
erect before his Go d and his fellow- 
m e n ?  A n d  ther is no place where 
one m a y  develop discipline as well as 
w h e n  in the services of Jesus Christ.

Fourth. Self-sacrifice. This wa r  
has shown wonderful self-sacrifice.

Then the story of h o w  m a n y  m e n  
have been lost during the w a r  was 
told, and the great self-sacrifice of 
Livingstone w a s  told.

In s u m m i n g  up, the speaker showed 
h o w  w e  have a divine G o d  w h o  is 
able to give us all these things, and 
that w e  must muster them together 
in the great warfare against the devil.
