Coach Harry Helmer’s Alma college 
football team walked all over the 
heavy Mt. Pleasant Normal brigade 
on Firday, mopped them around 
the mud and water and counted 41 
points against 0 for the visitors dur­
ing a game featured by long runs.

The Maroon and Cream put up a 
great fight during the entire game, 
and even in the third quarter, when 
Helmer had practically an entire team 
ol subs doing duty, the onslaught of 
the Alma team continued unabated, 
although at this time it was not as 
fierce as it was during the othej- por­
tions of the contest.

The Normals were almost helpless, 
and except for the period in which 
Helmer tried out his subs, could make 
first down but twice, and these two 
times the forward pass gave the 
yards needed. On straight football, 
Blake Miller’s men could do nothing 
against Alma’s varsity.

To start the game the Normals re­
ceived and Alma downed them on the 
2S yard line. Failing to gain in two 
downs they punted outside on the 
forty yard line. Johnston made five. 
Fitch failed to gain. Hoolihan added 
two yards. Johnston smashed through 
for ten yards. Hoolihan added eight 
more. Fitch gave a couple. Hooli­
han made five and Johnston smashed 
through and carried the pill over the 
line. Hoolihan failed to goal. Score: 
Alma fi, Normals 0.

Mt. Pleasant received on the thirty 
yard line and made a ten yard return. 
Three downs lost four yards for them 
and they punted to Smith, who made 
a ten yard return. Alma smashed the 
line three times and failed to gain 
and punted outside on the Mt. Pleas­
ant 25 yard line. Mt. Pleasant failed 
to gain and punted to midfield 
Alma failed to gain. Smith fumbled, 
but Alma recovered the ball. Hooli­
han ripped off nine through the line 
and Johnston made five more. Alma 
was soaked five yards for offside and 
then a pass from Hoolihan to Richards 
gave Alma 20 yards. Hoolihan failed 
tc gain. Johnston made seven off end. 
A pass, Smith to Johnston, gave six 
more. Alma lost the ball on downs. 
M t Pleasant pmfted to Smith on the 
fifty yard line and Smith carried the 
ball through the entire Mt. Pleasant 
team and planted the oval behind the 
goal. Hoolihan kicked goal. Score: 
Alma 13, Normals 0.

Alma kicked off to Mt. Pleasant and 
the ball was returned to the 25 yard 
line. M t Pleasant immediately punted 
to Smith on the Alma 48 yard line, 
and Smith made a 12 yard return. 
Alma failed to gain and two passes 
failed. Alma punted, Mt. Pleasant 
getting the ball near the 30 yard line. 
M t Pleasant got 15 yards for holding. 
The Normals punted to Smith, who re­
turned the ball ten yards to the 50 
yard mark. Johnston was given the 
ball and went around end for fifty 
yards putting the leather behind the 
goal. Hoolihan goaled. Score: Alma 
20, Normals 0.

In the third quarter Helmer started 
a bunch of his scrubs. Mt. Pleasant 
kicked off to Smith, who returned the 
ball ten yards to the 25 yard line. 
Smith punted the ball went outside 
or the Mt. Pleasant 20 yard line. M t 
Pleasant couldn't gain and punted. 
The ball went outside on the thirty 
yard line. Hoolihan smashed the line 
foi Alma and made nine yards. John­
ston went through for 11 more and 
a pass, Smith to Richards, put the 
ball behind the goal. Hoolihan 
goaled. Score: Alma 27, Normals 0.

More scrubs went into the game and 
the rest of the quarter was a fight 
between the Normals and scrubs, with 
the ball in ML Pleasant’s hands in 
midfield when the quarter ended.

ROBERT E. SPEERS LECTURE

(Continued from last week)
It was lying dormant, undevel­
oped inside of these men, all 
the time, just waiting for the hour 
when it would be strong enough to 
turn back the current of their wasted 
li\es, and send the whole stream flow­
ing where their life streams had been 
meant to flow.

“The Incarnation, as 1 understand 
it, was meant for two great purposes, 
and one of them was to show us what 
the dormant possibilities of our lives 
are. Our Lord called Himself the 
Son of Man. He was ‘God’s dream of 
man,’ the original, after which man 
had been making himself. He came 
tc let men know again what was their 
making, and to take away the hindr­
ances which were there, and to bring 
back to man the power to be.

“ I believe the great waste of the na­
tion today, and the great waste of 
the world i s ' in not being accomp­
lished in the way in which we could 
use all our minds, in the way in which 
we have sacrificed the power of man­
kind, because we allow to go to waste 
the things that are necessary for the 
building up of the Kingdom of God, 
in the world. After all, the energy 
that ever was in the world is here 
now, and was here in the beginning. 
What we have to do is not to create 
any new energy. There is no new 
energy since the creation. It is only 
man-used energy that has been here 
from the beginning. Energies that 
are sufficient to do all that needs to be 
done should l>e let loose.

“The marvel of those who come af­
ter us will be that we who have had 
in our hands the power of doing it, 
did not do it. Some day.the saloon 
will be wiped out, and they will won-
dei why we did not do it.......................
For they will say ‘Why did they toler­
ate the economic evil of i t? ’ .
Why did they not wipe it out? We 
can do it just well as the next genera­
tion, or the next generation after 
that. There is nothing that postpones 
the Kingdom of God. It is thus that 
we. who rely on His coming, will not 
let Him use the capacities for com­
pleting His work and accomplishing 
His great ends. I imagine the chief 
reason is that we don’t believe it. We 
are skeptical and unbelieving with re­
gard to it. We take risks a t less than 
this. Why man, there is no limit to 
what you can be. There is no duty 
that you cannot do. . . . It is
just because we don't believe that 
God needs us men, and that he has 
got in us already what he requires 
. . . . The only way which God
saw’ that he could save man was by 
thi Incarnation. God himself was 
only a Saviour by becoming a man.

“Take it historically. Columbus 
did not create these western lands. 
They were here before he came. All 
hi. did was just to rip the veil aside 
and enlarge the horizon of mankind, 
only God had to wait for His man to 
come. It was all here. He just had 
to tear the veil down, open up the 
new horizon and lift the curtain .
Men are indispensible to the things 
God .wishes to do about the world. 
Men are necessary, and it is all in 
them to do about the world. Men are 
mcessary, and .it is all in them to do 
it, to bring human demand and sup­
ply together. There is an aw’ful lot 
of suffering in the world today—little 
children are hungry, people living in 
poverty, thus making a father and 
mother unable to provide for a little 
sick one in the home. Why is all 
that? Because there isn’t enough 
here for God’s children? Why, never. 
There is more than enough for all of 
God’s children.

“A few years ago there was an im­
mense famine in China. Thousands 
of square miles buried deep under 
water, and millions and millions of 
people were starving to death. Some 
old college friends of mine 4old me 
that they would hear the little babies 
crying from rag heaps along the 
road and tearing the rags, they would 
find the little children trying to draw 
nourishment out of the cold breast* of
