' China.

Alma was very happy to welcome 
back to the campus Rev. Allured, the 
author of the college song.
It was very interesting to hear one 

^ who had witnessed the changes in 
• • j China, especially after the revolution 

of 1911. The revolution was more 
thorough in Canton Province 
than in any other part of China. 
| Many of the Chinese, especially the 
revolutionary soldiers, even adopted 
American styles. Many of the big 
cities were cleaned up; sanitary sys- 
• terns put in; schools were re-organiz­
ed after European methods. Judicial 
courts were opened and equity well 
founded. Rev. Allured gave a very 
high tribute to the men in general 
vvho led the revolution.
The re-actionary revolution of 1918 

was directed by the old Dynasty in 
: Pekin. It was trying to establish the 
old regime. Rev. Allured spoke his 
.confidence that the revolution of 1911, 
uhich was a revolution of western 
ideas, had gone too far to be checked 
\ by the old Dynasty. The revolutionary 
party in China to-day is composed 
of student leaders, and men who have 
studied the western civilization. Rev. 

i Allured affirms that this type of lead­
ership, with the influence of Chris­
tianity, will bring China through to 
an enlightened democracy.

I enclose program of a notable in­
stitute of the Ohio Sunday School As­
sociation which has just closed in our 
church. We were the smallest of six 
cities grouped together in a circuit on 
the chautauqua plan. It was a great 
success.
We keep busy all the time here. Our 

church now has 386 members as over 
against 294 when we came two and 
r half years ago.
