Recently Miss 
Pierson has been honored by the 
State Board of Health of R h o d e  Is 
land, where she occupies the position 
•>i Assistant State Bacteriologist, hav­
ing been given the task of guarding 
the state from cholera.

In pursuing this special line in her 
science work. Mis> Pierson is the only- 
w o m a n  m  the United States making 
•'* specialty of the cholera germ. In 
her laboratory in the State Capitol 
at Providence, she spends her time in 
the midst of g e r m s  enough to anni­
hilate the nation; and in her w o r k  is 
not only protecting the State of 
Rhode Island, but the country as 
well, from possible epedimic. T h e  
importance of her task is easily u n ­
derstood w h e n  on e  thinks of the ef­
fort* being put forth by each ocean 
bordering state through the most 
efficient experts to drive back the di- 
seasc as *l approaches our harbor in 
the shiploads of immigrants arriving 
every day.

ideal, aspiration a n d  noble impulse being transformed into 
the rancor of embittered souls a n d  their very lives paying 
the price of corporate greed. A n d  little children are being 
robbed of their birthright of happy, healthy childhood, are 
being compelled to w e a r  a w a y  their y o u n g  lives in d a m p  
cellars, in sunless, filthy tenements, in foul, health-destroying 
factories; d o o m e d  to be the miserable victims of heartless, 
dollar-seeking brutality and destined to b e c o m e  the parents 
of a race m o r e  wretched than themselves.

Moreover, the time has c o m e  w h e n  corporate greed ts 
just as m u c h  a m e n a c e  to our political as to our 'industrial 
a n d  social life. A s  relentlessly as it degrades A m e r i c a n  labor, 
just so relentlessly does it seek to poison our national life, 
to turn our courts into poor m e n ’s foes a n d  rich m e n ’s refuges, 
our rulers into Judases, our g o v e r n m e n t s  into mockeries. In 
every city a n d  state it is a powerful, insidious a n d  too often 
successful e n e m y  of everything whi c h  m a k e s  for the greatest 
public good.

A n d  alar med b y  such conditions, fearful of the conse­
quences a n d  trembling tor our future, the press, the pulpit, 
the platform, the college forum, the people themselves are 
sounding a call, a plea, not only for a m o r e  intelligent, earnest 
citizenship, but for the y o u n g  m a n .  the college trained m a n ,  
the c o m i n g  leader of public desire and opinion, to t h r o w  the 
weight of his life’s w o r k  against the forces which threaten to 
ruin the future of our nation.

G l o w i n g  with the ardor of youth, trained b y  his a l m a  mater 
for a life of service, the y o u n g  m a n  hears the call, s o m e h o w  
his whole being responds and thrills, and m o v e d  b y  its appeal, 
he asks himself. “ W h y  not?”

T o  the enthusiast, the altruist, a n d  the philanthropist, 
the a n s w e r  m a y  s e e m  easy. T o  the y o u n g  m a n  w h o  is about 
to choose his life’s work, of w h o m  friends and relatives e x ­

pect a  career, w h o  already d r e a m s  of a h o m e  and realizes 
some t h i n g  of its responsibilities, the question F  a serious one, 
and should be well considered before he decide" to submit 
his career to the vagaries of public life. For as he reads the 
story of his country, he learns that in years g o n e  by A m e r i c a  
has been g ove rned by politicians, that the m e n  w h o  h ave suc­
ceeded in public life have sacrificed statesmanship to politics, 
that the so-called statesmen h ave been most interested in the 
planning and winning of elections, that in public life m e n  
have supported even those w h o m  they have declared unfit 
for public trust, rather than impair the solidarity of their 
party, that the chief concern of the public servant has been 
first, for his o w n  welfare, a n d  second, for the well-being of 
his political organization, that the sneering cry of the old 
d e m a g o g u e .  "\\ hat have principles to d o  with elections,” has 
been re-echoed in every camp a i g n ,  a n d  he learns that all these 
things have been true, in t f rom the choice of the public ser­
vant" themselves, but because of an inexorable svst em of 
partisan politics, and. strange to say, because of an impulsive, 
thoughtless, a n d  too often ungrateful citienship, w h i c h  the 
clever rallying cry of a c a m p a i g n  has often influenced m o r e  
than the justice of a principle and to w h o s e  w h i m s  the pol­
itician" have been compelled to cater.

X m l  w ln n he learns that to serve their country, m e n  have 
had first to "erve a tyrant w h o s e  rule w a s  m o r e  than repug­
nant to them, and second, to place their happiness, prosperity 
and clieri"lu*d ideals and ambitions in the han d s  of a fickle, 
thoughtless, inconsistent people, the y o u n g  m a n  is compelled 
to meet, in sickening, discouraging repetition, the question. 
"After all. is it really w o r t h  while to enlist a life of promise 
in the service of one'" nation " \nd perhaps discouraged. 
dFap pointed "ick at heart, hi" faith in m e n  weakened, he 
choose" rather a career of personal achievement and turns to 
a life of n a r r o w e d  and selfish interests.

