Student and Army Life.

A l m a  college openen October sec­
ond, with an enrollement of nearly 
two hundred students, a hundred of 
w h o m  are m e n  of the Student A r m y  
'iTftining Corps.

O n  Tuesday forenoon, October 1, 
the oath of allegiance was admin­
istered by Lieut. Chas. L. Robinson, 
the company commander, to ninety- 
five m e n  w h o  were entering the S. 
A. T. C. Orders of the day as sent 
out by President Wilson, Acting Sec­
retary of W a r  Council and Gen. 
March, chief of staff, were read by 
Lieutenant Robinson.

N e w  students will be allowed to 
register in the Student A r m y  Train­
ing Corps until the twentieth of 
October, and it is expected the en­
rollment will be the largest in ths 
history of the college.

Pioneer Hall and the H o o d  m u s e u m  
have been converted into barracks 
to accommodate the men. A  part of 
the dining room at Wright Hall is 
n ow  a mess hall where the m e n  of 
the S. A. T. C. eat at tables without 
tablecloths and sit on benches, as do 
the m e n  in the regular a r m y  camps. 
The m e n  follow strict routines, as 
do the m e n  in camp.

Military drill has already begun 
under the supervision of Lieutenant 
Kruse. Sergeants and corporals have 
already been appointed as follows:

Lee A L  Sharrai^ Flirst Sergeant 
and Leader of Second platoon; Carol 
Wenger, Sergeant and Leader of 
First platoon; John .' L. Finlay son, 
Sergeant and Right Guide of First 
platoon. The above three m e n  have 
been at Fort Sheridan for a month, 
and are assisting Lieutenant Kruse. 
Glenn Campbell, Sergeant and Left 
Guide of First platton; Lyle D. Barn­
hart, Sergeant and Right Guide of 
Second platoon; Glenn Richards, Ser­
geant and Left Guide of Second pla­
toon; and Robert Adams, Mess Ser­
geant.

T he  m e n  have already been sent to 
work digging trenches for a bayonet 
course, which includes bayonet d u m ­
mies, trenches, barbed wire, shell- 
holes and other battle conditiona The 
m e n  seem to enjoy this work, as 
shown by the eagerness with which 
they respond to the call to dig 
trenches.

Although there will be no football 
this year, most of the other college 
activities will be kept np, as long as 
they do not interfere with military 
dirties.

T he  orchestra will be under 
the supervision of Prof. Hosmer, w h o  
is the instructor of music in A l m a  
College.

Before going into the army, Lieu­
tenant Robinson w a s  engaged in the 
fruit business in Wenatchee, W a s h ­
ington. Prior to that time he had 
been a student at the Oregon Agri­
cultural College, in which place he 
held the rank of Cadet Officer. Upon 
the outbreak of the w a r  he enlisted 
in the regular army, 14th Infantry. 
H e  w a s  sent to the second officers’ 
training c a m p  at Presidio, California. 
F r o m  there he w a s  transferred, after 
receiveing his commission, to C a m p

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Once more A l m a  College opens her 
doors to students n ew  and old w h o  
come back to college duties, some 
from a s u m m e r  of work and some 
from a s u m m e r  of play, but all with 
the determination that this shall be 
a year of good honest endeavor. The 
existing conditions which d e m a n d  the 
concentration of every effort to win 
the war, m a k e  it imperative that each 
and every student of A l m a  College 
should gauge his life and work while 
here that he m a y  do his part, whether 
that be great or small, in the greater 
task of the nation. Alma, along with 
other colleges and universities of the 
United States has been given an op­
portunity to serve that is unparal­
leled in the annals of the higher edu­
cational institutions. With opportun­
ity come responsibilities. M a y  the 
students of A l m a  as a whole accept 
those opportunities and bear those 
responsibilities in a m an ne r  indicat­
ive of the Old A l m a  Spirit.

W h a t  is the A l m a  Spirit? It is, 
TirK^of all, that loyalty to the in- 
stitutiin and its traditions which has 
bound the student body together into 
one unit. It is the power behind the 
throne that pushes the football over 
the goal for the M. I. A. A. C h a m ­
pionship or brings hom e  honor in the 
fields of oratory and debate. It m a y  
be true that A l m a  .is to have not foot­
ball team or oratorical contest this 
year, but that does not necessarily 
m e a n  that there is not need of per­
petuating the A l m a  Spirit. W e  are 
this year concerned with a far great­
er task, that of making the world a 
safe place in which a democratic and 
peace-loving people m a y  live. T he 
A l m a  Spirit, that spirit of pep and 
punch which m a d e  our m e n  famous 
on the athletic field will also push 
them “over the top" for democracy’s 
sake. Now, w e  are not worshipers 
of our ancestors but at the same time 
there are certain institutions and tra­
ditions about the college that the 
student body cannot afford to ignore. 
The A l m a  Spirit is something that 
any body of m e n  and women, working 
toward a c o m m o n  end, cannot afford 
to lose.

