J. M. Mackendrick. Perhaps no other 
speaker, who has addressed us, has 
so stirred our sympathies for Eng­
land and our hatred toward Germany. 
He absolutely tore away the glories 
of war and presented it to us as a 
mighty suffering and irretrievable 
loss to all concerned.
Idealists have been telling us to 

receive our German foes with love 
and tolerance, but Capt. Mackendrick 
showed us the folly of such extreme 
kindness. Perhaps if we could have 
been with him when he found the 
murdered bodies of his sister and her 
children in England, our faith in the 
Hun would reach the zero-point. The 
picture which he drew of the murder­
ers of women and children, and the 
ravishers of property and freedom, 
takes away all idea of an extreme 
justice or a brotherly love.

FROM OUR BOrS IN
Creased Writes from Russia

Archqngel, Russia, 
Oct. 4, 1918

Dear Folks:
It sems a little bit different writ­

ing this time than it has before, as I 
have a letter or two of yours to 
answer. Our first mail came yester­
day and was read and re-read and 
may be worn to threads before we 
get anymore. The indications seem 
to be that it. will be more regular 
hereafter, now that they have locat­
ed us.

I told you in m y  last letter that I 
was getting rtady to leave the hos­
pital (Spanish Influenza). I a m  now 
in the convalescent department with 
light duty. Walking down the street 
today, I noticed that most all of the 
allied countries have soldiers here 
With us. So far I have seen French, 
Italian, Serbian, English, Russian, 
and American troops. And the Japs 
are not far away. As you might 
suggest, it is somewhat of a cosmo­
politan group that we have here. 
The Russians drive the Bolsheviki 
out of their country, and to look at 
the samples of Bolsheviki *that are 
sent back to us, they must have been 
set up to do it. They certainly are 
,not a brainy looking lot. Most of 
them look real young. Once in a 
while we find a German amongst 
them. They are the bad birds to 
handle.

The reports that reach us from 
the western front seem to indicate 
to m e  at least, that Germany soon 
will be fighting alone. And it should 
be a short job to finish them after 
that.

You tell dad that we here do not 
especially appreciate the English. 
.We and all the other American, 
French Canadian and Australian 
soldiers that I have talked with are 
firm, and desperately so, in the con- 
viciton that they are all wrong in 
their ideas.

I hardly know what I will do when 
J go back to the company. The squad 
I was with took special coureses in 
signal and wireless and are now us­
ing it. I probably will not rejoin 
them for a while, but it-is hard to 
imagine that I will remain idle long 
.for such is not the nature of the 
American army. I a m  still weak 
and a mile or two of walk is suffi­
cient. It is getting ready to freeze 
up here now and then it will be much 
healthier for this is a low and 
swampy country, and the Russian 
idea of sanitation is somewhat prim­
itive. They say when it breaks up 
in the spring that mosquitoes are as 
big as black birds and as thick as 
hair on a dog’s back.

Part of the equipment wears net­
ting over the face, but we are living 
in hopes that it w o n ’t take ’till spring 
to finish our work. Part of Thomas 
Stitt’s regiment came in the other 
day, but diligent inquiry reeled 
that his company was not here. For 
m y  sake I wish they were here, but 
for their sakes I a m  glad they are 
not

I might quote you a few prices to 
show you how things are at present 
so that you can get an idea of the 
situation. Eggs when you can get 
them are $1.80 per dozen; milk is 
$3.50 a quart. Some things like fish 
are reasonable. There is a great 
deal of money around. Some of the 
kids have rolls of bills that would 
startle you but the fellows say that 
about all you can get with it is a 
car ride and a bath— and you can 
steal car rides and go without a bath. 
( W e  always reckon time in the army 
from the last day w e  had a bath.) 
W e  don’t spend very much for car 
fare; a smile is usually enough.

If Hap or Calky or Frenchy could 
see us now, they sure would think 
the old place was upside down. They 
would be shocked to see lights in the 
n useum from six to ten; and blank­
ets handging from the window? twice 
a week.
