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Interesting Figures Shown as
Result of Student Vote on
League of Nations.

Two referendums on the League
were taken at Alma last week. The
first ballot was taken on Tuesday as

was announced would be the case.
The questions presented, however,
were not satisfactory because the

proposition stating “l favor the rati-
fication of the League and Treaty
without reservations or amendments
was left out.” A number expressed
their desire to vote for this propo-
sition.

Printed forms having arrived con-
taining this proposition a second vote
was taken on Thursday. It was as
follows: for proposition number 1:

“l1 favor the ratificaton of the
League and Treaty without reserv-
ations or amendments.” 5 faculty
and 35 student votes were cast.

For proposition number 2:

“l am opposed to the ratification
of the League and Treaty in any
form.” 1 faculty member and 10
students cast their ballot.

For proposition number 3:

“1 favor ratification of the treaty
but only with the Lodge reserva-
tions.” There were no faculty votes
but 12 students in favor of it

For proposition number 4:

“l favor a compromise between the
Lodge and Democratic reservations in
order to facilitate the ratification of
the Treaty.” There were 7 faculty
votes and 90 student votes.

The totals thus were 40 for propo-
sition No. 1, 11 for proposition No.
2, 12 for proposition No. 3 and 97 for
proposition No. 4.

LEAD IN CHAPEL

Professor Hamilton led a most in-
teresting chapel service last Thurs-
day. He spoke on our beliefs, which
were based sometimes on reason and
sometimes on faith. He also spoke
of the large part which our belief in
the miracle has played and is playing
not only in religion but In everyday
life. We are sometimes to prone to
leave things to fate, to willing to say,
“Oh 1t will be all right in time,” he
said, and gave a timely warning
against thinking that a miracle will
be performed for us in the coming ex-
aminations.

On Friday Dr. Brokenshire led
chapel and as usual his remarks were
very uplifting.  “There is a little
blue comer in every man’s soul” he
said, “in which we Kkeep many be-
liefs we never avow.” “That through
the faiths, inspirations, and beliefs
ewhich spring from and are a part of
this little blue comer, we shall find
the most worth while things in life
‘even unto life everlasting”” was the
keynote of his talk.

Portrait of Ammi W. Wright To Be
Unveiled Today.

At 11 otlock on Tuesday the por-
trait of Ammi W. Wright will be un-
veiled in the College chapelL This
portrait, a magnificent oil painting,
is the gift of Mrs. J. Henry Lanca-
shire of New York city. The painting
is by an Austrian artist, J. M. Gaug-
engigl, and 1is an exact duplicate of
the painting that hangs in the Lan-
cashire home in New York.

Gaugengigl is an artist of inter-
national reputation and this portrait
as a work of art is unquestionably
one of the finest to be found in this
part of the state.

Crittenden is put-
ting up his old reliable guarding
game, and once Captain Tebo hits the
pace that he displayed last year Alma
will have a pair of guards that will
rank with the best that the M. I. A.
A_ can show. A lack of a valuable
sub-guard lost Alma the title last
year. This year in the veteran Mills,
there will be a man inwhom depend-
ence can be placed, and he will deliver
when needed.

Gaffney is putting up a very ac-
ceptable game at center, although it
must be conceded that he is not in a
class with “Andy.” The Alma lad
is not as fast as the Breckenridge
star, but has a happy faculty of being
where he is needed at the right time,
and that counts for a great deal in
the court game. He is also a fair
basket shot, and can be counted upon
to yield a few points for the Presbhy-
terian five.

Smith, Richards, Boyne and Howe,
are all showing improvement at the
forward places and with the addition-
al practice this week will show a still
better brand of basketbhall.

With Anderson out of the game
Almas M. 1. A A. prospects are not
of the best, but the title fight is cer-
tain to be a hot one from the start
and much can happen.

# An even split was the result of the
double-header in the high school gym-
nasium Friday evening, the Alma
Collegians winning from the Union
Truck Company five of Bay City with
ease, the score being 31 to 14, while
the high school quintet was defeated
in one of the hottest contested high
games ever seen here by the Midland
cagers to the tune of 21 to 14.

The Alma College team looked far
beter than it did a week ago, Coach
Wood throwing a revamped team on-
to the court that played a speedier
game than last week, and displayed
a far better brand of headwork. While
the team play was not all that could
be asked for by any means, the im-
provement during the week was very
noticeable, and speaks highly of the
possibilities that may yet be offered
by the Maroon and Cream in the
Michigan Intercollegiate race.

