Our worthy (Sophomore) editors 
stated, in three distinct places, in 
the last issue, that no one saw the

The matrimonial g a m e  laws are 

now off. The ope-n season for hunt­
ing husbands opened at 12:01 Janu­
ary 1, and will continue until that 
hour December 31, next. Husbands 
m a y  he taken between the hours of 
sunrise and sunset any day within 
said period. For the preservation of 
the male species against husband 
laws has been provided as follows: 
hoarders, however, a set of g a m e  
. 1. Hunting husbands from air­
planes, puwer boats, and flat-cars is 
prohibited in the night season.

2. The use of decoys is unconsti­
tutional.

•I. No. hunter shall hag more than 
one full grown specimen per hunt.

"Oooogy-Ooogy-OUOU-O-O” for young 
husbands and the familiar “Does 
Oookums luv-v-v Snoo-ookums?” for 
adults.

fi. The rapid lowering of the eye­
brows by a huntress is prohibited, as 
is the dropping of the eye-lashes in 
any glistening liquid with intent to 
blind and dazzle the victim.

7. The use of the hypnotic stare 
is prohibited.

H. The use of powders (other than 
cosmetic) to smoke out a specimen 
who has taken refuge in his lair is 
barred; and the practice of "treeing” 
a husband is illegal.

9. The use of bloodhounds or fer­
rets, except in states where the quar­
ry is particularly ferocious, is for­
bidden.

10. Taking a g a m e  in traps, such 
as front parlors and darkened sit­
ting rooms, is prohibited.
• 11. The "tracking” of a quarry 
through fotoprints in the snow shall 
he considered as an unfair advantage.

12. Disfiguring game should he

avoided as far as possible, and the 
use of buckshot or shrapnel is to he 
discouraged.

13. Enticing a domestic specimen 
from its habitat by the use of loW 
neck gowns or short skirts is illegal.

14. No huntress shall adopt th€ 
French custom of wearing jewels 
on her ankles while hunting.

15. N o  game under seventeen 
years of age shall be taken, and if 
caught in a net unintentionally shall 
l>e thrown hack.— The l»g.

Perhaps the greatest factor, dis­
turbing the peace of the world to­
day, is the so-called Bolshevist move­
ment.

express purpose of distinguishing us 
from the degenerating sophomores 
who long to mingle with us.

W e  shall teach that this her­
itage of ours has been confided 
from generation to generation 
to the patriotic keeping and lov­
ing care of true Americanism, 
and that this alone can preserve 
it.— Grover Cleveland: Speech

• before the N e w  England society, 
Brooklyn, December 21, 1891.

l i r H E N  Grover Cleveland, a great! 
VV Democratic president of the | 
I'nlted States, uttered these words, tie 
gave a promise for the present and ' 
for the future. H e  said “ W e  shall , 
teach.” H e  did teach and he contin­
ued to teach the Americanism In which 
he w a s  so fervid n believer. Since his 
day It has been taught, and under 
Providence Americans will continue to 
teach it until tin* end of time.

T h e  Ame ricanism upon which Cleve­
land w a s  dwelling w a s  that and Is that 
which w a s  confided, as he puts It, us a 
heritage from the American genera­
tions of the past unto the generation 
of the present In which he lived. Cleve­
land knew, as all reading and think­
ing m e n  k n e w  and know, that the 
heritage of true liberty, which Is the 
heritage of true Americanism, c a m e  
d o w n  from the Fathers, afld that In 
Its essence It w a s  tie* s a m e  In the 
speaker’s day that It w a s  in the day 
w h e n  It first found voice. It Is the 
s a m e  today.

Americanism has been given Into 
the patriotic keeping and loving care 
of the people. Cleveland puts this in 
another way. hut It m e a n s  the s a m e  
thing. H e  speaks of the heritage hav­
ing been committed Into the keeping 
nf true Americanism, therefore It Is 
that true Americanism Is in the keep­
ing of Itself and of Its fellowship of 
believers. A  good m a n y  other Isms 
have been called by unthinking m e n  
Americanisms. M e n ’s thoughts on 
what constitute trio* Americanism m a y  
differ, hut In the e l they c o m e  togeth­
er in the one thought, that the essen­
tial Americanism Is that which keeps 
Mils country what the Fathers Intended 
it to he -u place of law, order and lib­
erty.

T h e  necessity for teaching that this 
heritage of liberty of ours has been 
confided to us from generation to gen­
eration and that It Is as precious n o w  
as ever, seemingly, hut perhaps only 
seemingly. Is sharper today than It 
has been In m a n y  years.. There have 
been times before this w h e n  s o m e  m e n  
despaired of liberty. The re are al­
w a y s  hopeless ones a m o n g  us. It Is 
those w h o  k n o w  the prleelussness of 
the heritage which has c o m e  d o w n  to 
us, and w h o  k n o w  that m e n  of under­
standing will not throw It away, w h o  
always are ready to enter Into the field 
to combat the doctrines of either 
tnose w h o  would give w a y  simply be­
cause they despair or those w h o s e  de­
sire and Intention la to destroy It.
