the State Student Secretary of the

PAures showing the l.fe at, Lake
Geneva. In his talk he stated that

the annual conference at Lake Geneva
is one of the seven or eight in the
United States and that it embraces a
territory of nine states of which
Michigan 1is one. The average at-
tendance is about eight hundred. “The
inspiration that one receives there,"
said Mr. Kelsey, “is of inestimable
value in that it gives one some con-
ception of the true nature of God.”

Honor Scholarship

Dr. Ewing has just announced that
Frank Vreeland has been awarded
the State Fellowship by the Univer-
sity of Michigan.  This honor car-
ries a stipend of $425 which is $125
more than heretofore. It is also
a greater honor than formerly due
to sevgraj changes in ithe method
of appointment. Each of the ten
or twelve colleges included sends in
the names of two candidates, a first
and second choice, and the oficials
choose only six out of this number.
Thus the honor not only speaks
well for the person receiving it, but
adds considerably to the prestage of
the college to which he belongs. The

award 1is based solely on scholastic
attainments.
Mr. Vreeland deserves great cre-

dit for his work. He is not a grind
in the commonly accepted usage of
the term. He is an all around man
having done fine work in track, de-
bated four years, represented the
college in oratory two successive
times, been editor of the Almanian,

Take for instance the mat-
ter of covers.  With no disrespect
for the covers on last years book
for they were good, itmust be admit-

ted that as they were only paper
they cost comparatively little. The
covers this year are Molloy made

University Style covers and are very
expensive, but add a distinction to
the book that is well worth the price.
The theory is that to put an except-
ionally good book inside of mediocre
covers would be like putting a Pack-
ard motor in a Ford body. Then
there 1is the matter of paper. A
better grade of paper is being used
this year, and consequently the book
will not be bulky although itcontains
twenty-five more pages than last year.
The maroon tint border necessitates
the printing of each sheet twice and
of course this adds to the cost.

The subject matter itself appears
well written. Many of the customary
long articles have been omitted such
as the usual page articles about each
society, and more pictures have been
used instead. A great deal of work
has also been put on the Alumni
section which 1is unusually complete
including both cuts of the alumni and
short writeups about them.
