H e  knows he has a hard row 
to hoe, and must use all of his facul­
ties to remain with his head above 
water.

Another thing about such a test 
is that it always shows alertness, 
but never laziness. The semester 
exams disclose very well the latter 
ailment A  person w h o  lias been 
gifted with an intellect potent 
enough to place him a m o n g  the first 
ten in his class should indeed feel 
ashamed if he fails to place as a 
high honor-point man.

W h e n  the Synod of Indiana con- 
\ vened for its annual meeting in the 
1 First Church, Richmond, Ind., last 
month, it was soon discovered that 
A l m a  College wa s  weil represented. 
The sermon preceding C o m m u n i o n  
wa s  preached by the Rev. H u g h  R o n ­
ald, Pastor of the First Church, 
Portland, Ind. Mr. Ronald, following 
a long and successful pastorate at 
Thorntown, was called to Portland. 
H e  is a graduate of A l m a ’s Class of 
1903, and in the type of work he is 
doing is a great credit to his A l m a  
Mater. The Rev. George A. Hill of 
the Memorial Church of Crawfords- 
ville, Ind., w h o  is a  m e m b e r  of the 
Class of 1900, for a long time preach­
ed in Chicago and helped to head up 
the Alumni Association of the North­
west.
