Did you k n o w  that when you en­

tered A l m a  College as a Freshman, 
that you deliberately exposed your­
self to a contagious disease, Trypan- 
osomia? If you saw a red danger 
signal ahead would you incautiously 
rush forward to meet it? If you no­
ticed a threatening warning “M e ­
asles” or “Diphtheria” guarding a 
doorway would you stumble blindly 
past it. No, granting that you must 
enter at all, if you were mentally nor­
mal, you would arm yourself with a 
knowledge of the disease you w'ere 
encountering— its dangers, its s y m p ­
toms, its preventitives, its cures, 
and its results.

Yes, Couplitous, Procrastination, 
and hybernation are three very ap­
parent aspects of Trypanosomia. And 
the best- cure of all is “Pep.”
