LIBRARY NOTES
Th e rare book collection has been 

put in order this past s u mm er, and 
about one-third of it has been re­
catalogued and is n o w  shelved in the 
n e w  cases m a d e  for it.

This collection contains an u n ­
usually fine lot of early imprints and 
rare books. These have been donated 
during the past years by m a n y  
friends of the college. M a n y  of them 
were given by the Rev. Job Pierson, 
D. I)., the first librarian of the col­
lege library, and his son-in-law, Mr. 
Beverly Chew. Mr. C h e w  died last 
spring. A  part of his personal li­
brary w a s  sold to the famous H u n ­
tington Library of Los Angeles for 
$200,000.

A n  interesting account of the 
Huntington Library m a y  be found in 
the W o r l d ’s W o r k *  v. 44, p. 319-323, 
July 1922; also in the Library Jour-j 
nal, v. 47, p. 745-750, September 15, 
1922.
