tan Club, have withdrawn from'’the 
McGlone organization, and are rally- 
inp the students to the support of 
that life-long servant of the people—  
Robert M. LaFollette. Mr. Patton has 
accepted the presidency of the n e w  
Progressive organization and Mr. 
Prouty the vice-presidency. Cecil 
MacDonald has been chosen secre­
tary-treasurer.
Feeling that large numbers destroy 

the value of such an organization, 
the charter m e m b e r s  have formulated 
a constitution limiting the m e m b e r ­
ship to twenty. Admission to the 
club can be secured only through the 
invitation of a charter m e m b e r  and 
a two-thirds vote of the membership.
In a recent interview Mr. Prouty 

stated “The purpose of the organiza­
tion is to study and spread the neg­
lected truth of Progressivism.” The 
club endorses all the major policies 
of the LaFollette-Wheeler platform. 
Some of these are: M a k i n g  the S u ­
preme Court subject to the represen­
tatives of the people, namely, our 
Congress; the repeal of the Esch- 
Cummins law, and the relief of the 
farmers and laborers of the nation. 
The Progressive Club stands with 
Representative John M. Nelson, the 
man who swayed the LaFollette bal-

Reed never played 
high school football, and has played 
but a quarter of college football.

O n  top of this, a spirit of hand­
shaking” has grasped the letter men.

H e  is inexperienced, 
but willing to learn. MacGregor is 
an unusually good lineman. Sartor 
is one of the best and surest tacklers 
on the team, even though he is the 
lightest m a n  on the squad. Galor, at 
quarterback, is small and light, but 
shows good football sense. Nowiski 
is coming through as a lineman, and 
a fairly good kicker aS well. Fraser’s 
doggedness, seriousness, and hard 
working qualities, m a k e  him valuable. 
Hogan never played football before, 
but besides being willing to learn, he 
is na apt scholar. Knowles, Noch- 
vill, Scott and Rauch, although as yet 
practically untested s h ow promise. 
Rauch is dangerous, as Bert B o uw - 
m a n ’s accidental “black eye” will 
prove.

A l m a ’s winning team last year, wa s 
the result of incessant, never-lay- 
d o wn fight. Th e team didn’t plug its 
way; it fought its w a y  to the c h a m ­
pionship. Th e M. I. A. A. season 
opens Saturday. Ypsilanti is strong.
