bcal Forensics Squad Must Be
Buitklt From New
Men.

The debating t:ans of Alma Col-
lege will be getting under way this
week. October 11 the <rut >rieal and
debate managers of the Michigan
Orator ical and Debate League met at
Kalamazoo College to choose the de-
bating question and arrange a sched-
ule.

Alma’ position at the beginning of
this years season is much different
than last year’. When the call was

made a year ago for try-outs, six
forensic letter men were out for
places, five of whom had had ex-

perience in college debating. Lewis
was the only man who had not de-
bated in college, but his experience
of the year before as the college or-

ator and his high school debating
work made him an equal with the
other men on the teams. Of these
veterans, Hudson, Wyatt, Tarrant,
and Freeman were lost by graduation
while Lewis 1is not back in school
this year. This leaves Harris as the

only Varsity man around whom two
teams must be formed.

The fact that the teams will be
comparatively inexperienced is not
discouraging. Last year’s all-vete-
ran teams failed to make an impres-
sive showing. New men have a
tendency for harder work to secure
places on the teams while letter men
are sometimes given places merely
on the basis of their platform ex-
perience. Five open places should
cll out a large number of candidates
who will bid strongly for places. The
competition for places is expected to
develop better informed debaters
than would come from men sure of
their places.

A number of men have already
signified their intention of trying for
places with Manager Harris. Win-
slow and MacDonald, last year’s al-
ternates, will make strong bids for
positions.  Tebo, Wood, Anderson
and Fourty, who made tryouts last
year are counted as strong contenders
for places. Cole, Couture, and Os-
trander from Professor Hamiltons
debating and public speaking classes
have stated their intention to try for
positions. Scott is the only freshman
as yet who has made 1inquiry con-
cerning his chances, but a number of
other first year men are expected to
make trials on the basis of their high
school work.

The question decided upon by the

M. 0. & D. L. is; “Resolved, that
Congress should be empowered to
overrule by a two-thirds vote, de-

cisions of the Supreme Court which
declare acts of Congress unconstitu-
tional.” The question is part of La
Folletes platform, and with Progres-
sive and Republican clubs in Alnma
and the other colleges, a much keen-
er interest than usual is expected to
be shown.

The first debates will be February
13, when our affirmative team will
meet Michigan State Normal on the
home platform while the negative
team will go to Albion to meet last
years champions. February 27 the
negative team will remain home to
meet Hope while the affirmative teanm
Koes to Olivet. The first meeting of
the candidates for positions on the
teams will be at seven oTlock Tues-
day evening. All students interested
m debate are requested to be out.

Michigan Team Successfully De-
fends Prohibrtion in Her First
Intermal onal Debate.

Wednesday evening, October 8th,
Hill Auditorium of the University of
the University of Michigan was the
scene of the first international de-
bate ever held at the University,
when a trio of orators respresenting
Oxford University matched its skill

against the representatives of the
state university. The subject dis-
cussed was "Resolved, that this

house is opposed to the principle of
prohibition.” The English team took
the Affirmative of the question.
President Marion L. Burton presided.

Malcolm J. MacDonald, son of the
English Labor Premier, J. W. Wood-
ruff, who has earned a reputation in
his country as an orator and scholar,
and M. C. Hollis a recognized writer
to the “Outlook” composed the team
which is touring this country in a
series of debates. They were met by
K. F. Clardy, 25L, G. Demminck,
27L, and B. B. Sibiley, 27L for the
University of Michigan.

Mr MacDonald opened the debate
for the Affirmative Oxford team. He
agreed that sobriety is a good prin-
ciple, but stated that the paramount
issue of the debate was to prove
whether or not law enforcement and
control of prohibition 1is most effec-
tive in this country or in England.
England, with its system of govern-
mental control, being the example
the Affirmation suggested in place of
our system of control of intoxicat-
ing ligquors. He declared that it was
a breach of American freedom for
the wishes of the minority who de-
sire alcohol to be overruled by the
majority.  Figures were quoted to
show that the lawless element in our
country had increased since the
eighteenth amendment had beer,
passed which further strengthened
his case. Mr. Woodruff was the sec-
ond speaker for the Oxford team. He
dwelt largely with the argument his
cdleague had introduced and further
advanced the plea for a fair deal for
the minority who do not want prohi-
bition. Mr. Hollis concluded the Af-
firmative argument with the proposal
that alcohol is neither good nor bad.
but may be abused. It was his con-
tcntion that moderate drinking
neans for a nation ‘“happier, mort

Oivets Championship Hopes
Shattered by 38-3 Victory
for Maroon and Cream.

Olivet weakness, rather than Alma
strength, was responsible for a 38 to
3 victory over the Crimson Saturday
in the second Michigan Intercolle-
giate tilt of the season.

Alma scored her first touchdown in
less than 5 minutes of play, a for-
ward pass from McDonald to Wright
putting the team within scoring dis-
tance and McDonald slapped it over
on the fourth down. He then added
the extra point by goal kick. Score
Alma 7, Olivet 0.

Soon after the next Kickoff Alma
cut loose some loose play, and
Olivet recovered the Alma fumble on
the Alma 20 yard mark. Unable to
gain Brumm dropped back and booted
a field goal. Score Alma 7, Olivet 3.

Following the next Kickoff Alma
carried the ball down the field, and
finally McDonald cut loose a forward
pass to Roge Wright, who fell over
the Crimson goal for a touchdown.
The point was added by McDonad’
dropkick. Score Alma 14, Olivet 3.
The quarter ended almost immediate-
ly after the next kickoff.

Wright tore through and blocked
an Olivet punt, when the Crimson
failed to gain and was forced to kick.
Wright grabbed the leather and race
20 yards to the Olivet goal. McDonald
added the point by dropkick. Score
Alma 21, Olivet 3.

It was only a matter of two or
three minutes before Bert Bouwman
reached high into the air and grabbed
an Olivet pass on the Olivet 40 yard
stripe. From that point he had little
trouble carrying the ball to the goal
line 40 yards away. McDonald added

the point by dropkicX. Score Alma
28, Olivet 3.
Then came the sad part of the

play. Soon after the next kickoff Rus-
sell Catherman at quarter in place
of Carty, who was hurt, reversed the
field and went nearly 40 yards to the
Crimson goal. Holdship, who had re-
paced Shaver at end, when Shaver
was injured, was caught holding on
the pay, and the touchdown was lost,
Alma taking a 15 yard penalty. Al-
most immediately a forward pass was
heaved to Bert Bouwman and he tore
off long yardage to the Crimson goal.
Again Alma was holding, and again
the touchdown was lost. Just before
the half ended Alma attempted a for-
ward pass over the goal line, but a
Crimson streak went Into the air and
knocked down the ball.

Early in the third quarter Olivet
stiffened as Alma was making a
march to the Olivet goal, and McDon-
ald attempted a dropkick from the 30
yard line, but it was wide of the
mark. Olivet punted, and Alma went
back towards the Olivet goal, Lamb
ripping up the Olivet line for the
touchdown, not a man tackling or hit-
ting the Alma back during his nine
yard trip through the Crimson tean.
McDonald dropkicked the goal for the
extra point. Score Alma 35, Olivet 3.

The final period found Lamb at
quarterback replacing Russell Cath-
erman, who was injured. Alma car-
ried the ball to the 15 yard line
where Olivet held. On the fourth
down McDonald attempted a drop-
kick, which went wide. Olivet punt-
ed and the Alma team carried the
ball back down the field, but on the
18 yard line Olivet held again and on
