DR. A. F. BRUSKE.

Progressive as Ever.

'Ihe Holland Daily Sentinel brings 
us the following note of Dr. Bruske:

"Speaking on the subject, ‘This 
Church and the Sick,’ Rev. A. F. 
Bruske delivered a strong appeal in 
H o p e  church for the building of a 
hospital in Holland. Dr. Bruske 
urged the congregation of Hop e  
church to take the initiative in this 
work. H e  declared that H o p e  church 
is a representative of Holland’s pop­
ulation, since people of all classes, 
rich, poor, Hollander and American 
worship there. H e  suggested that 
the church give a vacant lot they 
own ed  just back of the church on 
which to erect the hospital. This, 
said Dr. Bruske, would be an ideal 
and beautiful place for it.

Moreover, Dr. Bruske declared that 
‘H o p e  Hospital’ would be an ideal 
n a m e  for it. H e  said ‘H o p e ’ was an 
ideal n a m e  for a college and a church, 
but there was an added significance 
in the word for a hospital.

Dr. Bruske urged the people to 
take up this work, declaring that 
H o p e  needed a hospital so they would 
not have to take her patients to 
Grand Rapids. H e  stated that nearly 
every city in Michigan of the size of 
H o p e  had its o w n  hospital.

Dr. Bruske bewailed the fact that 
fifteen thousand dollars that was do­
nated for a city hospital last year 
should have been returned to the 
donors. H e  urged H o p e  church, in 
view of the failure of the plan last 
year, to take the first step and make 
the work part of the activities of that 
church.”

LINCOLN’S DAY.
Dr.# Blaisdell gave a stirring talk 

in chapel Wed ne sd ay  morning on 
“Lincoln as a Christian Man.” H e  
pointed out that m u c h  of Lincoln’s 
success was due to careful medita­
tion and prayer.

Miss Beach spoke on, “T h e  A g e  
of Opportunities.” She took up the 
conditions in China, India, Japan, 
Africa and America, and plainly sho w ­
ed h o w  this age is indeed above any 
other, an age of opportunities. She 
closed with a strong appeal, to live 
up to the opportunities of the day, 
throwing your lives where they count 
most. If this is done. “All the N a ­
tions of the world would be united 
through the brotherhood of m e n  in 
the " Ki ng do m  of God.” Miss Beach 
in her oration showed she had a good 
understanding of the subject.

Next, Miss Marcia A. Carl delivered 
a splendid oration on "Frances E. 
\\ illard.” She spoke of h o w  Frances 
Willard, with her high ideals, con­
stantly inspired lives to nobler pur­
poses and helped to uplift those with 
w h o m  she came in daily touch. She 
further spoke of h o w  she lived not 
for self but for others, and h o w  her 
principal aim was to serve and to 
save mankind. She closed with a 
thrilling appeal that the greatest need 
of the world today was m e n  and 
w o m e n  w h o  could stand and say 
with Frances Willard that they “hate 
the sin, but love the sinner.”

She was followed by Miss T h o m p ­
son w h o  had for her subject, “Abra­
h a m  Lincoln.”

Miss T h o m p s o n  very clearly brot 
out that service to the world and 
humanity was the highest standard 
of life. H er  closing appeal for more 
m e n  with such heart lives, to be of 
service to the oppressed and to the 
nation was a winning one.

T he  last orator was Miss Rounsi­
fer, whose subject was, “T h e  M e a n ­
ing of Success.” She pointed out 
that true success, was not, as some 
think, gaining riches, but rather was 
doing the duty lying nearest to you; 
doing your duty by your country antf 
to all mankind, and prove yourself 
there by a civilized man. She also 
said that the greatest m e n  have been 
those w h o  have cut their w a y  to 
success through difficulties.

In closing she appealed to m e n  
to realize that “true success” was 
doing the duty next you and leaving 
the rest to develop itself.
