Mr. Wilcox was followed by Presi­
dent Blaisdell. "Alma's To-morrow” 
was Dr. Blaisdell's subject and his 
address, brief though it was, was 
conceded to be one of the best he 
has delivered in Alma. "A great 
small college." like Amherst, Dart­
mouth, Williams and Lafayette, is 
the future he predicted for Alma, and 
his proposed methods for attaining 
such a position in the educational 
world were intensely interesting and 
practical. The closing toast was de­
livered by Claude W .  Satterlee ’in, 
w h o  ably discussed "Phi Phi’s Ideal.

New House to be Built for President

TRUSTEES AT CHAPEL. "LETTER TO THE ALMANIAN.”
Tuesday morning of last week a 

number of the college trustees visited 
chapel and gave -very interesting 
talks. A m o n g  w h o m  were Rev. Da- 
ivd Howell, of Diamondale, Rev. 
Janes M. Barkley of the Forest ave. 
Presbyterian church of Detroit, Mr. 
L. Laurence, of Lansing, Mr. M. W. 
Tanner, of Saginaw. Mr. L F. Seeley, 
of Cam, Mr. C. W .  Chatheld, of Bay 
City, Mr. R. F. Tracey, of Sturgis, 
Mr. J. Pierson, of Stanton. Mr. Ira 
Batch, of Chicago, Rev. Brooke, of 
Howell and Prof. K. P. Brooks, of Mt. Pleasant.

They spoke of the change that had 
taken place in Alma College since the 
starting and of what they intended 
the future Alma to be, and pointed 
out to the students h o w  much de­
pended on them to make Alma a 
great small college similar to Beloit 
only better, as Rev. Barkley said. 
Rev. Nowell in his speech displayed 
unusual amount of wit for so young a minister.

Mr. Seeley in speaking to the 
students said: "In order to become 
great they should be what they seem, 
and seem what they he; and seem 
and be what they should be.”

Chief and foremost of the charac­
teristics that distinguish Alma from 
certain other institutions of learning, 
is the happy habit of electing the 
best man available for the vacant 
position you seek to fill. Friends, it 
'ills m e  with disgust to see students 
bargaining votes for a position like 
class-valedictorian, for instance. The 
fraternity spirit of grabbing all of the 
offices for members of that particu­
lar society, is to he detested. W h e n  
you analyze it. you will find it to he 
T a m m a n y  Hall spirit collegized. 
That sounds harsh, but isn’t that 
what it is? If so. fight that tendency 
wherever and #whenever it appears;
I he thing that should distinguish 
the college m a n  or woman, from

At the meeting of the Board of 
I r us tees, held at the college on Tues­
day, February i«th, the.t was a large 
attendance of the trustees and a 
great amount ot business was trans­
acted. The various acts of the E x ­
ecutive Committee and local m e m ­
bers of the Board since the last meet­ing were approved.

In the election of officers. Rev. 
James M  Barkley. D. D., of Detroit, 
was re-elected chairman; Mr. Fran­cis King, of A l m a  was elected vice- 
chairman; Mr. C. B. Chatticld, of Bay 
Lity was elected treasurer; Mr. Al­
bert P. Cook was elected secretary 
and assistant treasurer, all for the 
term ot one year; Mr. A. E. Bagley, 
, u .' ot Alma was re-elected m e m -'>er oi the Farm Committee for two years.

The Committee on Buildings and 
iirounds were authorized to have 
the library fitted with electric lights.

A  matriculation fee of five dollars 
was authorized. 1 he post-graduate 
tuition was ipade forty dollars, plus 
a ten dollar diploma fee. The gene­
ral tuition fee was raised from thirty 
U i?'1,13 ,ort** dollars -per year. .1 he large boulder in front of Hood 
M u s e u m  was named the "Bruske Boulder.
v ^.r-. J- B. P. Hughart. of Grand ivapids resigned as trustee and his 
brother. Mr. W .  O. Hughart, Jr., was 
elected to the vacant position. A n  
P.ndowim-nt Committee of five trus­
tees, including the chairman af the 
board, was elected to secure an in­
crease of the endowment and equip­
ment of the college, the president of 
the college to he an advisory member of the committee.

