be played this week.

The Hillsdale g a m e  to be played 
here Friday will be the opening M. I. 
A. A. g a m e  of the season, and should 
be a hot one, as the Hillsdale nine is 
crmposed of a bunch of veterans, 
w ho  have w on  everything that they 
have played so far this year. Coach 
Puehleit probably will bring the 
strongest team to A l m a  that the Blue 
::nd White has ever had in baseball.

Last year the Hillsdale team 
rlaughtered A l m a  at Hillsdale and 
Coach Helmer’s pets will go out for 
revenge in the Friday encounter. Al­
m a  will present the strongest front 
against Hillsdale that A l m a  has 
shown in six years, and expectations 
are high that’A l m a  will shove a vic­
tory over the downstaters. It is 
very probable that “Eddie” Johnston 
will twirl this game.

O n  Saturday Helmer.s Midgets will 
%  meet M. A. C. at M. A. C. The farm­

ers are just as strong as usual, and 
will keep A l m a  going the limit to win. 
Strong as they are, however, A l m a  is 
hoping to shove a victory over them, 
for the first time in years. The gam e  
will be played at East Lansing and 
it is probable that a number of the 
fans will go to the Capita! City with 
the team and see the game. If 
Johnston twirls against Hillsdale, 
Ccptain D e p e w  will get the chance' to 
sling against the farmers.

The Michigan intercollegiate race 
this year promises to be a three cor­
nered affair, Kalamazoo, Olivet and 
Albion having thrown up the gam e  
for the spring, so that more time 
can be devoted to military drill and 
because of the fact that enlistments 
have hurt their teams. Kalamazoo 
in particular has been a heavy suffer­
er from enlistments, which will hurt 
all of the teams that will come from 
Kalamazoo in the next couple of 
years. The Orange and Black has lost 
some of her brightest stars.

This leaves only Hillsdale, Adrian 
and A l m a  in the race for the honors.

The fight for the top round of the 
M. I. A. A. will probably not be 
(hanged greatly even with the with­
drawal of the three teams, all of 
which would have been weak. T w o  of 
the three started their seasons and 
threw up their schedules after hav­
ing played a couple of games and 
suffered serious reverses, indicating 
that they would not have put up much 
of a fight for the high honors of the 
association. It had been expected that 
Hillsdale and A l m a  would fight it out 
for the title and they are still in the 
ring.

The chances are that no Michigan 
intercollegiate track meet will be held 
this year, although there is no logic 
reason at present for calling it off, 
because of the withdrawal of the 
thiee schools. The schools which do 
not withdraw should be entitled to 
hold the meet, but the M. I. A. A. 
directors will probably act the other 
way.

STIRRING PATRIOTIC SERMON 
DELIVERED BY AN ALUMNUS

Rev. H. (i. Gaunt Preached on 
“The Call to America’s Pat­
riotism in View of War.”

P R E P A R E D N E S S  B U L L E T I N

(From W a r  Preparedness Board.)
Lansing. April 27.— A  good m a n y  

young m en  of Michigan are saying 
anxiously to themselves: “1 want to 
*do m y  bit’ for m y  country. H o w  can 
I do it to the best advantage?” This 
article will endeavor to assist them in 
reaching a decision.

The National Guard, the regular 
army, the navy and the marine corps 
ar«- all recruiting in Michigan now. 
Enlistments in any of these organiza­
tions and in any branch arc equally 
needed. The recruit ran be sure that 
it he inin* any of them, he is doing 
his full patriotic duty.

Put if hi is a resident of Michigan 
ami <lc*.rof to serve his state as wel* 
as his m u  ion, he can best do so by 
joir.in;, ri.c National Guard. The state 
forces have become fedcrized by 
r**iei,r legislation, and can go any* 
wle.e in the world that our regular 
a r m y  goes. Likewise, with the war 
training u will receive, it can do any­
thing that (he a r m y  can do.

