bers ef the faculty and students have 
a w ak ene d to the fact that the social 
life at A  m a  is not as fully developed 
as it should be. Such should not be 
the case in an institution where there 
are thirty-eight more fellows than 
girls, but nevertheless it is true. 
Nearly all social activities are car­
ried on within groups which effect a 
-mall j art of the stud' nt body. The 
reason given for this hyphenated so­
cial spirit is that there is no organ­
ization on the c a m p u s  capable of 
taging an event of such enormous 

size.
O f  late, the m e m b e r s  of the staff 

have interviewed at ra n d o m  m e m b e r s  
• f the >tudent body and fatuity and 
they have found that all persons 
questioned were very m u c h  in favor 
of an ice-skating rink. It would be 
entirely possible to erect a rink on 
Lavis field, and the whole of the stu­
dent body would have the use of it at 
any time. Nearly a decade ago, a 
rink wa s built at A l m a  and proved 
fairly successful, but an absence of 
c( Id weather curtailed its prosperity.
I r o m  all indications, the coldest win­
ter in ages is approaching, and there, 
is no logical reason for the rink not 
being a success.

There are always s o m e  skaters 
w h o  take advantage of the rough 
ijv'T ice. but the river is not an 
idea place for skating. After the 
first w a r m  day with wind and snow, 
the river becomes too rough for fur­
ther enjoyment, and the old “ hock- 
y ” and “double runners” are put 
uway for a year.
There is another serious objection 

to river skating. T h e  w o m e n  of the 
'•ol ege must receive a permit from 
their parents, before they are allow­
ed to go there. With a rink on the 
am;»us. where the greatest depth of 
wrier would be but fifteen inches, no 
h u m a n  being would be in danger of 
a ducking.

There would also lie an advantage 
in the rink, in that it would be but 
live minutes* walk from any one of 
the society houses or Wright Ha!!: 
If a  student left the c a m p u s  at four, 
he would not have over fifteen m i n ­
utes’ skating on the river, before he 
would have to start back or miss his 
dinner. T h e  rink would give every- 
' ne a two-hour skate before six 
o'clock.

There is one organization on the 
'•ampus which ought to .engineer a 
link project. That organization L  
the Student Council. T h e  Student 
Council is not overbusy. T h e y  pass 
on a  few dunce petitions, c a m p u s  
students that break the social rules, 
and all in all, they should have plen­
ty of time to get the rink under way. 
Th e Student Council is furthermore 
**n all-campus organization, and the 
only other one is the Y\ M. C. A. 
Everyone has admitted that the “ Y ” 
couldn’t do it (?).

H o w  about it, folks, do you want 
a rink? If you do, here’s the plan:

A t  the next meeting of each so­
ciety, s o me individual should m a k e  a 
motion that the secretary of that or­
ganization write a letter of petition 
to the Student Council stating that 
“T h e  majority of the m e m b e r s  are in 
favor of an all-college ice-skating 
rink to he built on Davis field, action 
to start immediately; also that the 
Student Count il in appointing a c o m ­
mittee to take charge of the affair 
m a y  use such m e m b e r s  of the society 
is they see fit.’’ Get the idea? S h o w  
the Student Council that your organ­
ization is behind ’em, and will give 
assistance whenever they w a nt it.
