Rumbles of discontent Dbecame
beaid Sunday when it was noised
about that other institutions of high-
er learning in the state were ohserv-
ing the great leader’s birthday inthe
proper manner. Students bemoaned
the fact that our own authorities
seemed so prone to forget the tra-
ditions of the land. A petition pro-
testing against the desecration of
the holiday was circulated among
the student body and a unanimous
constituency joined behind the pa-
triot  leaders.  “Remember Run-
nymede and Bunker Hill” was the
cry of the minute men.

Monday morning deserted class-
rooms gave evidence of the d sap-
proval of the patriotic student body
against infamous class attendance.
At chapel hour only the faculty was
present and the Washington ora-
tions were put away to be delivered
another year. The power of the

loyalists was broken, the patriots
had won, and “classes” were an-
nounced at an end for the rest ofthe

Alma College will open competitive
relations with Calvin College of
Grand Rapids when the affirmative
debating team from that school will
meet the Alma negative team on the
home platform Thursday evening.

lhe Alma negative team has won
two out of three contests while the
furniture City trio is reported as
having an excellent record. An in-
teresting contest should result.

This debate will mark the last ap-
pearance of two Alma debaters. Ron-
ald Harris will complete his fourth
year of debate on Alma teams. Her-
bert Nishet, the other Senior of the
debate teams, will also sing his swan
song in this contest. The debate will
introduce Homer Barlow to the home
audience 1in his capacity as a debat-
er. Barlow was a member of the
(roswell high school team, runners
A Nor tit* state title last spring, and
has been doing excellent work on
the college team.

The Alma debaters seem to be
more appreciated abroad than upon
the home platform. At Durand and
Owosso they talked to audiences of
two or three hundred. Last Friday
the affirmative team spoke before an
audhence of nearly a hundred and
fifty at Saginaw while over five hun-
dred heard the negative speakers at
Grand Rapids. When the affirmative
team met Olivet a week or so ago in
Alma less than hundred students and
townsfolks were present.

DEBATE

This week end. will mark the last
debate contest of the year for Alma
College.  While the season is not
quite finished, thus far it may be
called very successful. The  two
teams have won four out of six con-
tests, a better record than Alma has
shown for many years. Last Friday
both teams won their contests, the
first time two Alma debate teams
have won on the same day since

when a dual debate was won
from Olivet. And that occasion was
the first win of such a nature for
several years.

This leads us to the Hope that Al-
ma’s position in platform contests is
on a rapidly rising plane. Looking
hack over the progress of the year
we feel that such an outlook 1is justi-
fiahle. The two teams started with
hut two men in the group who had
previously taken part in college de-
bating. The other debaters, how-
ever, had either excellent high
school records or possessed such abil-
ities that luck of experience was a
very small handicap to the teams.
Mr. Sharrar assisted the teams in
preparing eases of  considerable
strength. More contests were sched-
uled this year than have been held
within the memory of any student
now 1in college. A plan of holding
contests before neutral audiences
was 1initiated with marked success.
Should this wiek’ debaters meet
with unfortunate results thf season
must nevcrthelels he acclaimed as
the best the college has seen in
somo time.

Attention mien ruiw ™ djreited
toward future years. Many colleges
in the state would he surprised to
find us calling our season unusual.
Teams from the Vpsilanti anel Kala-
mazoo Normals, who have met de-
feat at the hands ef Alma teams,
will take several day trips eiut of
ther state. Albion always has a very
extensive program. Hope College
lays as much stress on forensics as
Alma ekeS em football. Vet Alma’s
negative team does not have a trip
this year that takes it eiut of Alma
S overnight. The affirmative team
will have one trip of that nature.

Our  debaters often complain
against what they feel to he their
unappreciated position. ’But the

strong support of tin* institution can-
not be given to teams which have
been consistently mediocre or even
less. With a few seasons showing
successful teams a more extended
program is bound to follow.

For Alma®s debating to rise very
high good records are essential
through a number of years. The*
next season should he marked with
success. Only two debaters will he
lost by graduation. Two alternates,
one with college and one with high
school experience, will he hack to try
for positions. Representatives of the
college should make as strong ef-
forts to interest debaters in Alma as
they now do to attract athletes or
singers in the glee* clubs.

Should Alma College Have A

President?”’ Is Heretical
Subject.

il

Monday evening, February 15, af-
ter the regular business®meeting of
Beta Tau Epsilon was concluded, the
members enjoyed a novel form of en-
tertainment in the presentation of a
mock debate. The question resolved
itself into one of great interest, be-
ing: “Resolved, that Alma College
should not have a president.” The
affirmative was upheld by Gilbert
Schieb and Frank Rindhage while
the negative was supported by Je-
rome Hull and Jack Thoma.

Mr. Schieb, first speaker for the
affirmative, brought out the fact that
a college president is more or less a
figure-head, similar to the king of
England. He said the idea was new
and extraordinary, hut not radical ns
both political parties in this country
adopt slowly the planks of the So-
cialist Party. He suggested a com-
mittee to act similar to a Prime Min-
ister’s Cabinet in place of the presi-
dent- this committee to act, of

course, without Tfinancial remunera-
tion and thus reduce college ex-
penses. Mr. Schieb ended with the

assertion that “under the new sys-
tem Alma College in the future will
he the Harvard, the Yale and the
Princeton of the Middle West.”

Jerome Hull was instantly on his
feet denouncing his opponent and de-
claring that we did need a President
for two reasons: 1 The faculty
needs him. 2. The college proper
needs him. “To whom would Prof.
Cagg carry his troubles of guiding
the wayward Freshmen if not to
President Crooks?” Or “To whonm
would Miss Ward appeal about stu-
dents who insist on not returning
overdue books?” The students need
President Crooks to collect outstand-
ing hills, to insure them of less
grapefruit and more soup at Wright
Hall.

Frank Rindhage, the concluding
speaker for the affirmative, stressed
the point that with a college presi-
dent the institution isnt democratic.
With the landing of our Pilgrim

fathers we gained our ideal of de-1glass

mocracy. “Yet we find monarchs at
the head of our educational institu-
tions. Millions die for democracy,
but who would die for a college pres-
ident? When Prexy says come, we
come and when he says go, we GO-
Mostly go! In short he is a dictator.
According to Dean Mitchell a presi-
dent used to be a scholar but today

he must be a business man- if he
has any intelligence it is just luck."”
Thoma concluded the negative case
;by showing we need a president for
ental, physical, moral, and spirit-
al reasons. “Mentally we must have
omeone to revere- some ideal.
Physically Prexy is all there. Spirit-
ually he inspires us to higher things.”
The.vote was a tie- but as the old
saying goes— “A little nonsense now
and then is relished by the best of
men,” so Beta Tau members were
well pleased with this new and novel
form of entertainment.
