The book of Change
or *ih-King is one of the three hooks
in which the ancient Emperors dis-
cussed the same problems as those
discussed in the Yih-King. All three
books were completed by Confucius.

Huang-Do about 200 B. C. The re-

ligious conception pf Heaven is like

that of a World-Soul but in Yih-King
it neans an order or law of the uni-
verse; this is a philosophical prob-
lem and not religious. Heaven has
many meanings; let us first see what
the " ih-King expresses.

Fu-Shes Eight Diagrams were us-
ed in reasoning about the Heavenly
Change, and by the same law 1is ap-
plied the theory of the divination
about human affairs.

' There are no priests in China like
those of otner countries. There are
four social classes. These are the
Scholar, the Husbandman, the Ar-
tisan, and the Merchant. Nobles, of-
ficials, and educators all belong t»
the Scholarly Class. The Son-of-
Heavcn or the Emperor alone repre-
sents the people inworship of Heaven
while nobles worship Earth and other
classes each have their own worship.
The Temple of Heaven which stands
in the center of a large walled park
in Peking 1is the place where the
Emperors made their sacrifice to
Heaven. Yuan-Shc-Kai, the first
President of the present Republic
made his worship to Heaven at this
Temple 1if Heaven, when all the high-
est officers and foreign ambassadors
were present.

Heaven-Worship is a universal
iworship but Ancestor-Worship is
confined to the private family life.
The belief in Heaven today 1is ex-
pressed everywhere. For example,
when it is too wet or too dry and the
crops are 1in danger, then the farm-
ers cry “My Heaven.” A man fright-
ened cries “My Heaven.” Husbhand
and wife quarrel and the wife is
beaten, then she wails “My Heaven,
My Heaven, So and So." Moreover,
in theatres, plays, and folk songs the
same word s repeatedly expressed.!
In short, whenever, we cry for help,”
we call on Heaven and sometimes
Ancestors instead of God.

Heaven posesses the fatherhood
over all, while His son that is the
Emperor, possessses the fatherhood
over all people. In China the chil-
dren regard the father as the lord of
the whole family but the wife re-
gards the husband exactly as Heav-
en. When the hushand dies the best
wife kills herself believing that her
soul will go with that of her husband.
The belief is that her earthly Heaven
was broken immediately after the
death of her husband.

Heaven, hut Heaven 1is a typical
thought of our race. Taoism later
became a strong religious school like
that of Buddhism, but Confucianism
can scarcely be called a religion. Dur-
ing the later Chow Dynasty the en-
tire country fell into chaos. Natural-
ly there rises a renaissance in this
Heaven doctrine in order to save the
world. The leader was Moh-Ti. He
was a religionist and a practical
saviour of his time.

After a short unification by She-
She-Huang- De, the empire of the
lan Dynasty again divided into three
kingdoms. By this time the people
were tired of earthly life, and at the
same time Buddhism spread in China.
This pessimistic teaching alone could
satisfy the pessimistic souls of that
dynasty. The Han Dynasty from 240
B. (. to 220 A. ), was one of the
most important periods in our his-
tory. Communication with India had
already started, hut only four vol-

Those
hooks today are translated into
many European languages. These

four scholars not only traveled in In-
dio, hut some of them studied there
over twenty years, and brought hack
Buddhist [literature to the Emperor.
One paragraph of Ka-Hiens book
says "When we reached the Him-
alaya mountains there were neither
birds nor animals hut winter storms.
One fell down saying ‘I have no more
life, you go ahead!” Then Fa-Hien
Lakes his arm wailing “Heaven, thou
art cruel, etc.’
