A l m a  College has four new faculty 
members this year. In keeping with 
the standards of Alma College, they 
are teachers of note, and of wide ex­
perience.

Mr. R. C. Journey takes the Dodge 
Professorship of Economics. H e  
was recently Professor of Economics 
and Commerce at the State College 
ol North Carolina. Professor Jour­
ney’s degrees are Bachelor of Arts 
and Master of Arts from the Univer­
sity of Missouri. H e  has had four 
years of graduate work at Columbia 
University, University of Chicago, 
University of Wisconsin, and was 
head of the Department of Economics 
at Cornell College before going to a 
similar position in North Carolina.

Miss Margaret E. Foley comes to 
Alma to the Instructorship in French. 
She is graduate of Ohio Wesleyan 
University, a s u mmer course at the 
State Normal located at Bowling 
Green, University of Illinois where 
she was awarded her Master of Arts 
Degree, graduate study toward her 
Ph. D. Degree at the University of 
Illinois, and a year of travel and 
study in Europe. She was student 
teacher of French at Ohio Wesleyan 
University, Assistant in French at 
the University of Illinois, Instructor 
of French at D e  P a w  University and 
Assistant Professor of French and 
German at the Lake Erie College, 
Painesville, Ohio.

Professor H e rman Spencer, of Tar- 
kio College, Missouri, comes to a new 
Professorship of Rhetoric and C o m ­
position. Professor Spencer is a 
graduate of Westminster College, 
and has done graduate work in Johns 
Hopkins and Chicago universities. 
After a few years of high school and 
college teaching he was called to Tar- 
kio College where he has been for 
twnty years as head of the English 
Department. H e  has had consider­
able experience in editorial work.

Miss Mary McCoy, of St. Louis, 
Missouri, comes as director of physi­
cal training for women. Miss Mc- 
Coy is a graduate of Lenox Hall, a 
w o m a n ’s college near St. Louis, in 
the physical education course. While 
at Lenox Hall she v/as tennis cham­
pion and made notable records in 
basketball and track.

Alma College was formally opened 
at the event of the first chapel ser­
vice at the usual time Friday morn­
ing. Those who attended were for­
tunate to hear an address by Dean 
John R. Effenger, President of the 
American Association of Universities 
and Dean of the College of Arts and 
Sciences, University of Michigan.
He stressed in his address the value 

of realizing the value of classical 
studies. “W e  are a practical race,” 
said Dean Effenger, “and we find it 
hard sometimes to see practical value 
in some things.” In answer to the 
question: What is practical? he
stated that we must by no means feel 
that the study of the classical sub­
jects, art and literature # are not 
practical, giving the illustration that 
it is not the water that stays in the 
fleece that cleans the wool, but the 
water that passes through it. “I a m  
certain,” he continued, “that those 
who look for the practical alone do 
not know what college value is.”

H e  pointed out the technical stu­
dent is not wanted in business fields, 
because of the lack of flexibility of 
their minds. The business world 
needs men who have well rounded 
minds, capable of applying them­
selves to any problem.

" Many people,” he said, “have an 
idol of quick returns.” He pointed out 
that it is well that they have just 
that, but many students are not con- 
sistant in their beliefs. H e  empha­
sized the advantage we of A l m a  Col­
lege have, of attending a small school 
m  a peaceful town. “I hope,” he con­
tinued on this point, “that you of 
this small institution will grasp the 
opportunities afforded you.”

If a student has the business prin­
ciple of adequate return on an invest­
ment, he will realize that he invests 
both valuable time and money in his 
college career, and if he is to get the 
expected returns which he could rea­
sonably expect on any investment, he 
must plan to take advantage of every 
opportunity.

After a few remarks by President
. M- Crooks, chapel was dismissed 

with the singing of the A l m a  College 
Chant.

Friday Coaches Campbell and Mac­
donald will lead the Maroon and 
Cream team on its annual pilgrimage 
to Detroit for the opening game of 
the 192G football season against the 
University of Detroit, Saturday. Al­
m a  will face, on this occasion, one of 
the strongest aggregations that ever 
represented the Michigan metropolis, 
if the advance dope on the Dorias 
outfit can be taken for its face value. 
While m a n y  new faces will appear in 
the Presbyterian lineup, there is a 
great deal of confidence around the 
campus that Alma will be able to 
make a better showing against the 
Detroit aggregation this year than 
they did in 1925 v/hen Detroit won 
26-0.

The prospects of a winning team 
this year are much better than a 
year ago. The Alma line this season 
will be much heavier and faster than 
the 1925 front-wall and there is plen­
ty of spirit and confidence radiated 
during the practice sessions at Bass 
Lake and since the team returned to 
Alma.

M E A S U R E  O F  R E D  C R O S S
A C C O M P L I S H M E N T S

The vitality of almost any pro­
gram may be measured by the degree 
with which it is received by the ac­
tive minds to be found in the colleges 
and universities of the country. Sig­
nificance attaches therefore to the 
growing recognition among these in­
stitutions of the intensely practical 
activities of the American National 
Red Cross, a recognition attested by 
the fact that these Red Cross activ­
ities form the principal link of 
that organization with the great col­
lege bodies of the United States.

The outstanding leadership of the 
American Red Cross in developing 
water-rescue, swimming, and first 
aid, the first two of which are close­
ly akin to athletic accomplishments, 
has made such instruction generally 
jeceived in higher educational insti­
tutions.

Yale, for instance, is among the 
pioneers in this field, and every year 
•sends out from 100 to 150 trained 
men in this work. Dartmouth is 
jlosely following Yale in this respect, 
while at the Naval and Military 
Academies, Annapolis and West 
Point respectively, such instruction 
is invaluable. At West Point the Red 
Cross Life Saving test has been 
made the basis for the so-called “A ” 
test in swimming, which every sen­
ior is required to pass before gradu­
ation. Swimming proficiency is of
•ourse prerequisite at Annapolis.

Through attendance at these camps 
of instruction, a two-fold purpose is 
accomplished; the graduates are en­
abled to serve with material benefit 
to themselves, as counsellors at w a ­
ter-front camps; and by their ability 
to diffuse their own expert know­
ledge, other hundreds and thousands 
are taught to swim and to save life.

A m o n g  girls’ colleges this Red 
Cross activity is especially popular, 
Smith, Wheaton, Bryn M a w r  and 
Western College for women, being 
the leaders in interest, though inter­
est is widespread.

In technical colleges of both men 
and women, other Red Cross instruc­
tion courses are offered and have 
proven valuable.

Such interest a mong all these in­
stitutions emphasizes of course the 
purely practical side of Red Cross 
service, and is natural since the bulk 
of this service is of the most practi­
cal, designed to meet the everyday re­
quirements of America.

The less material side of this work 
however, is offered through simple 
membership in Red Cross ranks, and 
has it’s reward in early familiarity 
with the precepts of human service 
which every m a n  and w o m a n  who 
becomes a leader is called on to exer­
cise.
