Alma College laid low an ancient
hoodoo Friday evening when the
negative debating team, consisting
of Dasef, Wilson and Sharrar, jour-
neyed into enemy territory and re-
turned with Olivets scalp. With
the question: “Resolved, that all fur-
I*her Japanese immigration be pro-
hibited” as the issue, the victory
was appreciated even more heartily
in that the judges’ decision was a
unanimous vote for Alma. Presi-
dent Voelker presided, with former
lieutenant governor L. D. Dickinson,
Professor Nelson of M. A. C. and
Mrs. Winifred Harvey of Battle
Creek acting as judges.

Olivet, upholding the affirmative
side of the debate, introduced an old
friend and former student of Alma,
Gordon MacDonald, who pictured the
Japanese as dishonorable framers
of an ingenious agreement, but fail-
ed to back his statements with the
necessary facts. Mr. Hanse, who
followed Mac, urged that the Japan-
ese be excluded on economic grounds
as laborers who Interfered with
American rights. Mr. Milor, much
Ito the gratification of the Alma
team, and to the amusement of the
college audience, produced a highly
technical argument on the folk cus-
toms of the Japanese, which, he af-
firmed, made the vyellow race a
group not capable of assimilation.

Alma presented a closely knit ar-
gument on the question at issue.
With an excellent platform presence
and strong delivery, Dasef proved
that the Japanese were desirable,
politically, socially and economically,
and urged America not to turn back
back on a group that bore its share
of the burden of production. Wilson
followed with a bomb-proof argu-
ment on the Gentlemans Agreement,
a speech so logically outlined, and so
effe. lively delivered, that it left the
Olivet team gasping for breath.
Sharrar, the last speaker of the neg-
ative, hammered home tae points of
inexpediency, and injustice, and

X T O U can hold a firefly In your hand; you can boil
water with an electric lamp. Nature long ago evolved

A the “cold higit.” The firefly, according to lves and
Coblentz, radiates ninety-six percent ligit and only four

percent heat. Man % best lamp radiates more than ninety
percent heat.

An English physicist once said that ifwe knew the fire-
fly s secret, a boy turning a crank could light up a whole
street. Great as is the advance in lighting that has been
made through research within the last twenty years, man
wastes far too much energy in obtaining ligit.

This problem of the “cold light’ cannot be solved merely
by trying to improve existing power-generating machinery
and existing lanps. We should sall be burning candles if
chemists and physicists had confined theilr researches to the
improvement of materials and methods for making candles.
