In March, 1922, the w o m e n  of 
\S right Hall dee me d  it a wise time 
and a splendid opportunity to test 
the ability of self-government. The 
w o m e n  of m a n y  eastern colleges had 
worked out minutely, a plan of self 
government. Accordingly, with the 
advice of Miss Phyllis byrnes, the 
committee appointed for drawing up 
a constitution, applied to Mou nt  Hol­
yoke, Wellesley, Smith and other w o ­
m e n ’s colleges. Using these consti­
tutions as a workable basis the c o m ­
mittee carefully drew up one apply­
ing it to the needs of the campus. At 
this time the Faculty and the Stu­
dent Council formally recognized the 
Wright Hall Senate as a campus or­
ganization.

T he  organization of the Wright 
Hall Senate is simple, but very ef­
fective. Each literary society elects 
one m e m b e r  from each class-members 
w h o  will be qualified to represent 
their class-women in s most honora­
ble manner. Nominations for the 
President come from the student 
body. The Senate m e m b e r s  then elect 
the officers of the organization. Miss 
Avis Lane, w h o  had proven her worth 
in a high scholarship record and in 
her dependable responsibility in var­
ious executive positons w a s  unanim­
ously elected the first President, 
Elizabeth M u n g e r  was elected Vice- 
president, with Agn es  Youngs as Sec­
retary, which position is n o w  filled 
by Esther Boyce, and Margaret Poole 
as Treasurer.

T he  purpose of the Wright Hall 
Senate is to co-operate with the Dean 
of W o m e n  in promoting the highest 
standards of honor and integrity in 
all matters of personal conduct, to 
maintain order a nd  discipline a m o n g  
the w o m e n  of the Hall. Last spring 
the Senate m e m b e r s  were successful­
ly piloted through very troublesome 
waters in the rigid enforcement of 
the traditional rules for A l m a  Col­
lege W o m e n .  A t  times it seemed to 
the President and her staff that the 
task at hand w a s  unsurmountable, 
but the determination and co-opera­
tion of each m e m b e r  gradually solved 
the problem. In the fall of 1922, the 
Senate recognized in Dea n  M o n t ­
gom er y  an efficient and worthy 
counsellor w h o  has m a d e  the task 
lighter during the last few months.
The Senate feels that it can be 

justly criticised by classmates and 
faculty for inefficency in thoroughly 
carryng out the purpose of the Sen­
ate. However, as a new organiza­
tion, blazing the trail for the future 
members, it feels that it has left it a 
path recognizable for the honest en­
deavor to strengthen the integrity, 
honor and self-reliance of a body of 
college women who must teach others 
these principles when they leave 
Alma Mater. The members of this 
trail-blazer for self-government, feel 
amply repaid for the school of ex­
perience through which it has passed 
this season.
It is the purpose of the Senate to 

establish the tradition of a banquet 
for a Council of the retiring and the 
incoming Senate members, followed 
by an initiation service. In this man­
ner the new members will get the 
scope and purpose of the association 
and will come to realize the respon­
sibility and dignity of their place 
upon the Wright Hall Senate.— M.

The “PRACTICAL" Alchemist aid 
“THEORETICAL" Robert Boyle
m

H E  alchemists w r o t e  
vaguely of “ fluids" and 
“ principles." C o p p e r  
w a s  potentially silver. 

Rid it of its red color and the 
“ principle" of silver would assert 
itself, so that silver would remain. 
W i t h  a certain a m o u n t  of philos­
opher's stone (itself a mysterious 
“ principle") a base metal could be 
converted into a quantity of gold 
a million times as great.

This all sounded so “ practical" 
that Kings listened credulously, 
but the only tangible result was 
that they were enriched with m u c h  
bogus gold.

Scientific theorists like Robert 
Boyle (1627-1691) proved more 
“ practical" by testing matter, dis­
covering its composition and then 
drawing scientific conclusions that 
could thereafter be usefully and 
honestly applied. Alchemists con­
jectured anddied; ho experimented 
and lived.

Using the air p u m p  Boyle un­
dertook a “ theoretical" but sci­

entific experimental study of the 
atmosphere and discovered ^hai 
it had a “spring” in it, or in othe? 
words that it could expand. Hz 
also established the connection 
between the boiling point of water 
and atmospheric pressure, a very 
“ theoretical" discovery in his day 
but one which every steam engi­
neer n o w  applies.

H e  was the first to use the term 
“analysis" in the m o d e r n  c h e m ­
ical sense, the first to define an 
element as a body which cannot 
be subdivided and from which 
compounds can be reconstituted.

Boyle's work has not ended. 
T o d a y  in the Research Labora­
tories of the General Electric 
C o m p a n y  it is being continued. 
M u c h  light has there been shed 
on the chemical reactions that 
occur in a vessel in which a nearly 
perfect v a c u u m  has been produced. 
O n e  practical result of this w o r k  
is the v a c u u m  tube which plays an 
essential part in radio w o r k  and 
roentgenology.
