Betty Burgess Wins Contest

By Last Minute Big
Majority

After two weeks in which campus
interest was focused on the balloting
for the Queen of the Camival, the
<ontest was closed Saturday night at
nine otlock when Kent MacGregor,
charman and manager < the ""Queen
of the Carnival Contest” announced
the winner, Miss Betty Burgess. Miss
Burgess had been sewveral thousand
votes behind Francis Colwell when the
totals were given out a half an hour
before the end of the woting, but in a
last minute spurt passed the leader
and won by an overwhelming major-
ity of nearly eighty thousand votes

Miss Burgess is a member of the
Senior Class of Alma. She has dis-
tinguished herself In many ways dur-
ing her years in college, in her cour-
ses and in extra—curricular activities.
She Is a member of the Kappa lota
Literary Society.

The total of the votes cast in  this
contest Is astonishing. Altogether tor
the six girls entered in the halloting,
there were well over three hundred
thousand votes turned In. Miss Bur-
gess is credited with almost one hun-
dred and eighty five thousand. The
winner of the second place was Miss
Francis Colwell, having a total of
nearly one hundred and ten thousand
wtes. Miss Katherine Boyd placed
third. She is credited with about
forty thousand. Gertrude Walker,
Dorothy White, and lIrene Beuthrn had
toals of less than thirty-five  thou-
sand.

Voting had been going on steadily
all last week, with the totals mount-
ing considerably each day, hut. as was
expected, the last half hour before
the close of the contest saw fewverish
activity from the rival factions. There
was a real tenseness in the crowd
which was most noticesble. It was
very plain that interest in the con-
test was by far greater than in any
other of the many features of the
Camival. As soon as the last half
hour balloting could be totaled. Mr.
MacGregor stepped to the stage to
announce the winner of the contest.
For the only time during the whole
evening the big crowd was silait. It
was an almost breathless crowd that
awaited the announcement. When
Miss Burgess had been awarded the
victory, there was a shout of acclama-
tion of which even Lindbergh might
be proud.

And so ended the biggest competi-
tive stunt ever engineered on the
Alma campus. Conceived as a fTea-
ture of the Carnival itgrew as big as
the Camival it=elf. The contest
aroused a lot of spirit which needed
to be waked w. It provided a very
pretty ceremony for the feature of
the Iast night of the Camivel. And
besides it made money. Sold as the
votes were at five cents for fifty, the
receipts are a good object lesson

Honor Systems

Would an honor system work In
Alma College? Opinions on the sub-
ject will be welcomed by the editor.

Honor systems differ very littde in
their conception in the American ool-
leges. There may be sligit differ-
ences in the working parts of the
machine which runs the honor sys-
tem, a difference in the board which
punishes them, but the essential fac-
tors are the same in any school. The
set of standards necessarily has to be
the same in any college since cheat-
ing is cheating wherever it is done,
and no matter where the offense is
committed it must be dealt with in
the same way.

As it seems to us there must be a
tradition, if you will call it that, sup-
porting the idea that it is inexcusable
to cheat on an exam. Student senti-
ment must be huilt up to that point at
which a pony used to defraud will un-
questionably make the offender an
outcast from the campus society. We
believe that there can be no middle
ground, since an honor system which
works with one eye ghut is$ worse by
¥ar than no honor system at all. Now
the question arisess, how can the
senlIment bo built up to that point at
which Alma will_,be ready for an
honor system- Wé& will not attempt
to answer that ore.

One of the best examples of an
efficiait system is in operation at the
University of Virginia. Theirs ks an
old established tradition which has
come down through generations of
students. All infringements of the
rule are reported, and the unlucky
individual is Iiterally forced off the
campus by student opinion. But on
the other hand, everyone knows of
honor systems that are working so
imperfectly as to cause ill-ll and
hardship among the students.

Why not try to cut down the cheat-
ing under our present system of
supervised examinations? What
would lead one to believe that there
would be less cheating without the
professors in the room, when there is
