One of these K5 the
desire to avenge their i™nominous de-
feat at the hands of the sonhmores
last September. hTe other Is an ar-
dent desire to see the sophisticated
Sophomores all wet (they susually
are), and esnecialy four days early.

At eight otlock the Student Council
dance will be held in the gym. The
freshmen, through their compassion
for the upperclassmens co-eds, hope
t be given full priviledges at this
dance so that there will be less de-
mand for foot remedites in Wright
Halll.

After the ball is over comes that
event inwhich the Freshmen play the
leading role. We feel that the upper-
classmen will give us awarm welcome
as we emerge from that lowly period
of freshmansm which constitutes the
first yenr of ocollege.

The American Medical Association
has announced an award of $2,000 to
Mr. Teunis Vergeer in recognition of
his important discovery in the med-
ical field. Mr. Vergeer discovered the
presence of a new form of tapeworm
in certain fish which are to be found
in Michigan waters. The tapeworm
which was discovered bv Mr. Vergeer
is a form which is injurious to man.
It is found in several species of native
fish, among which are the wall-eyed
pike and the turbot.

Mr. Vergeer came to Alma as as-
sistant professor of biology at the
end of the first semester. He is a
graduate of Calvin College, at Grand
Rapids.
