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ALBION STUDENTS
RIOT AFTER CAMNE

Victory Over Alma Causes
Arrests And Struggle
With Police

The riot at Albion which folloned
the victory of Albion over Alma last
Thursday evening has resulted in a
grand jury probe ol the affair. About
300 exultant students raided the
Bohm theater where the managei re-
fused them admittance and forcibly
strengthened his refusal by means of
state troopers and city policemen.
Then the fun began.

One student was sentenced to serve
ten days in the Calhoun county jail at
Marshall and to pay a lire of $50 and
costs of $. On Saturday morning
seven Albion students testified before
Justice George M. Markle, who is act-
ing as a one man grand jury in the
inestigation. At that time the liwe

students against whom warrants were the result that Coach Campbell ,un-

issted had not been located, and It
was believed that they had left the
city. Forty-eight subpoenas were
served by city police and gheriffs
officers.

The lone student was arraigned
before Judge Mackle in a court-room
packed to overflowing with students
and comrades of the Thursday night
Juwilee. The young man pleaded
guilty to a charge of disorderly con-
duct and was taken to the Marshall
Jail immediately.

Shortly after he had been taken to
jgil. Dean \W. W. Whitehouse and
Morris F. Cochran, business manage!
of the oollege, demanded that Judge
Markle sentence no more students. He
firally agreed that he would wait until
a lawyer had been engaged for the
boys.

During the clash with the students
the Bohm Theater was beseiged with
aged eggs, rotten fruit, bricks and
rocks uitil long after midnight. The
front glass windows of the building
were smashed by rocks. A large
moving van was commandeered by
the police in order to take 150 arrest-
ed students t the Marshall jgil. The
oflicers placed six or eight students
in the van, but they made their escape

satisfactory performance ison record
at the airport. Flying in foggy wea-
ther. an aviator was traveling toward
Schenectady at low altitude following
the New York Central tracks. While
at a distance of about four miles from
the airport, he picked up the flashing
arc beacon, uttil then shielded from
his view by hills, and folloned it t
the flying field. He reported that due
the nature of the light and the fre-
quent flashes, the beacon was easy 1o
pick up and follow.

It is considered probable, according
1o engineers of the General Electric
aeronautics department, that in the
future the main airport beacon will
include incandescent, neon and flash-
ing arc lamps. During good weather,
which generally prevails, only the in-
candescent beacon will be necessary.
the other two being held in reserve
for less favorable weather. Each type
of light will have its special use. with
the arc as the source of protection in
severe flying weather.
