D o n ’t Forget The Annual J - Hop Saturday
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THE NAVAL CONFERENCE
M a n y  of us are wondering at this time just w h a t  the 

L ondon Naval Conference has accomplished. I he result> 
achieved are being widely discussed by papers and 
students of world affairs. S o m e  say that it has been a 
complete success, others teel that the time has been \\ asted, 
and the conference has been a failure.Let us review the matter briefly. A n  agreement has 
been m a d e  in which the I'nited States, Oreat Britain and 
Japan are to limit their navies. A  n u m b e r  of ships will be 
abolished and through this a great saving will be 
made. T h e  treaty itself is really a three power pact 
between Croat Britain, the 1 nited States and Japan, 
although France and Italy agree to certain parts ol it.

If w e  look at the world as it really is, a place where 
nations are not b o u n d  by standards ot decent individuals, 
w e  must admit that s o m e  progress has been made. It is cer­
tain that as far as England, Japan a n d  the United States 
an* concerned, a definite truce has been m a d e ;  and the 
fear, suspicion a n d  hate which would have been engender­
ed by a naval race will not be in evidence for s o m e  years.

It seems peculiar, however, that nothing m o r e  could 
have been attained especially w h e n  the five powers, all of 
them signers of the Kellogg Fact renouncing war, are the 
only possible ones w h o  would he able to have threatening 
navies within the next ten years at least. W h a t  w a s  the 
trouble between France and Italy? Italy wanted parity 
with France. W h y ?  Are there schemes afoot to m a k e  the 
Mediterranean an Italian Lake even as in the time of 
R o m e ?  France wants absolute military security. Great 
Britain w a s  forced to concede parity in navies to America 
and so on.

This whole episode shows us that there must he a 
greater understanding a m o n g  nations before great things 
m a y  lie accomplished. W e  are m a d e  aware of difficulties 
encountered in the field of disarmament. Perhaps s o m e ­
one m a y  perfect a formula for world peace. At any rate, 
until that time, with conditions as they are, w e  should be 
content with any forward step toward disarmament.

A  week ago Tuesday the A l m a  Col­
lege Men's Glee Club held Its annual 
H o m e  Concert in the Presbyterian 
Church before a well-tilled auditor­
ium. The audience was what you 
might call a fair-sized crowd, but the 
rather startling i ?> feature about it 
was that less than To persons, by act­
ual count, were A l m a  College Stu­
dents. Accepting the College enroll­
ment at approximately 350, more or 
less, this means that not over one- 
fifth of the student body were present. 
Only twenty percent of the A l m a  Col­
lege Students were sulhdently inter­
ested in one of the college's main ac­
tivities to lend it the support of their 
presence This example, far from be­
ing unusual, is typical of student at­
tendance of school enteiprises, athlet­
ics i perhaps I excepted.

It is a sad c om mentary upon stu­
dent school spirit, w h e n  four fifths of 
the students do not support the activi­
ties in which students themselves par­
ticipate or which students sponsor N o  
reason, other than rank indifference, 
can lie assigned to a case where 80'J 
of the students ;«»•• absent. This con­
dition ought not to exist! A  student 
m a y  say. as some are rumored to have 
said in regards to the Glee Club pro­
gram. that he does not wish to attend 
because he feels that the perlormance 
will he "rotten” ; but such a statement 
is unjustifiable w h e n  one remembers 
that whether a presentation of that 
type be good or bad depends, to a 
great extent, upon the size and appre- 
ciativeness of the audience. The qual­
ity ol school entertainments depends 
upon the interest sho wn  by the stu­
dents and friends. The audience al­
ways can and often does decide the 
value of the program to which it is 
listening. W h e n  the A l m a  College 
student realizes that not only his col­
lege but also he, and his fellow stu­
dents are judged by whatever is pre­
sented under the n a m e  of the college, 
it becomes apparent that habitual at­
tendance and support of college ac­
tivities is not alone a privilege but a 
duty. I a m  holding no brief for the 
Glee Club or any other campus pre­
sentations some have been good and 
others have been "not so good"; but 
I do maintain that cooperation by the 
entire student body is the one w a y  to 
m a k e  them better. If there is any 
college that has had winning teams 
and enviable student activities with 
each student selfishly attending only 
what he is interested in, 1 would likej 
to k n o w  where that college is located. 
W h a t  institution ever thrived where 
80', of its m e m b e r s  were indifferent 
to its activities? The instiution that 
advances its activities is one where 
the vast majority of the students are 
interested enough in its welfare to 
sacrifice, if necessary, in order that 
school projects m a y  have enough per­
sonal support to guarantee their suc­
cess.

W e  want A l m a  College organiza­
tions to be successful. Therefore we  
should expect every student to lend 
their visible support to their activities, 
whether it be the class, the athletics, 
the D r a m a  Club, the Glee Clubs, or 
the Forensics, His or her attendance 
as these events should be an impor­
tant part of every student’s normal 
college schedule. Then and only 
then will this SO' of indifference be 
received. K.
