Avrticle 2

Place. Time, Procedure of Meetings

Sec | The meeting of the Michigan
International Relations Clubs Confer-
ence shall be held at a stated time
during the week end set aside for the
Michigan League of National Intercol-
legiate Model Assembly.

1 Sec 2 At the meeting there shall be
| reports from the clubs, discussion of
club work, and any other business
which concerns the International Re-
lations Clubs.

OHicers

Sec. 1There shall lie a Chairman of
the <onference.

Sec 2 The Chairman shall have the
power to appoint any necessary com-
mittees or assistants.

Acrticle |
Flections and Membership

Sec. 1 The Chairman shall be a
member of the club in the college en-
tertaining the Model Assembly. He
shall be elected by his own club as
soon as it is known that the Model
Assembly is to meet on the Campus
of that club.

Powers and Duties of OHicers

Sec. 1 The duties of the Chairman

See. 2 The duties of any other olfi-
cers shall be determined by the Chair-
man at the time of appointment of
said officers.
