Olivet Forced to Explain Its

Withdrawal from
Football.
A special meeting of the Ath-
letic Board of the M. 1 A. A. was

called in Albion last Wednesday
night to gain an understanding on
the situation caused by the with-
drawal of Olivet from foothall this
fall. Several schools have been
considerably inconvenienced by the
action taken by Olivet and the
whole affair, as far as the other
colleges were concerned, was some-
what clouded with rumor and mis
understanding. The situation was
explained by the representatives
from Olivet, Dr. Forrester and
Fortunate Sullo.

Because of the failure of the
hunk 1in Olivet early in August, a
large amount of the c .lieges
money was tied up :nd its credit
na> severely crippled. Consequent-
ly, the college was placed on a
strictly cash basis and a majority
of the students could not return.
When the first call for foothall was
issued, nine candidates appeared.
The college authorities worked as
long as they could to build a foot-
ball team but they were unsuccess
ful and at the last moment were
forced to cancel their whole sched-

ule .
The representatives explained
that a program of intramural

sports has been planned to tak»
the place of foothall this fall. The
college hopes to be able to resume
football relations with the other
schools next year but nothing d*fi
nite can be said at this time be-
cause of the size of the present en-
rollment and particularly because
of the small size of the freshman
class.

When questioned on prospect.-
for a basketball team this year, Dr.
Forrester said that most of last
year’s championship team had re-
turned and that they would carry
a full schedule this winter.

Ann Arbor, Mich., Oct 17-
(MINS)- To cut the high cost of
going to college, University of
Michigan students have now or-
ganized a cooperative resturant in
old Lane Hall Tavern on the Ann
Arbor Campus, supplementing a
cooperative second-hand bookstore,
now 1in its third successful year,
and two rooming and boarding
houses which were started thin
fall.
