W  orxing on the theory that 
what happens to G er ma ny  m a y  be

■  the solution to world proOiems in 
gi neral, Prof. Etherton devoted a

Iionsiderable portion of Ids time to 
a discussion ol the history and 

, bac-Kground of the present situa- 
/ non. h e  cited several pre-war
■  facts, such as the seizure of P o ­

land, Alsace-Lorraine and Schles­
wig-Holstein, to prove G e r m a n y ’s 
desire lor power, and criticized her 
lor not holding Austria to reason 
able demands with regard to Ser­
bia. Speaking of the Treaty of 
Versailles, he disagreed with 
Barnes, 1* ay, and others as to 
Allied war guilt, holding German> 
mainly responsible, and the Treaty 
therefore just.

Alter a year of general turn- 
moil, from l‘Jlh to lyi'J, the W e i ­
m a r  Constitution was set up in 
Germany, giving the people sover­
eign power, providing lor a Reich 
of upper and lower houses, a presi­
dent, a chancellor and his cabinet. 
All bills lor finance originate with 
the Reich. If they disagree with 
the chancellor’s policy they m a y  
register a “no confidence” vote, 
and a referendum m a y  be sub­
mitted to the people by the presi­
dent, or new elections held. A  re­
ferendum is valid only if a major­
ity of the qualified electors vote.

The Ger ma n  people, of course, 
have protested the Treaty, inas­
muc h  as it lays entire blame with 
them, and makes them responsible 
for reparations. Those in control 
of the government have consist­
ently followed two policies: to
dodge the disarmament provisions 
of the Treaty, and (2) to dodge 
payments of reparations. The vaiue 
of the mar k  was depressed by the 
printing of millions of them; sal­
aried m e n  suffered most, since 
their income remained stable. 
W  ith the income, buildings were 

. constructed, pensions established 
for military men, and every effort 
m a d e  to utilize the money neces­
sary for reparations. Capitalists 
invested outside the country . . . 
and to the protests of the Allied 
Powers whe n  indemnities were not 
paid, insisted that there were no 
funds. In the meantime Stinnes 
and 29 others gradually got con­
trol of all industry. The ship lines 
were bought by the government 
from private individuals, turned 

v over to the Allies, and the reim­
bursed Germans used the funds to 
build a new navy! Leading indus­
trialists were appointed to the 

; cabinet, and as fast as they ob­
tained m oney for their industries, 
invested it outside the country. In 
the meantime, D awes went to E u ­
rope to help settle the distressing 
reparations problem, and was pre­
vailed upon to lend several hun­
dred millions to the Germans, 
which, according to Prof. Ether- 
ton. Americans will never get back. 
The whole D a w e s  plan, which pro­
vided for a payment of one thou­
sand million gold marks a year 
for a certain period of time, and 
twenty-five hundred million gold 
marks a year thereafter, repre­
sented merely an exchange of 
m o n e y  between capitalists.
In 1925, Ebert, the first G e r m a n  

president, died, and was succeeded 
by von Hindenburg, who truly rep-

Ever since 1 landed on this con­
tinent, 1 have been asked very 
frequently h o w  l liked America. 
M y  answers to these queries runk- 
ed from a " W h y ,  it is all right,’ 
through, “Well, 1 don’t know,’’ 
througn the colloquial "Just tine-' 
up to "1 think I will reserve m y  
judgment until I have seen more 
of the land." Each of these an­
swers marked a different mood on 
m y  part or a different situation in 
wnicn 1 was placed. M y  judgment 
is, however, still in suspension anu 
will remain so until 1 feel 1 have 
enough ground for any one judg­
ment which 1 shall pass.

But here is u particular situa­
tion: After 1 had arrived in Alma, 
the question w a s  made more pre­
cise, more definite, and was nar­
rowed d ow n  to "Well, George, how 
do you like A l m a ? ” and I love the 
tone of voice in which it was pu: 
forth. "Just line!” was always 
m y  answer, except whe n  I said 
something synonymous.

But that has always been too 
snappy an answer for me. In fact 
such laconic comments do not sat­
is! y the Oriental’s sense of ap­
preciation and gratitude; he wants 
to say more and loves to put it in 
llowery expressions,— if he can.

resented the republic, and not the 
militeristic interests as has been 
supposed. H e  abolished the gener­
al staff, and the military police, as 
well as research work in poison­
ous chemicals for future warfare. 
In the meantime, Ludendorf had 
taken Bavaria, the center of old 
monarchical ideas, still beset with 
the old "blood and thunder” idea 
of power. The following year 
there was an economic crisis, the 
yield of tax from corporations, fell, 
the mass of the G e r m a n  people 
went "ii the dole, and dissatisfac­
tion was widespread. There w a s  
general agitation for entrance to 
the League, which Germany' final­
ly achieved at the expense of Bra­
zil and Spain. By l‘J30, Hitler, 
claiming to represent the National 
Socialist party, but in reality from 
tin* old monarchist group of H a ­
vana, c am e  into power through 
control of the Reich. His party is 
oppo-ed to payment of debts, 
though by capitalistic manipula­
tion' the govorment today actual­
ly controls 75',,• of the industries, 
and Gcr.nany is largely Socialistic. 
C o m m u n i s m  is gaining, however 
accordin'' to elections of this year, 
and Hitler s group is losing pres­
tige.

This year there has been con 
sideruble opposition between Hin- 
denburg and Chancellor Bruning. 
over Bruning’s insistence on fur­
ther taxation and the creation of 
agrarian homesteads for the u n ­
employed. Bruning w a s  forced to 
resign, along with his cabinet, but 
the new chancellor, Col. Franz 
von Papen, is bent on following 
the same policy. His new cabinet 
docs not represent the liberal ele­
ment.' in the Reich. Ilindenburg 
issued a decree dissolving the 
Reich, and n e w  elections were held 
on August :!, showing a decided 
majority fur National Socialist 
ami Socialist. There are seven 
major political parties in Germany 
today, and the country is facing its 
fifth national election for the year. 
B it a use the Reich opposes von 
Papen, the chancellor and his cab­
inet have been granted emergency 
power to enforce their decrees.

Prof. F.therton’s major conclu­
sion is that German capitalists 
have manipulated national finances 
to make it appear that Germany is 
unable to pay debts; that socialis­
ation is the next step in Germany, 
inasmuch as the government al­
ready owns 75', of industry; and 
thn! the w a r  debts will likely be 
cancelled.