!s it w ort h while? It is a y o u n g  m a n ’s question to his 
nation’" appeal, and this evening 1 w ant to give you a y o u n g  
m a n ’" reason" for believing that, despite the experiences of 
our father", there is a splendid opportunity for a y o u n g  
m a n .  adapted by inclination, training and ability, in public 
life.

Notwithstanding the wail of the pes­
simist. nor the distractions and the din a n d  clamor of our 
intense m o d e r n  life, w e  h a v e  found time for a national intro­
spection. for an earnest, practical study of our needs and 
problems: w e  have found time to listen to the apostles of 
progress a n d  higher ideals and better things, until w e  as a 
people are breaking a w a y  from the old a n d  our faces are 
towa rd the p a n o r a m a  of n e w  A m e r i c a n  achievement which 
♦ he d a w n  of a n e w  era spreads before us.

W  e are living in a d a y  w h e n  the church dares to be m o r e  
libei. 1. w h e n  the schools educate for a m o r e  practical pur­
pose w h e n  people are beginning to iqove b ack from the cities 
to the land of sunshine a n d  !lo \ers. W e  are living in a dav 
w h e n  m e n ’s attitude to ward the great e con omic questions is 
n o  longer a heritage of prejudice, handed d o w n  fro m  father 
to "on. in a day w h e n  religion has less of emotion a n d  m o r e  
of benevolence, w h e n  a m a n  dares to advocate as m u c h  as he 
really believe", knov ing that he will be judged by discerning 
minds. W e  are living in a day w h e n  he w h o  purified the 
nation'" food is sustained and protected b y  the people he 
served, in a d a y  w h e n  the initiative, referendum a n d  recall 
con e as a splendid tribute to the increasing c o m p e t e n c y  of 
the Amer ican people in the affairs of their government. W e  
are living in a day w h e n  people are beginning to realize that 
an incomplete reform is a step forward, a n d  not a failure,—  
that the great problems of life a n d  g o v e r n m e n t  are not G o r ­
dian knots to be severed at a single blow. W  e are living in a 
d a y  v hen a life saved, a disease eradicated, a child properlv 
reared are all recognized as notable additions to our national 
wealth. T o d a y  \merica is being guided b y  a n e w  under­
current of conservatism, thoughtfulness a n d  justice. W e  
hav e  learned from the experiences of our fathers. W e  have 
learned even from l»ig Business. W e  are doing a w a y  with 
the old syst ems of checks a n d  balances a n d  divided responsi­
bilities a n d  single terms, w h i c h  have temp ted the unscru­
pulous and too often repelled our m e n  of character a n d  ability. 
N o w  w e  are not asking h o w  loyal a partisan a m a n  has been, 
w h e n  an outraged people sought to rebuke his party for its 
betrayal of their interests, but rather, on the other hand, w e
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arc asking, “ W h a t  does he k n o w ,  w h a t  has he done, w h a t  
can he d o  to help his nation m e e t  with honor a n d  credit the 
great problems ui life a n d  g o v e r n m e n t  which are confront­
ing it?”

A n d  in a d a y  w h e n  all of these things are true, surely, 
vastly m o r e  than ever before, public servants will be chosen, 
judged and retained according t" their k n o w l e d g e  and orth 
and competency, and no American, w h e n  he is rcas m abl y  
certain that he will be chosen, ju d g e d  and retained according 
to his worth and competency, can say in fairness that a career 
devoted to the service of such a country as ours is not wor t h  
while. 'I *| |M y  other reason is,- in all the years which this old world 
of ours has seen, there has never b een a time when, in the 
final reckoning, it w a s  not really w o r t h  while for a m a n  to 
serve his people. R v e n  though all these things w ere not true, 
even though the bright promises of the future were but m o c k ­
ing fires sent to rekindle the distress of m e n  by unfruitful 
hopes', yyt! just as truly as live h u n d r e d  years a g o  it w a s  wor t h 
while for Savonarola to shout the m e s s a g e  of true lib T t y  
even from the midst of the leaping d a m e s  whi c h  carried his

soul to glory, just so today, and in the days of t o m o rrow, to 
the m e n .  not to sentimental dreamers, but to the m e n  big 
e n o u g h  to judge the worth of things as history a n d  the years 
will j udg e them, every effort is m o r e  than w o r t h  while whi c h  
honestly endeavors to s'ave Amer ica from “class distinctions 
and special privileges,” whi c h  endeavors to uproot the seed­
lings of injustice, oppression and mock ery, that a harvest of 
blasted possibilities m a y  be averted, that the A m e r i c a n  g o v ­
ernment m a y  be vindicated and the ideal g o v e r n m e n t  real­
ized.

Is it worth while? ' W h e n  the mariner forgets the star 
which guides h i m  across the stormy deep, or the flower, the 
sun w h i c h  w a r m s  it into bloom,* then only will it be no 
longer worth while to live to give the child, toiling in dar k ­
ness. dust and squalor, the world of sunshine and play of 
which it dr e a m s  even amidst the rock and roar of machinery, 

then only will it be n o  longer w o r t h  while, especially in 
the d a w n  of such a day as this, to so order our lives w o r k  
that the time m a y  be hastened w h e n  every A m e r i c a n  shall 
realize t<» the fullest America’s promise of equality, happiness 
and prosperity.