It will be the policy of the A l m a n ­
ian staff during the coming year to, 
first of all, express student sentiment. 
The Almanian is not a paper of the 
Staff, or the W o m e n  of the College or 
the m e n  of the S. A. T. C.t but rather 
one published by the student body at 
large. W e  shall be more than glad 
at any time to print expressions of 
student sentiment. Let each student 
feel that he has an active part in the 
college paper for it is only through 
cooperation that the Almanian can be 
successfully published this year.

There are some other things too 
which are bound to be different this 
year. Government regulations re­
garding paper demand that w e  use 
ordinary print paper instead of the 
glossy type formerly used; w e  are 
compelled to diminish the number of 
cuts and increase the price of sub­
scription. A s  a business enterprise 
the Almanian must be run conserva­
tively and economically.

It is with a feeling of responsibility 
and pleasure that the staff takes upon 
its shoulders the duties of the year. 
But a staff alone cannot m a k e  a good 
college paper. Let us have the hear­
ty cooperation and support of each 
and every student and there is no 
good reason w h y  w e  cannot put the 
year 1918-19 d o w n  as a banner one 
in the annals of the college.

C O N F I D E N C E  O F  T H E  A L L I E S

The faith and confidence in our 
ability to carry the w ar  to a success­
ful termination shown by our allies 
should in itself be a great inspiration 
to the American people. It is they 
w h o  have stood the test and they

k n o w  the real meaning of war, yet 
they feel that America can and will, 
stand the test also. It w as  a little 
Belgium boy a refugee in France who, 
upon hearing that the United States 
had entered the war, exclaimed: “Oh,
I a m  so glad n o w  I can have bread to 
eat, and m a y b e  go back to m y  old 
home, even if mother and father 
aren’t there.” Is not such faith wor­
thy of our utmost efforts?

U p o n  occasion of a luncheon given 
in London to celebrate the anniver­
sary of America’s entrance into the 
war, Premier Lloyd George sent the 
following telegram to the Lord May or  
of London: “The decision of the 
American people that it was their 
duty to join in the great struggle of 
free people against the attempt of 
overweening despotism to establish 
its o w n  universal dominion by mil­
itary power ,was one of the most 
momentuous events in history. Dur­
ing the past year they have been 
bending all their energies to the work 
of preparation. During the next few 
weeks America will give the Prussian 
military junta the surprise of their 
lives.

In these times of conservation of 
energy and material it is bad form to 
say the least to alluw usuable things 
to go unused. A n d  yet in the lower 
hall of the Administration building, 
ext to the door of A. P. Coo k ’s office, 
is found a little box, and across the 
top of that box is distinctly written 
Almanian Items.” Undoubtedly that 
box was  put there with a purpose and 
the purpose is quite self-evident.

Saumur, France, 
Thursday, Sept. 5m, 1918.

Dear Alma:
I use the word in the plural sense 

so as to include the family, the 
students and yourself. Y ou  know 
what a peculiar chap I am. Well, I 
have been waiting until 1 should have 
some real good news for you before 
writing. The news came at last, this 
morning and so the letter is on the 
way. But as in every good story the 
climax should come in about the mid­
dle, at least not in the first para­
graph. I shall wait a bit before tell- 
ng you.
O n  leaving C a m p  Custer on M a y  1 

we  took a hurried trip d o w n  to C a m p  
Jackson, South Carolina; remained 
there one week which was just seven 
days to long. O n e  day was a plenty 
for m y  ambitions do not run to cotton 
fields, coons and an average temper­
ature of 100 in the shade. A n y w a y  
in that week w e  were given an ex­
amination in mathematics which was 
I was lucky enough to. pass. Next we 
boarded the Dixie Flyer and present­
ly w e  arrived in N e w  York, remained 
there just long enough to get our 
overseas equipment and spend one 
day on Broadway and Fifth Avenue. 
That’s no town for a soldier drawing 
thirty dollars a month. I can r e m e m ­
ber at least that m u c h  about it. Then 
one fine afternoon we started on our 
trip acros the ocean. “Crossing the 
Ocean”, I had been looking forward to 
that time and n o w  I realize w h y  it is 
so thrilling. O u r  first two or three 
days out were fine and everything 
was going lovely until w e  ran into the 
rough sea that lasted two days and 
everybody was sick. It’s a fine job 
being sea sick. I’ll admit that I con­
tributed m y  share to making the 
ocean deper and the fishes larger and 
there are very few that come across 
that do not. Something else that is 
interesting is passing thru the sub­
marine zone. I kept m y  life-belt just 
as I a m  going to keep ray gas mask, 
in alert positions at all times.