Playing against forwards that had
scored twenty-seven field baskets in
their last game before coming to Al-
ma, the work of the Alma guards
must be commented upon highly, as
these two forwards, Gallagher and
Steggall, former Maroon and Cream
stars, annexed just five baskets, Steg-
gell getting four of those. Critten-
den was at his old guard position,
and worked with Tebo during the first
half and a portion of the second, be-
for the Alma captain was pulled to
make room for Mills. The underlying
reason for taking Tebo out, however,
was his bad shoulder, which with the
M. I. A. A. games starting next week,
Wood did not care to take unneces-
sary chances with.

The offensive work of the Ama five
was of a high#order, Richards, Gaff-
ney and Smith snaring field baskets
with such ease, that in the second
half the Alma forwards were replaced
by Howe and Boyne.

The first half ended with Alma
leading by a 21 to 4 score, but after
the three substitutions were made the
Truckmakers put up a stronger brand
of ball, and played Alma even in the
second half.

College pranks and tricks are al-
ways in place on a college campus,
Krlish would be the person who tried
to stop Young America from entering
sacred domains, and tying faculty
chairsor removing chapel seats. These
are all the part of the student’s nor-
mal life, but there seems to be a de-
cided difference between a college
prank as has been usually played on
the Alma campus as compared with
the disgusting act of last Thursday
night. To enter the library and de-
liberately take shelves of bonks and
throw them right and left on the flo::r
and to hide cards of reference which
are of inestimable value to not only
the college, but to the entire city, is
without doubt, the mark of the lowest
degree of intelligence. The brave in-
vaders of the midnight hour of course,
realize that they were cutting their
own throats as well as those of the
faculty and rest rtf the student body.
That 1is the sad part of iIt, it seenms.
Why people should have spent from
one to three years in college and
then have acquired no greater amount
of sense balance than to attempt to
deliberately destroy valuable prop-
erty.

This is a case where the Student
Council as soon as it is organized
should act, and a‘t immediately.
There should be no dilly-dallying with
such a serious and obnoxious.offence,
but the guilty ones should be dis-
missed from the College immediately.
If two students were dismissed for
alleged hazing, surely this is a case
where expulsion is most justified.

The Almanian 1is expressing the
sentiment of the greater part of the
student body, and 1is voicing its dis-
approval in no small way, of such ac-
tions on the Campus. It is decidedly
contrary to the spirit of Alma. It
breeds discontent, and surely does not
set an example for other colleges.

GIRLS” BASKET BALL

Physical culture and physical edu-
cation are two related subjects which
hae been called into prominence by
the war but which are in danger of
lapsing into their former insigni-
ficance now that that crises iIs passed.
The statistics which the findings of
the draft boards brought to light
showed not only to our own people
but to the whole world the deplorable
state of our young manhood. We
found that while we were producing
a small class of young men who were
physically fit, really superbly healthy,
an astoundingly large percentage
took no exercise, lived in unhygenic
surroundings, knew little or nothii*

in the strength, endurance and gen-
eral organic power necessary for in-
tensive military training. That this
should Pe true of our young men is
no doubt much more true of our
young women. That there is a
ceitain physical standard varying for
men and women, below which no one
ought to fall. It is no doubt true
that the average young woman takes
I roportionally 1ess physical training
than the average young man. On
this basis, since the plight of our
young manhood is known to be bad,
it can safely be assumed that our
young women need physical training
as much if not more.

Emily O Xeefe, inspector of ath-
letics for the public schools of New
Yoik says, “There is no longer any
doubt in our minds regarding the ad-
visability of girls taking part in
athletics. The fundamentals for it
are suitability, all inclusiveness, com-
petitition between teams rather than
the individual and no interschool
competition.

Educators all over the country as-
sert this and even the politicians are
beginning to acknowledge 1t Nat-
urally Alma is interested in athletics,
in physical training and, because we
want to turn out symmetrical men
and women, we hone, devotes suffi-
cient attention to the problem.

Gymnasium classes for the girls of
the sophomore and freshman classes
have been a regular part of our cur-
riculum, but that is not enough. Only
two hours a week are devoted to the
work and those only to the two lower
classes.

Miss Pollock, the physical director
for women has been alive to the in-
sufficiences of* this program and has
endeavored to strengthen i1t An in-
terclass basket ball league is the
plan in mind and it is hoped that a
sufficient number of girls will come
out to make the thing a success.
Practice games will be held regularly
on Saturday mornings. From those
who enter these practices the class
teams would k*chosen and finally an
interclass tourney would be held.
1here is with out doubt a wealth of
of material among the girls from
ewhich four teams could bel picked.
The success of the venture depends
entirely on the spirit shown by the
girls in the way they come out for
practices. There 1is no reason in the
world why Alma girls should make
wall flowers of themselves leaving
the athletic field entirely to the men.
Other colleges all over the country
are having huge success with such
plans. The American girl has a
reputation for being athletic and
wholesome- physically fit. She cer-
tainly cannot be that without physical
exercise. Unless all of them take
private exercise- which would be sur-
prising- very few of our upper class
girls take any physical exercise at all
and the rest could take more with
benefit. Without doubt letters could
be awarded to those making the
teams and a pennant given to the
winner of the tourney. There is a
world of interest, school spirit and
physical good to be gleaned from the
plan. Let us see all four classes out
to practice Saturday mornings and
start the new semester right.