I he date of the Mid-year meeting 
was changed to the third Tuesday of 
January, and it was decided to hold 
a meeting when Synod meets in Oct­ober.

Plans were made to proceed with 
the building of a house for the presi­
dent on the block south of the A d ­
ministration Building. The house is 
to cost from six to seven thousand dollars.

It was decided to permit the use of 
the buildings for a summer session of the college.
. T [1C following changes in the cur­
riculum and requirements for en­
trance were made, viz:

1. That Vocational subjects m a y  
be offered for college entrance from 
an approved high school, provided 
such subjects arc accepted toward 
graduation from said school.
-. I hat the work of the Freshman 

year he rearranged as follows:-— Fng- 
ish. :j hours; a foreign language, 4 
hours; Mathematics or Science, 4 
hours; a second language, mathe­
matics. science or history, .1 or 4 
hours; "College Life” or Bible.

Friday afternoon and evening,
March 7, the Michigan Intercollegi­
ate Oratorical Association will hold 
its annual contests under the auspi­
ces of Adrian College, which has not 
had the contest for nine years. Plans 
are already being made to royally 
entertain the two thousand visitors 
expected. Albion as usual will head 
the delegations, sending five hundred 
students in a special train.

T h e  evening contest will be held 
in the big Adrian theatre, none of the 
college buildings being large enough 
to hold the 'crowds.

those w h o  have not had such an op­
portunity. is broad sympathies. True 
education, true culture is evidenced 
by a broad vision, courageously sup­
ported and defended. In our college 
days we form those traits of charac­
ter, those habits of thought, which 
in later years determine what our 
opinions shall be. In a word, habits 
ot thought formed in college, deter­
mine whether or no you shall blind­
ly follow the leaders in your church, 
in your party. T hose w h o  are guid­
ed by expediency, rather than by 
principle are soon forgotten. They 
are never of the calibre of statesmen. 
Never, never let society-expediency 
stand in the way of principle of elect­
ing the "best man." Believe me, 
when I say that our nation needs 
men and w o m e n  possessing this habit of thought.

Alma always was a good loser. 
Students of Alma, nast or present, 
this is something that we m a y  well 
be proud of. T o  be a good loser, 
means not to blame your defeat to 
the inefficiency or culpability of the 
referee or judge. It is the attitude 
that admits defeat, but has coupled 
with it the intention that at the next 
encounter you will be more fully pre­
pared and will tight harder. Not 
that I will advise the debating-teams, 
the orators, or the athletic teams to 
court defeat. Most assuredly not, 
if defeat doth come, all is not lost; 
instead you are gaining something. 
\\ e do not all inherit the spirit of 
"never say die;” some of us must, if 
we are ever to get it, gain it by ex­
perience. From an experience gain­
ed by losing more debates and ora­
torical contests than usually falls to 
the lot of Alma man, I wish to ex­
press the opinion that I gained an 
outlook that I deem most valuable.

Personality always creeps into 
that which we write, so those of you 
w h o  read this are forming an opin­
ion of the writer. Perhaps you are 
wondering w h y  one with such a tem­
perament should be studying law. 
If you believe that most lawyers are 
economic parasites feeding upon the 
quarrels of fellow-beings, I most 
heartily agree with you. If you be­
lieve that the law profession has fall­
en from good repute, I say amen; 
why then study law.

Every line of endeavor is depen­
dent upon men; the character of 
these men determines the attitude of 
the profession. The hue and cry 
against the courts, as I see is due to 
the attitude of the lawyers themselves, 
the majority are in an intellectual 
rut, their conception of the law is 
much as it was the day they receiv- 
! ed their certificate of admission to 
the bar. The clients w h o  pay the 
biggest fees tight change, for stabil­
ity means money in their pockets. I 
believe they honestly think stability 
their alienable right. Their sympath-j 
ies are not broad. L a w  must reflect 
the spirit of to-day. W h e n  I say that; 
1 believe in making it impossible for | 
the law profession to lie parasitic, and ■ 
in laws that seek to eliminate priv-! 
ilege at any and every form, you see 
w h y  I remember the “A lma w a y ” of 
electing the best man, also the “Al­
m a  spirit” of being a good loser, for 
the tight must be a long one.