Before joining any unit of the 
Guard, the recruit should take stock 
of his training, education and native 
ability. Here are the various divi­
sions of the National Guard service 
in Michigan, with desirable qualifica­
tions:

Infantry: Three regiments, locate I 
ii. about twenty-five of the larger 
eitics of the state. For infantry c o m ­
panies, good physique, perfect feet, 
ability to shoot; for headquarters 
company, band section, ability tc play- 
band instrument in addition; for m a ­
chine gun company, mechanical turn 
of mind, some knowledge of horses 
and mules; for supply company, 
knowledge of horses and mules and 
of retail grocery and clothing busi­
ness; headquarters company, knowl­
edge of short-hand and typewriting, 
general clerical ability.

Cavalry: Horsemanship and marks­
manship; scouting and trailing abil­
ity. Big g a m e  hunters, trappers and 
prosecutors mak e  good cavalry men. 
Cavalry troops, Detroit and South 
Haven.

Field artillery; Natural taste for 
machinery; mathematical ability; 
horsemanship. Artillery headquar­
ters, Lansing.

Signal corps: Signaling of any
description; telegraph or wireless 
operating; electrical experts and tel­
ephone linemen are desirable, or any 
m a n  with a technical electrical educa­
tion; horsemanship; clerical ability. 
This service is peculiarly adapted to 
college and high school students. 
Signal headquarters, Ypsilanti.

Engineers: Knowledge of coal or 
metal mining; practice in handling 
explosives; tyrfdge and road-building 
knowledge^ horsemanship; surveying.

Editor’s Note:— The following are 
some extracts from a splendid sermon’ 
uhich Rev. N. G. (taunt, ’Ofi. preached
in the First Presbyterian church, 
Mundsville. West Va., last Sunday 
evening. The complete sermon was 
printed in “The Mundsville Journal."

“Judges 5:22 ‘Curs? yc Moroz, said 
the angel of Jehovah, curse ye bitter­
ly the inhabitants thereof; la'cause 
they came not to thv help of Jehovah, 
to the help of Jehovah against the 
mighty.’

“I Chron. :2:22 “The children of 
Issachar, m e n  that had understanding 
of the times, to k n o w  what Israel 
ought to do.’

" M y  theme tonight is “The Cull to 
America’s Patriotism in View of the 
War.’ W e  do not need to apologize 
tor the intioduction of this subject in­
to the pulpit. Rather, we  would be 
recreant to duty and unmindful of 
privilege if w e  ignored it. Whatever 
concern* the highest welfare of m e n  
and of nations concerns the Church. 
W  e believe we  are engaging in a w a r  
for the overthrow of wrong and op- 
prtssion and the advancement of jus­
tice and h u m a n  rights.

"The Church has steadfastly be­
lieved in every age that Jehovah of 
hosts is a God of buttles, and that. 
H e  gives victory to those w h o  take 
up arms against the evil devices of 
men. In (rod’s name, w e  as a Chris- 
tii.n nation, have entered this war. 
not for gain, but for the sake of hu­
manity. It is a time for, serious 
thought and heroic action. W e  need 
t< determine what is demanded of 
this whole nation, men, w o m e n  ami 
children alike, and be ready to answer 
thi call is sounded to patriotic A m e r ­
ica.
1 have two texts quite opposite ii. 

character. They introduce two dif­
ferent sorts of people, the people of 
Meroz and the children of Issachar.
A  curse was pronounced upon the 
fust because at a time of crisis ii 
Israel's history ‘they came not to help 
thi Lord, to the help of the Lord 
against the mighty.’ They are a typ« 
of the national shirk, the slacker. Thi 
other class represents the true pat­
riot.

" W e  have both classes today, th» 
slacker and the patriot. M a y  we a!
Ik found among those who hear the 
cull of duty and answer it.

“H o w  can we hear and read of bru­
tal atrocities on land and sea, a m  
kno w  that the great mass of liberty- 
loving Germans longing for th« 
d a w n  of a new era of political free 
d o m  without being stirred to our in­
nermost beings? It is against the 
autocracy that crushes them that w» 
strike, hoping for them some day. 
thi blessings of democracy that art 
ours.