Finally w e  arrived in France all O. 
K., remained at a rest c a m p  for a few 
days and then cam e  here to S a u m u r  
where w e  have just finished a three 
month’s course in Artillery. There 
had been rumors around the school 
that w e  were to be assigned to the 
various training camps back of the 
lines; but our travel orders just came 
through (and n o w  here is the climax) 
w e  leave tonight directly for the 
front. Isn’t that fine? It has been 
just exactly one year to the day since 
I went into the a r m y  and m a n y  times 
I have wondered just h o w  I should 
feel whe n  I k n e w  that I was to be 
actually at the front. Wis h  I were 
capable of putting m y  thoughts and 
feelings into words. B y  heck, I feel 
just l%e I used to w h e n  w e  were play­
ing football against Olivet at A l m a  
and the referee would call “Ready 
OUvet”, “Ready A l m a ”, and blew his 
whistle. F r o m  then until the ball 
was kicked off not only myself but 
every m a n  on the team was  keyed up 
to the highest pitch. That’s the w a y  
I feel this morning, ready to hit ‘e m  
hard and low, and that's the w a y  our 
football team wants to do this fall. 
Repeat last year’s record and w e  will 
be satisfied. If not that, do your best 
and w e  will all be satisfied. A m  very 
sorry that Olivet will not be available 
this fall.
To  the Freshman Class I only wish 

that they have a very full fall and I 
suggest that it is fitting and proper 
that there should be an added war 
tax on the chapel seats. B y  the w a y  
of information to the Freshman, two 
years ago the total sales amounted to 
$12.61 which I have since donated to 
a charitable organization. (If I re­
m e m b e r  correctly Dale VanDuzen 
wrote a check for the odd cent.)

Sometime ago I mailed you the

Stripes and Stars, our official war 
paper, I hope that it has arrived by 
now. If the Boche would read a few 
of our papers he would be able to 
understand just what is in store for 
him. But I guess he would rather be 
shown and that is just exactly what 
we  have ben doing in fine shape in 
the past two months. The outlook 
is very bright and it is just a question 
of time until w e  can get all the m a ­
chinery in action. Six months, pos­
sibly a year; surely not longer than 
that.

I surely must not pester you long­
er. In closing I hope that I do not 
bring dishonor to the star that I rep­
resent in our College Service Flag 
and sing the college song once for me. 
With the best of good wishes, good 
luck and regards to all, I remain

Parts of l>etter from Russell Gaffney.
August 29, 1918.

Somewhere in U. S. Armyy. 
Dear Mother:

Well, everything is fine. I hope 
everything at home is O. K. Just 
think, I a m  on m y  sixth month in the 
Army. H o w  time does does fly. Also 
pay-day is due again. B y  pay-day we 
reckon time in the Army. A  week 
after pay-day— and broke, then so 
m a n y  days until next pay-day. W e  
had some trouble with the English 
money. W e  were paid in this money 
— a five pound note, about twenty- 
four dollars, and it loked like a grad­
uation certificate with all the printing 
on one side. The printing w a s  in the 
form of a scroll and finely shaded. 
The one pound notes are smaller than 
our dollar bills and also printed on 
white paper. O n  the back of this 
note is the picture of the House of 
Parliament whi$h I visited whe n  I 
was in London. The front side of 
this note is quite complicated, having 
the king’s picture and that of a knight 
killing a dragon. The pictures are 
colored in brownish-green and the 
printing is in green ink. The ten 
shilling notes look like g u m  wrappers 
— pink printing on white paper, 
.hdlcthisrhrwayllrgaoo- shrdlu shrdr 

There is a report that there is a 
bag of mail following us somewhere. 
I surely hope that it catches up, for I 
haven’t had any mail since w e  left 
C a m p  Mills. This rumor, however, 
is apt to go up in smoke.

I do 
not k n o w  whether I have gained in 
pounds or not because all the scales 
are balanced in Russian.

Russia does not look as old as I had 
expected. All the streets are either 
irud or cobblestone. There are a few 
street cars. T he  horses are all very 
small and pull from a yoke in the 
form of an arch, over their necks. 
All the axles are m a d e  of wood and 
are well greased. The Russian dress is 
surely queer. I saw one felow w h o  
had a purple silk shirt on that I 
would like to get m y  hands on. S o m e  
of the girls look like Yankees in their 
dress. The Russian churches have 
large globe domes, generally gilded. 
They have lots of huge bells which, 
w h e n  they ring, ring steadily for 
about forty minutes. One of the

churches around here has a large pic­
ture on it. Looks like hand painting 
but of course it isn’t because the 
weather would soon destroy it. A n ­
other church has pictures of saints 
all over one side.

Every m a n  is encouraged 
to give some time each day to the 
study of the Book whose teachings 
and principles are the very basis and 
essence of democracy.