It has been noted that some of the
old students are making the excuse
upen receiving a statement for the
Weekly Almanian that the paper is
being sent them by some one who is
interested enough in those persons
who are attending College. In this
way, the paper 1is being received by
them free of charge, and at the same
time they are on the regular mailing
list of the paper.

THIRD NUMBER

Dennis Will Lecture on Bolshevism
at M. E. Church.

The important subject of Bolshev-
ism will be presented here on the Ly-
ceum course Wednesday evening by
Prof. Ralph B. Dennis who will lect-
ure on “Russia and the Bolsheviki.”
Professor Dennis went to Russia in
the first part of November, 1917.
*When the revolution put Russia out
of the war he entered the service of
the United States government as
vice-consul, attached to the Moscow
consulate-general. The lecture will
he given at the Methodist church.

During his stay 1in Russia Prof.
Dennis traveled thousands of miles in
that vast country. He lived for a
period of weeks or months in the fol-
lowing cities:  Moscow, Rostof-on-
the-Don, Novo Cherkask, Kharkhof,
Petrograd and Nizhny Novgorod.

He had in his travels a chance to
see the Red army 1in action, cities
taken, 1industry taken over, people
hunting food and shelter, transporta-
tion paralyzed. Prof. Dennis recently
gave testimony before the Senate
committee investigating the question
of Bolshevism. What he had to say
was counted so important that num-
erous  metropolitan papers gave
much space to his views and opinions.

READY SOON

Alma’s $60,000.00 Strand Theatre Ex-
pected to be Ready in March.

The new $60,000.00 Strand theatre
as Almas new showhouse 1is to be
known, isexpected to be ready for use
early in March if the present rate of
construction 1is continued.

The walls are going up rapidly in
spite of cold weather, and once this is
done and the roof is in place, it is
expected that the work will proceed
more rapidly than at present, and it
is the hope of Manager Miller of the
Idlehour theatre, that the new place
can be opened during the early part
of March.

With this expectation orders are
being placed for equipment for the
new theatre, which the management
expects to be one of the finest in
this part of the state. Already an
order has been placed for a new
$10,000.00 Bartola Orchestral organ
for. the new theatre, for delivery at
that time. This makes 1t very evi-
dent that the owners of the show-
house intend to give Alma the best

that can be secured in the new
theatre.

PRAISEWORTHY EFFORT

French Memorial t Go to Kin of
Soldier Dead.

On Washington®s birthday, Feb-
ruary 22, it is planned to present a
memorial from the French Republic
to the nearest of kin of every Ameri-
can soldier who made the supreme
sacrifice in the World war. This
task has been alloted to the Army
Recruiting Service iIn co-operation
with the American Legion.

Colonel Ralph McCoy, recruiting
officer, has written to the commander
of every American Legion Post in
Western Michigan, giving the details
of the plan and asking that the post
compile the names and addresses of
the nearest kin of each man who died
in service during the war, from its
respective territory. The diplomas,
with the names of the nearest de-
ceased already inscribed, will be
mailed to the recruiting officer at
Grand Rapids by the Adjutant Gen-
eral, and from there will be forward-
ed to the various posts for final dis-
tribution as near as possible on
Washington’ Birthday.

The diploma, representing .one of
the bas-reliefs of the Arc de Trium-
phe 1in Paris, will bear the name of
the deceased soldier with a recogni-
tion from the French people signed
by the Presdent of the Republic,
Raymond Poincare. Above his signa-
ture appear in French the following
decicase: ”

To the Memory of

of the United States of America
Frances Homage.
The President of the Republic,
(Signature)

The principal figure of the group
symbolizes the soul and spirit of the
American Army which helped France
to maintain alive the flame of the
torch of liberty and justice. At the
foot of the cenograph the flags of
France and Amferica are joined to-
gether by a wreath, which 1is the
mark of gratitude and homage which
France pays to our sons who gave
their lives in the struggle.

The lines engraved on the wall be-
hind the group are taken from one of
Victor Hugo’ famous poems, and,
when translated, read:

“Those who died piously for their
Country

Have the right that at their graves
the people come to pray.”