“ And the ambition of Prussia mili­
tarism, as seen in their iniquitous 
system of espionage perpetrated: 
through their very officials in this 
country looks even to our fair shores. 
Would w e  have a tyrant coming hen 
and making another hell and blood} 
shambles of America? Would we  
have our homes sacked and pillager 
and our loved ones done to death? 
Would w e  see our country humiliated, 
insulted, derided, and w e  ourselves 
mad e  slaves to follow the crack of thi 
whip lash of deadly Prussian bullets?

“It surely ought to be no longei 
iiiccssury to plead for support for 
our President and our Government. 
W e  have been dragged into this

in oratory, but it is an admitted fact 
that we  can do better than w e  have 
done in the past, There are several 
problems which must be met by the 
orators w h o  are chosen a few weeks 
or even months before the state ora­
torical contest takes place. O ne  of 
the biggest of these problems is the 
lack of time which the speakers have 
to prepare their speeches. A n  ora­
tion is not the production of a few 
hours’ thought and concentration, but 
it requires great thought and study. 
T he  idea must be on the mind of 
the writer for a long while before he 
has a capital oration. Then, w h y  can 
not A l m a  follow same plan as is fol­
lowed by some of the other colleges 
of the country ? A l m a  ought to se­
lect her orators the proceeding year 
oi the contest. This should be done 
by means of a local contest which 
should take place in the latter part 
of the school year. In this way, the 
orators will have the s u m m e r  months 
to think of their orations, besides sev­
eral months during the school year. 
They m a y  also be able to handle 
their subjects m u c h  more skilfully 
and have a wider range of knowl­
edge. Would it not be well for this 
mutter,to be considered by the litcra- 
rj societies, and the proper author!-, 
tie.* to see that the local oratorical 
contest shall be held during the end 
if M a y ?

The first fly of the season, having 
hid in crack and crevice during the 
winter, like the sneik thief of the 
spy hides from his prey, gets on the 
job early, and is responsible for the 
millions of its. progeny that mak e  life 
a torment to humanity in w a r m  
weather. It is not enough to merely 
drive it out of doors, where it m a y  
find a place to piopagade a myriad 
of other flies, but it should Ik* killed 
:*nd burned. There is no time like the

war. W e  listened long to the argu­
ments on both sides.

By  all that is sacred and holy and 
iust and right, w e  as true Ameri­
cans must give ourselves in a holy 
enthusiasm and a patriotic self-sac­
rifice to the cause of justice and hu- 
; manity.

“ W h a t  is our duty in the present 
crisis? W h a t  is the challenge which 
the issue forces, upon us? W h a t  is 

•jthe call to American patriotism?
"It is first of all a call for men, for 

young men. There is no need for us 
i U> be blind to existing conditions. W e  
j seem to have the slackers a m o n g  us, 
jjust as they were found in the village 
'of Meroz in the days of ancient Is­
rael. M e n  are trying to hide behind 
(w o m e n ’s skirts to avoid their natu­
ral duty to their country. The clerks 
oi our marriage bureaus have been 
. working overtime in m a n y  cities to 
supply these slackers with licenses 
I which they hope will bring them ex- 
emption from military service. In 
| the first forty-eight hours after a 
. state of war had been declared only 
seventy-eight m e n  enlisted in N e w  
I York City. While in the s a m e  length 
of time there were 48.*i marriage li- 
j censes applied for. W e  say it to our 
shame. In London during the first 
{forty-eight hours after the declara­
tion of war, 280,000 m e n  responded 
’ to the call to the colors as against 
[these seventy-eight w h o  offered them- 
selves in the metropolis of our land.

"In the three leading colleges of 
■ the east— Harvard, Yale and Prince­
ton— there are already more m e n  en- 
! listed for service or registered for 
it than enlisted last week in the whole 
of greater N e w  York with its five 
million of people. A n d  what is true 
of a great center of population like 
N e w  York is true of the nation gen­
erally.

"In view of these facts and the ex­
perience of England, it would seem 
that a  system of selective conscrip­
tion were necessary. T he  volunteer 
• system is undergoing a test, and so 
far it seems a failure.

• "I cannot see h o w  any able-bodied 
, m a n  can hesitate to give himself in
answer to his country’s call, unless 
| the situation is such that he Ls more 
; needed at home and that a dependent 
: family makes it imperative that he
I stay. For myself, I a m  ready to serve 
m y  country where I a m  most needed.
II a m  making it a subject of prayer 
and if I a m  needed more at the frontj than here as a servant of Christ and 
His Church, I want W  go. I have 
no right to urge you as young m e n  
, to do what I a m  unwilling to do m y-  
self.

"The call of country to devotion 
land self-sacrifice concerns not the 
m en  alone, however, but the w o m e n  
(also. Upo n  them the burden falls 
heavier.

"Already the flower of American 
.•womanhood is offering itself for Red
• Cross and relief work wherever need­
led
I "But in this great nation of a h u n ­
dred and more million of people, c o m ­
paratively few will do the real fight­
ing and minirjter to the needs of those 
a ho fight. W h a t  is the fall to the 
great a r m y  at hom o?

"The w ar  is to impose an cnor- 
I mous tax upon all our resources and 
it must enlist the active assistance of 
tht entire population. The respon­
sibility, the opportunity and the duty 
of the Nation are .summed up by the 
| President when he says: 
t ‘ ‘ ‘These (equpping our arm y  and 
j navy) are the simplest parts of the 
I gieat task to which we  have address- 
jed ourselves. There is not a single 
selfish element so far as I can see in 
the cau*e w e  are fighting for. W e  
art fighting for what w e  believe and 
wish to be the rights of mankind and 
for the future peace end security of 
the world. To do this great thing 
worthily and successfully w c  must 
devote ourselves to the service with­
out regard to profit or material ad­
vantage, and with an energy and in­
telligence that will rise to the level 
of the enterprise itself.’

" A  food supply abundant for this 
nation, its arm y  and navy and as well 
for a large part of the nations with 
w h o m  w e  shall fight, he mentions as 
of prime importance.
."It is a time for the curtailment of 

extravagance and the practice of 
strict economy. ‘Every house-wife,’ 
says the President, ‘w h o  practices 
strict economy puts herself in the 
ranks of those w h o  serve the N a ­
tion.’

"It m a y  seem like a very little that 
you ran do but he ready to do that lit­

tle bit. This is a part of the chal­
lenge that comes to patriotic A m e r ­
ica. It ia a time for the display of 
real patriotism.

"Viewed in this light the Church 
of Jesus Christ cannot remain aloof in 
this struggle. W ’e hope and pray for 
the coming of that day w h e n  the 
sword will be beat into plowshares 
and the nations will learn w a r  no 
more. But that day seems not yet. 
W e  have not changed our opinion of 
war. It is hellish. H u m a n  language 
is inadequate to describe its horrors. 
The nation did not want war. But 
when our President with a passion 
foi peace next to infinite in patience, 
could no longer brook the open in­
sult of American n a m e  and ideals, 
and whe n  he w as  forced to lay the 
whip of knotted cords on the back of 
an arrogant imperialism in the nam e  
of a higher civilization, w e  believe he 
was under the standard and guidance 
of the King of Kings.

"In dosing, let m e  remind you 
again that w e  must fight neither in 
hate nor in pride. It must be r e m e m ­
bered that our Master never forbade 
the stroke that smites dow n  wrong, 
but H e  did forbid the stroke that r«v 
pays injury for injury. That w e  can 
do. W e  have no malice against the 
G er ma n  people.

“Our prayers must go up continu­
ally to the great G od  of battles not to 
overthrow Germany, but to overthrow 
wrong. W c  must pray for the suc­
cess of our cause not because it is the 
cause of America and the Allies, hut 
because it is the cause of right. So 
let prayer ascend mightily that God 
shall have His w a y  in the world, and 
it m a y  please H i m  to accept and 
guide the sincere intent of those w ho  
dedicate their lives and their fortunes 
only to such tasks as serve humanity 
and perpetuate justice.

‘‘A n d  thus shall our sovereign God, 
all-wide, all-loving and all-powerful, 
destroy the wro ng  and give victory 
to the right, leading this nation as 
W't trust and believe in a great serv­
ice to humanity that shall bring bless­
ing to all the nations of the earth.”
